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The hon. member also asked concerning the
advisability of an inquiry into this matter
under section 35 of the code, and I would say
that a formal inquiry would not appear to be
necessary at this time. If and when a specific
complaint is made it will be dealt with in the
usual way and an interpretation and ruling
made with respect to the rights of employees
under the code.

Coming now to the question asked by the
hon. member for Comox-Alberni, which was
put as a supplementary question yesterday, it
does not appear, on the basis of the informa-
tion we have, that an amendment to the
Canada Labour (Standards) Code is needed.

Mr. T. C. Douglas (Burnaby-Coquitlam): As
a supplementary question may I ask the
minister whether the Pacific coast dispute
was not due to the contention of the employ-
ers that the collective bargaining agreement
took precedence over the Canada Labour
(Standards) Code? Has any ruling been hand-
ed down, or is it the minister’s intention to
have an inquiry into this aspect of the dis-
pute?

Mr. Nicholson: This question was raised by
the employers in the Supreme Court of British
Columbia before Mr. Justice Ruttan. I have
asked for a report as to His Lordship’s reasons
in the decision he rendered, but I might
say I still do not think it will be necessary
to hold an inquiry. If the union gives us the
facts of a specific case, then in my humble
opinion it probably can be dealt with under
the act as it stands, but I would like to have
Mr. Justice Ruttan’s reasons for judgment
before making a final statement.

MANITOBA—REPORTED DISEASE IN
CATTLE HERDS

On the orders of the day:

Mr. Bruce S. Beer (Parliamentary Secre-
tary to Minister of Agriculture): Mr. Speaker,
on Friday last the hon. member for Spring-
field asked a question regarding an outbreak
of disease among cattle herds in Manitoba,
to which I replied that I had not received
any comunication but would check with the
office of the minister.

There was an outbreak in early April of
Salmonellosis affecting some 20 herds. This
is not a named or reportable disease under the
Animal Contagious Diseases Act and regula-
tions. The outbreak was dealt with by the
provincial authorities assisted by officials of
