Since a number of projects are now being announced on
a day to day basis, can the minister indicate whether
they are being announced at random or whether there is
some system under which these projects are being pub-
licly announced, in order that some of the uncertainty
related to these projects may be dispelled?

However, as I have just
said, there is some hidden meaning to the hon. member’s
question which I did not catch.
