Chinese in this country, and if passed it
would save billions of dollars to the United
States and at the same time meet the wide-
spread demand for discontinuance of unde-
sirable Chinese immigration. He reviewed

States, and the legislation leading up to the
passage of the Geary act. This bill
simply gave the Chinese in this country
six monthe’ additional time in which to
register, they having declined to do so, on
the adyvice'of their attdrneys, ding the
decision of the Supreme court. g‘.l:s Chinese
had able lawyers who advised them not to
register, as the law would be declared un-
constitutional. The fact that but five of
the nine justices of the Supreme court could
be found of the opinion that the Geary law
was constitutional certainly shows that
these attorneys had good grounds for their
advice. He said the Chinese who acted on
the advice of their attorneys should have an
opportunity to register. To transport the
85,000 Chinament who have not regis-
tered would cost the Government, accord-
ing to the estimate of the Secretary of
the Treasury, $7.000,000. Over 85,000,
he said, are anxiously waiting for
Congress to decide -their fate, and
thousands of American missionaries in
China are waiting with fear and trembling
lest, if we are precipitous, the Chinede may
in their wrath retaliate upon them.
