This last tabl^ proves that in the intendancies

virhere the cultivation of the soil has made least

progress, the j^elative population is from 50 to 90

times less than in the old civilized regions adjacent

to the capital. This extraordinary diflfesence in

the distribution of the population is also to be found

in the north and north-east of Europe. In Lap-

land we scarcely find one inhabitant to the square

league, while in other parts of Sweden^ in Goth>

land, for example, there ar^ more than S48. In

the states subject to the King of Denmark, the

island of Zealand contains 944, and Iceland eleven

inhabitants to the square league. In European

Russia, the governments of Archangel, Olonez,

Kalouga, and Moscow, differ so much in their re-

lative population to the extent of the territory, that

the two former of these governments contailn 6

and 26, and the two last 84^ and 974 souls to the

square league. These enormous differences indi-

cate that one province is 160 times better inha-

bited than another. '

In France, where the whole of the population

gives 1094 inhabitants to the square league^ the

best peopled departments, those of UEscauty Le

Nord^ and La Lys^ afford a relative population of
