LOCAL LIVE STOCK,

Recelpts of llve stock were large—79
carloads all told, composed of 1351 cattle,
602 hogs, 1316 sheep and lambs, with aboat

not good. There were too many rough,
green, half-finished in both the butcher and
shipping classes. |

The demand for the best cattle in both |
the shipping and butcher classes was |
good, and prices for them were no lower. !
But the same cannot be said for common |
to medium cattle, as they were hard to |
sell, and prices were, if anything, easier.
And several lots were unsold at the close
of the market. Common butchers’ cows
were a drug, as there was little demand
for outside markets.

The bulk of the choice. well-finished ex-
porters sold at $5 to §5.12}4 per ewt., with
one or two lots of extra well finished cat-
tle at a little more money, but there was
a very large number of exporters sold at

In all other classes prices remained un-
changed, with the exception of lambs,
which were easy at quotations ‘glven, as
there was a llﬂrg((:*hr'un.

London, Aug. 8.—Altho twice rebuffed,
certain American financiers continue the
attempt to establish a huge international
banking Institution with a branch office in
London. The promoters of the scheme are
working so secretly that only a few Eng-
lish financiers know the names of the bank-
ers concerned in the project.

The chairmanship of the proposed London
branth was offered In turn to two promi-
nent Lombard-street capitalists, but both
declined the homsr. Financial authorities
regard this clréznstance as indlcating a
suspicion that the backing of the scheme
is not of the highest order. However, they
say that an American bank in London is
merely a question of time, owing to the
determination of the Yankees not only to
facilitate export business but also to seize
every opportunity for profitable employ-
ment of eapltal.

Lombard-street asserts that when the
bank comes it must be conducted on Eng-
lish and not on American lines, or it will
run the risk of never gaining the confi-
dence of the financlal community,

ANOTHER MAN'S CHEOUES.

An American Arrested, Suspected of
Complicity in Paris Robbery.

Berlin, Aug. 8.—Drésdener Bank officlals
have informed the representative of the As-
soclated Press thit the cheques presented
by the man represensing:himself to be B.
C. Bolles of San Francisco, but who regis-
tercd at the Kaiserhof ¢s Bolles of Boston,
and who was arrested yesterday, amounted
to $300. Bolles clalms that he acquired
them in a regular way at Boston. The
cheques, which were presented at a branchi

of the Dresdener Bank, have been identi-
fied as part of the booty secured at the vob-
bery of the American Rxpress Company’s
Paris office. Bolles has not yet applied
for help at the American Embassy. The
Kaiserhof people say that he acted in a
suspicious fashion, and that he had order-
ed his bill and his baggage made ready,
evidently planning to leave the town im-
mediately after cashing the cheques. The
criminal police have seized the baggage of
the prisoner.

ELECTRIC STORM KILLS.

Portsmouth, N H., Struck Yesterday
Afternoon, With Dire Results,

Portsmouth, N. H., -Aug. 8.—A violent
electric storm, accompanied by a wind of
unusual veloecity, struck this city late this
afternoon, causing loss of life and heavy
damage to property. The roof of a large
stone shed at the Navy Yard, in which 60

men were at work, collapsed, burying half
of them in the wreckage. A woman, wWho
had sought shelter in 'the shed from -the
tempest, was killed and many of the work-
men maimed. It Is feared other bodles
pre in the rulns.

COPYRIGHT CONGRESS,

Berne, Aug. 8.~The International Liter-
ary and Artistic Copyright Congress held
its first sitting here to-day. It discussed
‘the scheme for a revision of the Berne
convention, and decided to immediately
commence the elaboration of what it is
hoped will prove an ideal convention, em-
bodying all the modifications advocated by
the varying interests. The scheme will
be submitted to all the Ifterary and artls-
tic socleties of the world, with the view of
eliciting suggestions and criticism, so that

it may be recast by the new congress at
Naples.

ALL OVER WITH FARNDALE,

London, Aug. 8.—Joséph Farndale, who
was chlef constable of Birmingham at
the 'time of the Fenlam movement, in
which, Egap Daly and Gallagher were
concerned, died this morning. It was al-
leged at the time that Farndale hatched
the conspiracy.
