Many complaints have been received 
at the city hall relative to the fact that 
some of widows of London soldiers have | 
received only $500 insurance on their i 
husbands, while others received $1,000. 
It was stated that a suit might be en­
tered on behalf of one widow, but noth­
ing has been heard of this officially. '

City Treasurer James S. Bell explained 
t'he situation this morning to The Ad- j 
vertiser, and declared that the city had *

“When the question of insurance was 
taken up, the council favored insuring 
every man for $1,000,” he said “Tenders 
were called for, and the city succeeded 
in placing policies for $1,000 for the 1st 
Battalion and the 18th Battalion. After 
that we could not get policies for more 
than $500 on each man. We had to 
take them. When the later contingents 
went across, we could get no company 
to take the risks, and the civic insurance 
scheme was formulated. The. result oi 
the investigation of experts was that 
we could not pay more than $500 for 
each man who died at the front. The 
city was not in a position to take the 
risks involved in a higher amount. So 
far as lawsuits are concerned, ! canno-t 
see how any case can succeed. The act 
of the city was purely voluntary.”
