CHINA AND CUTBLACKEST OF ALL CRIMES / 1The fact of the dual mind of man, 
subjective and objective, and of the 
power of mind over matter. Rev. Byron 
Snell, pastor of Hale Street Methodist 

|Church, declared to be the whole solu­
tion of psychic phenomena, and the key 
to unlock the mystery of so-called super­
natural manifestation, spiritism, Chris­
tian science healing, etc., in the course 
of a sermon delivered yesterday morn­
ing in Hyatt Avenue Methodist Church.

Announcing his subject as "Psy chic 
Phenomena, Spiritualism and Other 
Isms,” Mr. Snell stated that he had 
been very much interested in psychic 
phenomena. He had given several years 
to the study of the subject. He admitted 
its fascinations. In view of the revival 

of interest in “spiritualism,” which he 
’stated is more correctly “spiritism,” he 
expressed his opinion that a great debt 
of gratitude is due to the press, which 
is giving publicity to the subject.

Easily Understood.
He further admitted that he under- 

|stood how people could quite be carried 
away by the study of psychic phenom- 
ena, hence the great necessity for plac­
ing before the public an explanation 
capable of solving in a satisfactory 
manner manifestations regarded as 
supernatural.

The objective mind he defined as the 
everyday, ordinary, wide-awake work­
ing mind, and the subjective as the 
mind which manifests itself in dreams 
in sleep, in hypnotism, somnambulism, 
trance, etc.

Amenable to Suggestion.
Attention was drawn at this point 

to the extent to which the subjective 
mind is amenable to suggestion, and the 
case was cited as an illustration of an 
old minister of highest repute in an 
American city.

A prominent doctor of the city, who 
understood the laws of hypnotism, and 
frequently made use of hypnotism in- 
steady of anaesthetics in performing 
operations, asked a prominent clergy- 
man if he would submit to hypnotism for 
demonstration purposes. In the pres- 
ence of a gathering of fellow-ministers 
and other people of prominence, the 
revered divine was hypnotized, and, in 
obedience to suggestions while in that 
condition, picked the pockets of his fel­
low-clergymen and impersonated Jonah.

Impersonation.
Impersonation of other people, Mr. 

Snell reminded, is one of the commonest 
demonstrations used in public entertain­
ments given by hypnotists. The subject 
assumes not only the character out 
mannerisms of the one being imper- 
sonated. In a similar manner, Mr. 
Snell declared that this is the secret 
or so-called communication with dis- 
carnate spirits through mediums. The 
medium, in a self-hypnotized condition, 
impersonates the departed relative or 
friend, and the illusion is completed by 1 
the mental condition of the witnesses. 
If I went to a seance tonight, and' 
the seances are always held in the| 
dark," continued Mr. Snell, "and said' 
1wished to speak to my mother who 
died so many years ago. I might re-' 
ceive a message from the medium which 
I would recognize as something my 
mother would likely give, because it 
would probably be something that 1 
had once heard her say. and that was 
in my own mind.

Witch of Endor.
The Witch of Endor didn't bring back 

Samuel. There was nothing which she 
told Saul that Samuel said that was not 
in Saul’s own mind. Saul was in terror.

He feared the armies of Israel were 
going to be defeated, and himself and 
sons slain. The Witch of Endor, in a 
self-hypnotized condition, simply told 
him what was in his own mind. The 
secret of the power of mind over mat-

GLASSABishop, Prelate, Ministers and 
“Loud-Mouthed Critics" Are 

Arraigned by Rector.
3

Rev. R. W. Norwood, rector of 
Cronyn Memorial Church, had a few 
things to say at the evening service 
Sunday on what he termed “the loud­
mouthed and vulgar” criticism of some 
local ministers and prelates . regarding 
religious fads.

Mr. Norwood took his text from the 
Acts of the Apostles, giving an address 
of Gamaliel’s, the teacher of Paul, who 
informed some of the critics of Chris­
tianity that if the latter were of the 
devil it would fail, but that if it were 
of God, all they could do against it 
would be of no avail. This was the not­
able utterance, said Mr. Norwood, and 
showed the breadth of vision of this 
great scholar, whose influence, through 
his pupil, Paul, had done much to shape 
Christianity.

thundered at and threatened and 
menaced, if he dare depart from the 
custom of the elders. In Gamaliel's day 
they fulminated just as much against 
the new thought, Christianity.

"The same language is being used 
I now that was used in Pliny’s works, 
wher he wrote the Emperor Trajan 
about this obscure sect, Christianity, 
and advocated punishing children, and 
putting them to death, to put out this 
fad.

Cannot Stop God's Works.
“I have no apology for any of these 

fads. But I do say that if they are of 
God, you may bring the stars down, 
but you will not stop the torrent of 
truth. Ministers will not prevent Its 
flow by bellowing from the pulpit and 
uttering vulgarities and anathemas.

"No threats of a Roman Catholic 
prelate or a Protestant prelate will 
change the truth or untruth of these 
things. I do say that they are strik­
ing at the very foundation of Canadian 
civilization when they say that any in­
dividual has no right to find God in his 
own way. There is a sacerdotalism of 
Protestantism, as well as Roman 
Catholic sacerdotalism, and it can be 
just as vituperative as that against 
which Luther raised his hands.

Suspicious of Threats.
"I am suspicious of any religion that 

must be bolstered up by threats. So is 
every thinking man. Methinks they pro­
test too much, and have not confidence 
in their own religion, or they would not 
indulge in vulgar personalities against 
a lonely woman. The thing -may be all 
wrong, but it is a greater evil to utter 
loud-mouthed, vulgar diatribes in the 
pulpit in the name of Jesus of Nazar­
eth. You have a right to find God in 
your own way, so long as you find Him 
I may think that your way is obscure 
and painful, but that is not my busi­
ness. I am interested only in that you 
find God. 9

Challenges Bishop's Right.
"Let us be fair, and just, and kind. 

During my five years’ ministry here I 
have made no efforts to make prose­
lytes. Where I am face to face with my 
brother, that is God’s house. Religion 
is the progressive experience of God in 
the soud. I challenge the right of 
Bishop Fallon or any of his Protestant 
followers to deny the right of any indi­
vidual to find God in his own way. I 
call anti-Christian any effort to inter­
fere with any man in his search for 
God. That is blacker than the most 
infamous crimes of history.

"A group of ministers the other day 
satirically condemned religious fads. A 
fad is a truth in the experimental stage. 
Flying was a fad some short years ago, 
so was Franklin’s electricity. Some of 
the ancestors of the ministers of today 
must have been in the crowd that 
laughed and jeered at Abraham when 
he discovered a new thought and de­
cided to act upon it. Pharoah perse­
cuted the Israelites because it was a 
religious fad that Moses advocated 
Freeing the slaves was a fad to a lot 
of holy men of God. One of the loudest- 
mouthed critics of religions fads in Lon- 
don today belongs to a church that 
scarce 200 years ago was laughed and 
jeered at as a fad. The absurdity of it 
all. If you can find Jesus in the Catho­
lic mass, I rejoice that you have found 
Him. If you have found Jesus in Chris­
tian Science. I am glad you have found 
Hirn. But be fair, be just, be kind, be 
merciful, to every other seeker after 
truth. If any truth is not of God it 
will die."

way. as an angry God, one who 
mands pound for pound, ounce (II)
ounce, tear for tear. And yet, when 
this new doctrine appeared, Christian­
ity, Gamaliel told the Hebrew scholars 
of the day that if the "fad" came 
from God it could not be destroyed, 
but if it had no substance or truth it 
would die out.

Forget Luther’s Teachings.
"We hear many things about religious 

fads today," said Mr. Norwood. “On 
ono hand, we have the heavy thunder 
of the Vatican. On the other we have 
the thunder of Geneva. On one side 
we have the tyranny of Rome, and on 
the other the tyranny of Protestantism. 
Herod and Pontius Pilate have joined 
hands and become friends, to crush 
out the freedom of men in religious 
matters.

“In politics freedom is allowed, al­
though there is some tyranny. A man 
has a right, as a broad postulate, to 
vote as he likes. The essence of the 
Magna Charta is that a man may think, 
act and speak as he likes, so .long as 
he does not interfere with the sacred 
rights of others. The minister of now­
adays will not let a man worship as 
he likes, will not allow him to find God 
as he likes. They tell you about the 
great things that Luther did. He sim­
ply enunciated the principle that every 
soul had the right to find God in his 
own way. They remember Luther's 
words, but forget his teaching.

Can Find God in Own Way.
"I enunciate the same principle, and 

these ministers and prelates, thunder 
as they may, will not hinder me from 
telling men and women that they can i 
find God in their own way. A man may. 
be a Roman Catholic, or an Anglican, 
or a Presbyterian, or other denomina­
tion, and he is all right; but he can­
not be a New Thoughtist, a Christian 
Scientist or a Theosophist, or he is

good, hence there is no evil. This elim- 
inates Christ, therefore cannot be Christian.
