London, Oct. 8.—English and American troops attacked this 

morning on the front between St. Quentin and Cambrai. Field Mar­
shal Haig announced today.

Satisfactory progress is being made, the field marshal states.
In successful local operations near Montbrehain and Beaure- 

voir, on this front, yesterday more than 230 prisoners were taken. 
Today’s attack was launched just before daybreak during a heavy 
rain, which began last night.

The text of the statement reads:
“Successful local operations were carried out yesterday in the 

neighborhood of Montbrehain and north of Beaurevoir, in which 
American and English troops captured over 230 prisoners.

“Shortly before dawn this morning British and American 
troops attacked between St. Quentin and Cambrai. In spite of a 
heavy rain, which commenced last night and is still continuing, the 
first reports indicate that satisfactory progress is being made.”

Currie’s Troops Continue Suc­
cess Before Cambrai.

MAY BE ON CABLES NOW.
Washington, Oct. 8.—President Wilson’s reply to the Ger­

man and Austrian request for an armistice and peace negotiations 
probably will be dispatched before night, if it is not already on the 
cables.

After being called into conference by the president, with Col. 
House and Secretary of State Lansing,the president's secretary,Mr. 
Tumulty, announced today that Mr. Lansing would see the news­
paper correspondents at 4 o’clock and “probably would have some- 
thing for them.”

The president had spent the entire morning in his study, and 
was believed to be putting in final shape a document upon which 
he worked nearly all day yesterday,

None of those in the president’s confidence would give an in­
timation of his decision, but when the conference was over there 
was no change in the confident belief throughout official circles that 
an armistice would be flatly refused and the central powers in­
formed that unequivocal acceptance of conditions laid down by the 
United States and the Allies must precede any meeting of peace 
plenipotentiaries.

FRENCH REACH CONDE SUR SUIPPE,
Paris, Oct. 8.—Northeast and north of Rheims the French con­

tinued their successful advance. The war office announcement to­
day says that French troops have reached the outskirts of Conde- 
sur-Suippe, at the junction of the Suippe and the Aisne northeast 
of Berry-auc-Bac.

Along the Suippe River the French have penetrated into Istes- 
sur-Suippe and to the west have captured Bazancourt.

The statement reads:
“During the night there were artillery duels in the region 

north of St. Quentin.
“On the Suippe front we reached the outskirts of Conde-sur- 

Suippe, penetrated into Istes-sur-Suippe and captured Bazancourt 
in spite of very violent counter-attacks by the enemy, whose resist­
ance was in vain.”

With the Canadian Forces, Oct. 7.— 
(By J. F. B. Livesay, Canadian Press 
correspondent.)—Troops from the Mar­
itime Provinces, Quebec and four 
western provinces, as well as former 
Canadian mounted riflemen, are hold­
ing our line north of Cambrai with men 
of the imperial troops on our left. This 
line is in parts improvised, and the men 
are objects of much harassing enemy 
fire. Looking down on Cambrai from 
St. Olle fires can be seen burning, but 
there is nothing to indicate that a 
systematic attempt has been made by 
the enemy to destroy the city. It is 
much more likely that he is burning 
his dumps and heavy plants that he 
cannot move out preparatory to his 
evacuating the city. The prisoners 
captured confirm the impression that 
he lost tremendously in the terrible 
struggle of last week, when his massed 
infantry formations, seeking to push 
against us along the ravines, were ex­
posed to the point blank fire of our 
artillery and riflemen. So severe was 
his punishment, they state, that some 
of his divisons are wiped out and in 
no condition to push in another assault 
for the possession of the high ground 
and Bourlon Wood. The logic of the 
situation is that unless he can do this: 
Cambrai becomes increasingly difficult 
for him to hold. If lost he would have 
still Lille, Valenciennes and Hirson 
lines, which are possibly his last lines 
of defence on this front.

VIOLENT COUNTER-ATTACKS BY

GERMANS ALONG THE SUIPPE RIVER
With the French Army in France, Monday, Oct. 7.—German 

forces have turned at bay on the bank of the Suippe River and 
have been counter-attacking with desperate energy all day. To 
prevent the Frencli crossing the river they have attacked on the 
line between Pont Givart and Berry-au-Bae, throwing large units 
into action on the centre of this front.

If the French succeed in establishing themselves on the north 
bank of the Aisne in this region they will immediately turn the 
German line on the Suippe and also the next enemy position on the 
Retourne.

Therefore, the Germans have attempted to keep the Frencli 
south of the Aisne. In spite of the vigor of the enemy’s resistance, 
the Aisne has been crossed at Berry-au-Bac, the whole village 
on the north bank of the river being in the hands of the French, 
who also have made some progress beyond it. The Germans have 
also been fighting fiercely along the Arnes.

1 ALL I DILL U London, Oct. 7.—Field Marshal von 
Hindenburg has resigned as chief of the 
German general staff, after a heated 
Interview with the emperor, in which 
the field marshal declared that a re­
treat on a large scale was impossible 
to avoid, according to a Central News 
dispatch from Amsterdam today.

The correspondent based his dis­
patch on reports from the frontier.

Paris, Oct. 8.—Lieut. Roland G. Gar- 
roa, who was reported missing yester­
day in advices from the front, is be­
lieved to have fallen during an aerial 
battle on Saturday. He went out with 
a patrol on Saturday morning and be­
came engaged in a fight with an enemy 
flying squadron. Exactly what hap­
pened is unknown, .but two of his 
comrades saw a machine fall to earth 
out of control, and believe It was Gar­
ros. On Friday Garros brought down 
a German plane in a masterly manner.

Rome, Oct. 7.—"We must have ade­

quate victory. Any kind of negotiation 
is now more than ever inadmissible." 
The words of President Wilson immedi- 
ately after the rejection of the Austrian 
peace proposal, as reprinted by the 
Epoca in large type as summarizing the 
attitude of Italians towards the new 
peace movement.

The Epoca adds that President Wil­
son answered in September the present 
new trap concocted by the enemy. The 
whole press says that the request for an 
armistice is an acknowledgment of de­
feat by the central empires, but that 
the Allies must prevent the enemy from 
thereby escaping the consequences of 
his acts. The Journal Italia says:

"Austria seeks to cheat Italian na­
tional aspirations by simply returning 
to the status quo, which means a per­
manent irreconcilable conflict between 
Italy and Austria as long as the latter 
keeps under her rule territories inhab­
ited by Italians."

Montreal, Oct. 8.—Fully advised as to 
the seriousness of the influenza epi­
demic In Montreal, the administrative 
commission and the municipal board of 
health yesterday discussed precaution- 
ary measures, and last night the fol­
lowing notice, over the signature of Dr.

"Public notice is hereby given that, 
until further orders, all places of public 
gathering, such as schools, theatres, 
Ince. moving picture theatres, are to 
remain closed.”

25,000 IN OHIO.
Columbus, Ohio, Ort. 8.—The epidemic 

of Spanish Influenza is Increasing rapid­
ly in Ohio and a total of 25,000 cases 
and many deaths had been reported to 
♦he state department of health today. 
This morning 500 new cases were re­
ported. 250 of them from Sidney. To 
date the epidemic has fastened itself 
upon 98 communities of the state.

Camp Sheridan reported 104 deaths 
for the 24-hour period ending at 3 p.m. 
yesterday.

Concert halls and all other meeting 
halls, as well as places where the pub­
lic may gather, socially or otherwise, 
shall be closed under the penalty pro­
vided by law.

GOMPERS DENOUNCES THE 
TEUTONIC PEACE MOVE

A Few Days’ March and Allies 
Reach the Bagdad 

Railroad.

Resolutions Passed at Meeting 
Protest Against Maximil­

ian’s Offer.
ENEMY POSITIONS IMPERILED

FROM AILETTE TO THE MEUSE
New York, Oct. 8.—The Associated Press this morning issued the following: 
Crossing the Aisne at Berry-au-Bac, the French have brought new peril to 

the whole German line in the Laonnais and Champagne sectors in France. This 
advance by Gen. Berthelot's men seems to be a stroke which may be considered 
in future as the first step in the final operation designed to hurl the Germans out 
of the positions they have held for so long from the Ailette River to the Meuse.

If the French are able to debouch from Berry-au-Bac and obtain a bridge- 
head on the north side of the Aisne, the German forces still clinging to the 
Chemin-des-Dames, along the ridge north of the Aisne further west, will be com­
pelled to tall back rapidly. At the same time, the Germans retreating before Gen. 
Gouraud’s army further to the east will find that the Aisne, their apparent objec­
tive in the present retirement, is not a refuge. It may, on the other hand, be but 
a trap for the shattered forces now streaming back from the Py, Arnes and Upper 
Aisne.

Gen. Berthelot's wedge has penerated faster than was expected by the lay 
world, wrested the hills northwest of Rheims from the enemy, swiftly swept the 
enemy back to the Suippe River, and then, seemingly at a single bound, reached 
the Aisne and crossed it at a vital point. It seems to be the most successful blow 
struck at the enemy during the past week of fighting.

IN THE CHAMPAGNE.
In the Champagne sector, Gen. Gouraud’s French and American troops are 

closely following the enemy, who is retreating in the direction of the Retourne 
River. The success of the French further west will probably hasten this retro­
grade movement by the Germans, who appear to be in a serious condition.

From the Argonne Forest to the Meuse, the American army has again struck 
at the German positions before the Kriemhilde line, and a great battle seems to 
be impending there. This sector is most important to the Germans, as a defeat 
there would send them back in the direction of Sedan, through which runs the 
great trunk railway line which connects the Germans as far west as Laon with 
Germany. The Americans have brought up their heavy artillery, and there is 
every evidence that a terrific struggle is to be expected on this front. On the

Paris. Oct. 8.—Announcement of the 
landing of French naval forces at 
Beirut is enthusiastically received by 
the republic, which is gratified that the 
French fleet has a share in the mag­
nificent achievements of Gen. Allenby, 
the Matin says:

"With the fall of Beirut the principal 
Austro-Turkish base in Syria collapses. 
The Franco-British troops have but 
to march a few days to reach the Bag­
dad railroad and break Germany's 
dreams of eastern greatness.

"The landing seems to be an opera­
tion distinct from the land movement 
which brought about the fall of Damas­
cus. The official report indicates that 
this bold stroke of the French naval 
forces will have a great effect on Con­
stantinople, where it will throw confu- 
sion into the ruling element which is 
seeking to belittle the advance of Gen. 
Allenby's men. In addition, it will have 
a great moral and political significance. 
Syria has for many years been a sphere 
of French influence. The territory 
through which the Franco-British troops 
are advancing was conceded to us by 
treaties concluded between the Entente 
nations, made public a few weeks ago. 
The landing of our troops at the prin­
cipal port in that region is the first 
realization of the agreement."
