WILL FALL BELOW
LAST YEAR'S TOTAL

Farmers, in Memorial to Presi-
dent, Draw Attention to
Menace to Food Supply.

Washington, June 8.—Despite an im-
provement of 19,000,000 bushels in the
winter crop during May and an in-
dicated spring crop 68,000,000 greater
than that of last year, the total wheat.
production for 1920 was estimated to-
day by the depariment of agriculture
at only 781,000,000 bushels, or 160.-
000,000 bushels less than the total
for 1919.. From its condition on
June ‘1 the spring crop was es-
timated at 277,000,000 bushels, or
18,000,000 more than the flve years
average. A total winter wheat pro-
duction of 504,000,000 bushels was fore.

cast. This is 228,000,000 bushels less
than that of last year, and 59,000,000
below the.average for the five years
ending in 1918,

Simultaneousty with the depart=
ment's announcement of its produc-
tion forecast, a committee represent-
ing farmer organizations presented a
memorial at the White House, calling
President Wilson’s attention to what
was described as the critical situation
existing on the farm and the result-
ing menace to the nation’s food sup-
ply. The meniorial said that lack of
farm labor had‘ eut” down production
one-third in Sbme sections, and that
many millions:of acres of land were
being “fincropped.”

The wheat crop, the memorial said,
was reported nearly 300,000,000 bush-
els ghort, and ‘the 1late spring had
serfously affected the corn crop.
“World supplies/ are short,” the mem-
orial continued, “and higher food
prices seem inevitable. Bread lines
and food riots are not beyond the
possibilities of the next 12 months.

“Lack of bank credit and high in-
tergst rates are causing thousands of
acres of good pasture land to go un-
grazed. A later shortage of both
beef animals and dairy animals will
be the result.”

The memorial was signed by the
American Farm Bureau Federation,
the National Grange, and the ¥arm-

ers’ Union.

The resolution as forwarded by the
loda] typos:—"“Whereas we .view
with alarm the ever-increasing num-
ber of Canadian newspapers that are
being forced to suspend putlication
owing to the unsatisfactory JSupply of
newsprint and, whereas we believe a
continuance of suca suspension can
only Yesult in the acquisition of much
influence and power by the individuals
controlling the surviving newspapers
as well as throwing out of employ-
ment many operatives now eagaged
in the .printing business and whereas
neither we believe to be in the best
interests of the country in general
aind the printing industry in particu-
lar. Therefore, be it resolved that
this meeting of Brantford Typograpa-
fcal Union No. 378 80 on :record as
urging such immediate agtion by the
Dominion government as will ‘ensure
an adequate supply of ewsprint at a
fair price for Canadian publications to
the end that the printing industry be
not further emtarragsed and at our
situation Qe not placed in Jeoparay.”

Ottawa, ~June 8,—(By Canadian
Press)—Two of the govermment taxs-
tion bills were discussed at some
length by “the commons today, They
were the business profits war tax act
and the income tax act, The former,
after eritielsm mainly contributed by
Quebec members on the opposition
side, passed, thru committee and was
given third reading. The latter was
left in committee,

Quebec members took the ground
that the Hydro-Electric Coramission
of Ontario shou.d be subjected to busi-
ness profits tax, It was a discyimina-
tion aguinst privately owned com-
panies to exempt it, they said, cspe-

light and. power any|
private organizations,— \
Hydro 8ervice at Cost.
Siv Henry Drayton said it was not
merely a question of exempting the
Hydro-Electric, but also the munici-

pal Buterpriac all over the Dominion,
The Hydro-Electric was giving ser-
vice at cost, and not for profit,

In connection with the income tax
act, the minister of finance stated that
provisions had been made for taxing
incomes earned in Canada by nation-
als of other countries, notably of the
United States. The taxation of invest-
ments made by citizens of the United
Kingdom in Canada wus being investi-
gated by a moyal commission, Y

Objection was taken to the clause
préviding that persons shall send in
the amount of their tax with their
declaration of income, Jacques Bureau,
of Three Rivers, thought this provision
unfair. The government should be re-
sponsible bfor bill nthwiwf r-?

dJd. .A Roob (Chailcauguay-Hunting-
don)” drew attention to the fact that
80 carloads of sugar consigned to the
United States by g sugar refinery at
St. John's, Que., was held up at the
border because export licenses had not
been granteu.

Dominion Cdnvention Adopts
Report—Not Opposing Re-
moval of War Tax.

Vancouver, June 8.8, R. Parsons
discussing the report of the tarlf[
committee at this arternoon"s sgession,
declared that the manufacturers were
not pirates, nor were they robbers.
All they wanted was a national reve-
nue, and employment
workmen.

The tariff and commerclal ,intelli-
gence comimittees’ reports were read
and adopted, The report of the busi-
ness manager was also read at a pri-
vate session,

In moving the adoption of the tar-

iftf report, 8. R. Parsons, Montreal,
sald the document answered in detall

ufacturers and the tariff, It is not
true, as has been stated, he asserted,
that the war tax was imposed at the
instigation of the manufacturers, but
the manufacturers accepted it, as
they - always accepted, % as patriotic
citizens should.

Not Opposing War Tax Removed.

The charge that the manufacturers
were opposed to removal of the war
tax Is also untrue, he said. Some of
them had suffered a loss as a result
of that imposition. . It was a false
view that if the tariff was removed
commodities- would be cheaper. Reve-
nue has to be secured, he declared,
and, if not secured in the form of
duties, then it must come thru other
channels.

If, therefor ere is removal of cus-
toms duties, the farmers would have
little to pay, but he was sure this was
not what was wanted by the farmers,
but that they are willing to bear their
fair ‘share.
