For some tima after the Town-
shend expedition started out from the
Persian gulf it was steadily successs
ful. It pushed up the Tigris and BEus.
phrates uutll, in September of 1915,
it defeated the Turks decisively in an
encounter at Kut-El-Amara, which
later was to be the scene of the Bri-
tish surrender. Then the invader
pushed on to within a few miles
Bagdad, their. goal, v defeated tho
Turks at Ctesiphon, but later the
Turks, reinforced,. compelled them to
retire hastily to Kut-El-Amara,
Fierce Battle.

The battle at Ctesiphon was one of

the flercest of the many hard strug-

gles in which the ¢xpeditionary forces °

was engaged. The British _were said
to have been outnumbered six times
by the Ottoman troops. Four times
Gen., Townshend rallied his men and
led them in their charges, . Hardly
less desperate a venture was the re-
treat to Kut-El-Amara, which, ac-
complished ' under extraordinary dis-
advantages, was hailed in England as
a remarkable achievement,

Not only did Gen. Townshend ward
off the pursuing Turks, with com-
paratively small losses, but he suc~
ceeded’ in taking with him all his
wounded,

A few weeks after it beecame appar-
ent that the army at Kut-El-Amara
would be unable to nght its way out,
a relief expedition was despatched.
Thig foree encountered comparatively
Hitle opposition, in the early stages ot
the march up the river, but as (it
drew nearer Kut-el-Amara it was op~
posed by formidable bodies of Turks,
