— We are indebted to an in-
telligent correspundent for the following account of
very singnlar fish pond, which Lids fuir te Le a sonrce
of no small profit to the good folke in its immediute
neighbourhiood :— °

“ Thereis at Five Islands, in the township of Carrs.
borough, a pend, situated Letween two small Islands,
and ot considerable extent ; three of its sides are for-
med by a small cul de sac, penetrating the Lase of one
ot themn, and the other side hus evidently Leen thrown
up by the vivlence of the sea, so that an hour helore
low tide a perfect Basin. filled with water as clear s
srystal, remains.  Great numbers of tish of different
Kinds have been this seuson incarcerated in this dec
while they ave in quest of food, or depositing t
ovs, the tide retires and leaves them inclosed in the
poud in water aliout two feet deep. It is emrious to
observe the inhalitants repuiring to the spot ut low
water, with pitch'orks and other impleents of Lus-
taniry——they make a deudly clarge ujou the bewilder-
ed prisoners, and a great number are killed without
net, Look, or Lait, A few days ago 700 codfish were
tuken out of the pond ut one tide. und a hoy threw
aut of the water nearly a hnrrel of herrings with his
hunds ; and ulthough this kind of tiching might not al-
tord imusement to the scientific angler, nor furnish
