JOIN IN DEMAND
_FOR INDEMNITY

The common council yesterday after-
noon received a copy of a resolution
passed by the Calgary city council ask-
ing that Canada should demand $1,000,-
000,000 indemnity in view of the fact that
she had spent approximately this amount
on war purposes in addition to sending
500,000 men to fight. It pointed out that
Germany was well able to pay providing
her energies were directed in the right
direction. The amount of the indemnity,
it continued, would assist in the work of
reconstruction and re-establishment, and
it asked that one-half of the amount be
utilized to dévelop the western provinces.

The members of the council were in-
terested in the resolution, but there was
no discussion on it. It was suggsted
that it might be discussed later. 1t was
laid on the table for the time being.

The mayor presided and all the com-
missioners were present.

The- report of the committee of the
whole authorizing the calling for ten-
ders for material for the ferry service,
and agreeing to the application to the
minister of labor for a conciliation board
in connection with the police dispute,
was adopted. 5

,Commissioner Fisher suggested that in-
formation be sought as to what had
developed in the police strike in Toronto,
but the mayor suggested that the ‘whole
question should be left with the com-
missioner of public safety.

A communication was received from

the Great. War Veterans’ Association

, stating that a resolution had been passed

at ‘'a meeting of the body Monday night,
urging that the position of police chief
be given to a returned man who has
seen service in the field. It was referred
to Commissioner Thornton.

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AGANST THE “fLU"

The influenza situation does not appear
to be improving very rapidly in St. John: -
and vicinity. Senator Daniels, M. D,
acting chairman of the board of health,
after the monthly meeting yesterday af-
ternoon, stated that the feeling of the;
board is that it is just as necessary now
for the public to avoid contagion and
keep away from the source of infection\
as it was during the height of the first
outbreak. He pointed to the high death
rate due to influenza and pneumonia last

week. Last week’s rate was about as
high 'as. during the worst stages of the
epidemic.

The session of the board was largely
devoted to the consideration of financial
matters which will be referred to the
‘finance commission shortly.

The patients in the isolation hospital
and Parks Emergency Hospital are all
doing well. There are eleven cases of
influenza at the Parks hospital. - Three
of the patients are to be discharged to-
day.

There are four smallpox cases in.the
smallpox hospital. Two of the patients
there will be discharged today and one
the latter part of the week. The cases
at the hospital originated in Nova Scotia,
with one exception, which was traced to
the North Shore of this province.

The board has under consideration the
early closing of the:Parks Emergency
Hospital and it is hoped to effect this
before the end of the month.

The final meeling of the board to\
settle its affairs will probably be held
next week. On the 21st with the meet-‘
ing of the municipal council, the boa.rdi
will go out of existence as provided by
the new health law, and will give place
to the new district board. Under the
law the municipal council has the power
to elect three members and the provincial
government two. Under the law one uf
the five members. mdy be a woman.

Herbert E. Goold, acting forester for the
city, made reference to the loss in his
annual report to the commissioner of
public works.
