' For a second it seemed as if she would 
be ajjle to reach the curb in time, but 
unfortunately she was struck and 
knocked to the ground, and the front 
wheel passing over her tiny body 
crushed her to death. The rear wheel of 
the car did not pass over the child. Mrs. 
Johnston said she thought the automo­
bile was going at a moderate rate of 
speed.

In the automobile, besides Mr. Hatch, 
who was driving, were his wife and 
another Woman, and although Mr.

. Hatch, when he saw the little gill direct­
ly in his way, did everything possible 
to stop his car in time, unfortunately the 
weight and momentum of the touring

They are 
Miss Gladys Potts, representing the Brit­
ish Board of Agriculture, who had much 
to do with the placing of women war 
workers on the land in England ; Miss 
Girdler of the Women’s Service League, 
who helped to organize the women’s work 
in connection with tbè Royal Air Force, 
and Mr. Windham, representing the 
British Ministry of Labor. It is not the 
intention of these three representatives 
to do more than collect'information and 
consult with authorities and representa­
tives of employers in Canada on this 
visit There is at the present time a 
large body of women enrolled for ser­
vice in Great Britain and trained in all 
classes of work through war experience 
and these women will not be disbanded 
until next year, when it is hoped that 
shipping facilities will permit somp 
of them to emigrate to Canada, should 
it be found that Canada has need of 
them and is anxious to receive them.

Miss Potts and her colleagues expect 
to spend four months in Canada and 
have come with frankly open minds 
ready to study the situation as they find 
it and to do what will best please the 
people of Canada. They consider that 
the women workers of England are most 
excellent material for Canadian needs 
having received their training in no very 
easy school.

Ht Escaped Asylum in 1915—Defied Po­
lice and Posse — Once Threatened 
Life of Wilson, When Governor

Richard von Krebs, who in 1914 shot 
and killed Henry Rheil and his- wife at 
New Brunswick, N. J., and who later 
was adjudged criminally insane, was ar­
rested last night while visiting at 337 
West Forty-third street, as a fugitive 
from justice In the state of New Jersey. 
Kfebs, who is said once, to have been a 
biitier in the household of the father of 
the late Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, has 
been at liberty since Feb. 8, 1918, when 
he escaped from an insane asylum in 
New Jersey.

Detective Myers, who found him last 
night seated in a front room at the For­
ty-third street address, learned that 
Krebs was now butler for a prominent 
family living in Fifty-fifth street near 
Fifth avenue. He would not give the 
name of his employer. Further question­
ing at police headquarters, where Krebs 

locked up pending extradition, 
brought no further information concern­
ing his activities since 1915. A11 the 
butler would say was that he intended 
to fight for his liberty.

“You can lock me up now,” he told 
Detective Myers, “but I will promise you 
that I will carry this case to the supreme 
court.” i v

It was learned last night that Krebs 
had been employed by many prominent 
families In ,New York ci(y ifp to 1908, 
and fro* that time until the murder of 
the New Brunswick farmer and his wife 
he had been a collector of art objects. 
Krebs is of splendid physique and a 
crack shot with a rifle or revolver. He 
is a,former German army officer, and 
in 1914 asserted that the German gov­
ernment supported him.

It could not be learned definitely from 
the police last night whether or not 
Krebs had been adjudged insane before 
the alleged murder of Mr. and Mrs. 
Rheil or whether this came later, after 
he had been captured and lodged in 
the asylum at Trenton following his 
capture in 1915 by the same detective 
who took him into custody last night.

It was Krebs, said Detective Myers 
last night, who threatened the life of 
President Wilson when he was governor 
of New Jersey and the alleged lunatic 
is also said to have threatened the lives 
of other prominent men both here and 
in New Jersey. Von Krebs waylaid 
President Wilson, then governor, as he 
left the opera house here on the night 
of Oct. IX, 1911. and attacked Circuit 
Court Judge Frank W. Lloyd on Oct. 
30, 1912. Each time the police took 
him in charge but he behaved so well 
while the police were watching that it 

believed his mental ailment had 
been cured, and lie was not confined.

Kreb’s mania in 1914, which resulted 
in his sending threatening letters to 
prominent persons, was said to have 
grown out of his belief that these promi­
nent persons had opposed him in many 
legal entanglements in which his hatred 
for the law was involved. At the time 
of the murder of the Phiel family Krebs 
h»d temporarily retired as the,proprie-
