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When Fred W. Atherton, former purser i 
on the S. S. Empress of Britain, was 
brought before Judge Jonah for trial 
under the Speedy Trials Act this morning, 
he pleaded guilty to the charge of fraudu­
lently converting to his own use traveling 
checks and other negotiable instruments, 
the property of the C. P. R. and Dominion 
Express Company, and pleaded not guilty 
to a second count in the indictment, charg­
ing him with forgery. He was immediately 
sentenced to serve two years in Dorchester 
penitentiary on the charge to which he 
pleaded guilty, while prosecution on the 
other charge was discontinued.

The case involved a large amount of 
money, and while the indictment sert out 
only several specific misappropriations, it 
is said the total amount was in the vicin­
ity of between $15,000 and $20,000. Record­
er Baxter, K. C., appeared for the prisoner 
and Fred R. Taylor, acting for the attorn­
ey-general, prosecuted.
Circuit Court

The June sittings of the circuit court 
opened this morning, Mr. Justice White 
presiding. The only criminal business was 
the case of the King vs. Joseph Nealy, 
who was charged with indecent assault 
on Hilda May Craft, a Fairville girl of 
about ten years of age, and also a common 
assault on the same complainant. The 
grand jury returned no bill on the former 
count and a true bill on the latter The 
trial was set for three o'clock this after­
noon. A. A. Wilson, K. C., will represent 
the attorney-general, and Recorder Baxter, 
K. C., and J. King Kelley, K. C., will 
appear for the defence.

In charging the grand jury His Honor 
took occasion to comment upon jury at­
tendance. Only seventeen grand jurors 
were present, and Hie Honor remarked 
that a day would come when a serious 
case which should come for trial would 
be thrown out by the grand jury. He had 
known such to happen once in hie ex­
perience. It was unreasonable that some 
persons should be inconvenienced by at­
tending court while others, who ignored 
the process of the court, were fined only 
a paltry sum and even then for some 
reason it was not collected.

Baltimore, June 2^-floon after the Dem­

ocratic national convention meets, Wil­
liam Jennings Bryan will be able to test 
his power as a controlling factor in that 
body. As in Chicago list week, the open- 
ing-fight is expected to come on the selec­
tion of a temporary chairman. Former 
Judge Alton B. Parker, of New York, is 
the choice of the national committee in 
the face of Mr. Bryan * opposition to him 
as the alleged agent of "predatory inter­
ests.”

Mr. Bryan, as the champion of progres- 
sivism, expects to carry the battle to the 
floor of the convention. If necessary to 
accomplish his end, he will become a can­
didate for the chairmanship himself.

The Parker forces will enter the fight 
feeling certain that from 850 to 700 dele­
gates are favorable to the judge. On this 
question ’ only 5*7 votes, a majority, are 
necessary to a choice. Supporters of Mr. 
Bryan say, on the other hand, that a poll 
of the delegates has shown that the re­
quired majority are with him as against 
Judge Parker.

(Canadian Frees)
Santa Fe., N. M., June 25—There will1 

be no interference with the Johnson- 
Flynn battle for the world's heavyweight 
championship at Las Vegas on July 4, 
by Governor McDonald, provided the 
cotmty and city authorities "enforce 
strictly the state laws" for . suppression 
of public gambling. This was made plain 
in an official statement issued by Gover­
nor McDonald today.

But should the civil authorities fail to 
enforce the laws, the governor declares 
that "all the power that possibly can be 
brought into use will be directed to de­
stroy the evil and vice attendant 
the gathering.”

MERCHANT SUICIDES

Ethel 
Griefman, a 13-year-old girl, who wassay­
ing on the concrete walk, was the only 
one to hear the shot.

BY LEY MUSIC 

OF MARCHING 74TH
ARE DESTROYED Soldiers Pouring Into Camp Sussex Grand Prix Automobile Contest 

Today—Total Net as Large as Started in France at Dawn — 
First Thought V Forty Seven Entries

Boehmr Brothers* Plant Is 
Burned With Loss Of 

$60,000
Dieppe, France, June 25—The start of 

the French automobile Grand Prix race, 
which had not been competed for since 
1908, was marred by an accident this 
morning. Collinet, who was piloting a 
Grégoire machine, when trying to pass an­
other competitor on the course, shot up 
into the air and capsized. His mechani­
cian Bessagnana wae instantly killed and 
Collinet himself seriously injured.

Forty-seven automobiles started in the 
race at dawn, being dispatched at inter­
vals of a minute. The course is a triangu­
lar one of seventy-seven kilometres (about 
forty-six miles), of which the corners are 
at the towns of Londonierres and Dieppe. 
The competitors must cover the course 
twenty times, completing ten laps today 
and ten tomorrow. The total distance is 
1,740 kilometres (about 907 miles, 3 fur­
longs).

The course is guarded by more than 2,000 
soldiers, who are stationed! at intervals to 
prevent the public trespassing and run­
ning into danger. The countries repre­
sented are: England, France, Germany, 
Italy and Belgium.

Sussex, N. B., June 26—(Special) — 
Every incoming train today Drought a 
large number of soldiers. The first to ar­
rive awoke the camp from slumber at 
half-past five. They were the 76th, and 
they marched to their lines with band 
playing a spirited air. By nightfall there 
will be thousands of men under canvas. 
It is expected that the total enrollment 
will not reach the mark first estimated. 
It was at first said the numbers bivouaced 
would reach 3,500, but it is now thought 
that the complete camping strength will 
be between 2,800 and 3,000.

Paaadena, Cal., June 25—The largest 

sun spot which has been detected within 
a year, a cool patch on the sun’s surface, 
10,000 miles in diameter, though its mark 
on the seventeenth inch image at the 
Mount Wilson observatory, measures but 
a fifth of an inch across, is now undeV ob­
servation at the Carnegie Observatory and 
has been photographed several times since 
its appearance on last Tuesday,

The area of the sun spot is approximate­
ly 78,540,000 square miles, a' surface near­
ly ten times the size of North America, 
and in which twenty-five countries of the 
size of the United States might be placed, 
with plenty of margin around the edges. 
Professor Ferdinand Ellerman has headed 
the work of photographically capturing the 
spot, which is now moving westward.

‘lAs far as we know,” said Professor 
W. 8. Aciarae. assistant to Professor Geo. 
E. Hale, head of the local Carnegie as­
tronomical institution, today, “these epots 
are cooler than the other parts of the 
sun’s surface. ,

"The question of whether the sun is 
growing hotter or cooler and the effect 
the cooling of the body would have upon 
the earth is still debatable. It would 
take us thousands of years to ascertain 
whether or not the sun is becoming 
cooler.”

Kenneth Lee, English Fanner in 
Nova Scotia, Dies of His In­
juriesCHOOSES NEW BRUNSWICKown

(Special to Times.)Oxford Doctor Inspects Dominion

Halifax, N. S.r June 26—Kenneth Lee, 
who was accidentally shot while protect­
ing himself from assault by three men 
named Graves at his home in Port Wil­
liams yesterday, died in the infirmary here 
this morning. Owing to his weak condi­
tion no ante-mortem statement was taken. 
The Graves are under arrest.

Lee was an English gentleman farmer 
and had been in this country eleven years. 
He was a fine type of Englishman.

The Graves had been drinking. They 
went to Mr. Lee’s home and demanded to 
see a servant working there.

Upon being told that the girl was not at 
home the men attempted violence. Lee 
threatened to use his gun unless they left. 
This they refused to do, and Lee reap­
peared with a gun, hoping to scare off the 
rowdies. One of them made at him, and 
in self-defence Lee struck at his assailant 
with the butt of his gun breaking it off 
and thus discharging the full charge of 
buckshot into his own thigh. The ruffians 
then set upon the wounded man, kicking 
him about the body and inflicting further 
serious injuries. Neighbors came to the
