Pre-
liminary arrangemerits  have already
been“made which include the purchase
of ‘'a suitable site on the west side of
Howe street, between Dunsmuir and
Georgia streets, at a price of $35,000,
and it is the irntention of the British
Columbia auxiliary to erect.a modern
office. building of  several stories, re-
servmg thie. ground ‘floor. for Bible re-
pository, board and stock room. With-
in a few days over $4,000 has been sub-
scribed .without special solicitation.
Since the- appointment of J. Knox
Wright as provincia] secretary of the
Canadian. Bible Sodiety, which is a
subsidiary organization to the parent
body in ‘Great Britain, the work in this
city and-district has been pushed ahead
with vigor. Colporteurs have beén dis-
tributing Bibles throughout the prov-
ince, both . in English and foreign lan-
guages.
