UNEMPLOYED CRUX
~ IN ISLAND CITY

Settlement Said to Have Been
Effected by Provincial
Government,

Nanaimo, March 18— ‘A decision as
to the basis upon which the unemploy-
ed at Nanaimo will be given work has
been arrived at by Hon. F. J. Fulton,
chief commissioner of lands' ~ and
works, it is understocd. William Man-
son, formerly of Nanaimo, has recent-
ly reporied upon conditions there, and
‘he present decision has no doubt been
inspired by his report.

The work undertaken is.of a special
nature and would not have been un-
dertaken for the present but for the
purpose of relieving the unemployed.
The question has as a consequence to
be dealt with as a relief work, and, up-
on that ground, statements in the form
of statutory declarations were taken
froru the men, and a specified ‘number
of days’ work has been apportioned to
each man according to his need and
taking into consideration the family
or relatives dependent upon him, as
well as the other features as disclosed
by his statement.

Instructions have been forwarded to
B. Marshall Bray, government agent at
Nanaimo, in detail, showing the num-
ber of days' work to be given to each
man. The men' who had been work-
ing on the cemetery site, who struck,
were allowed to continue work this
morning on the basis settled upon. The
maximum number of days allowed is
25, which will conclude the work in
one month. A large number of men
working at Oyster district refused to
give'any statement or make declara-
tions as to their circumstances. On
this account they cannot be continued
on the work afier Saturday of this
week, owing to the fact .that it is im-
possible to tell, comparatively -speak-
ing, how much work these men should
be given and what their needs are.
Those now on the pay list there will
be allowed to make declarations, yet
should they desire to do so, and in the
event of their doing so, they will be
considered on the same basis asg those
who made statements in the first
place,

WILL BE A BIG FRUIT -
PRODUCING SECTION

Possibilities_ -~ of = Untouched
Acreage in Neighborhood -
of Grand Forks.

Grand Forks, March 17.—Some valu-
able information has just.béen gathered
from a local authority on fruit lands,
respecting the probable acréage of good
orchard lands on the north fork of Ket-
tle river, between Grand Forks and
Franklin camp, exclusive of the Kettle
valley proper; lying south, west and
east of Grand Forks.

It is stated that on the North Fork
river from Grand Forks to Bannock
City, a distance of some thirteen miles,
there are at least 5,000 acres of orchard
lands lying in fertile valleys and on low
bench lands. From- Bannock City to
Lynch creek, a distance of six miles,
fully 2,000 acres of good fruit lands can
be found, while from Lynch creek to
‘the forks of the river, a distance of ten
miles, no less than 3,000 acres of virgin
soil is just waiting for the fruit grower,
and then from the forks of the river to
Franklin camp, a distance of some: 16
miles, there are fully 10,000 acres of land
ideal for the growing of fruit trees,
making in all at least 20,000 acres of
orchard land lying between Grand
Forks and Franklin camp.

This large acreage of land, allowing
the regulation number of seventy trees
to the acre, can grow 1,400,000 fruit trees
which, when eight years of age, should
produce $10 worth of fruit per tree each
year, which would amount to an enor-
mous sum of money.

Most of these lands above described
are in fertile valleys and on.low bench
lands. These bench lands alone might
need irrigation, while the valley lands
have sufficient sub-irrigation for all
practical purposes. It is also stated
that this season seyeral thousand acres
of these lands will be cleared of timber
and put in shape to plant in trees, so
that it can readily be seen that the
North Fork of Kettle river will in the
near future be one of the largest fruit
producing sections tributary to Grand
Forks.

“You cannot paint the rose,” said a
Portland, Ore., business man at the
Empress yesterday, when asked for
§ome suggestions towards the improve-
ment of the city. The speaker was one
of a party of four who are touring the
Sound. Victoria is the last city they
have seen in their travels, and having
visited Seatle, Portland, Tacoma and
Vancouver, in addition to Los Angeles.
the speaker of the party who said he
voiced the general opinion of them all,
declared that Victoria was undoubtedly
the most beautiful of them all. ;

“T think,” said the interviewed, “that
Victoria holds a distinctive place on
the west coast, and can hold its own in
the way of beauty, while for the out-
skirts of the city I do not hesitate to
say that <Victoria is unequalled. I
spent this morning out at Oak Bay and
there is nothing finer than the view to
be obtained from there. The magnifi-
cence of the scenery surprised me. I
saw the splendid snow-capped moun-
taing in the distance and the beautiful
undulating greensward of the golf links,
perfect in their naturalness and the
whole scene one of such splendid har-
mony and so satisfying and restful.
Victoria is the place to come for a rest.
Yes, sir, indeed it is.

“As to the improvements you can
make, well, as I said before, you can-
not paint the rose, and I don’t want
my name to go down as having made
suggestions, after making that state-
ment, but I will say that I notice one
improvement that can be effected with-
out interfering with nature, which here
simply needs leaving ‘alone, and that
is, why not continue the sea-wgll
around your little bay out there. 2

“If that were done and the roadway
laid the whole could be turned into a
handsome boulevard, that couldn’t find
an equal on the west coast.

ECHO OF COWICHAN
RIVER TRAGEDY

Body of R. L. Medway Discov-
ered Near Sahtlam—No
Relatives Traced.

(Special Correspondence.)

Duncan, “March 18.—The body of R.
L. Medway, who lost his life while
driving logs in the Cowichan River
last January, was recovered to-day
near’ Sahtlam.

The deceased was a young English-
man, who had been an engineer and

logging was quite new to him. Nene
of his family has been found, although
the police. of Vancouver and Winnipeg
have tried to find them. Almost the
only means of tracing relatives was
one post card among  his belongings
and the post mark that was blurred.

The body is to be brought to Duncan
by canoe and will be interred to-mor-
row In St. Peters’ churchyard. The
Rlev.
