‘Every Sea-Going Warship Ordered to
Prepare—Bussia May Assist
France.

London, Oct. 22.—The British admir-
alty has ordered every sea-going war-
ship to have its crew up to full comple-
ment, as ordered in the case of mobili-
zation. This move on the part of the
admiralty can only have one meaning—
Britain is preparing for a struggle with
Irance; perhaps. with France and Rus-
sia. . The latter power has been acting
suspiciously of late, 'and recent des-
patches from St. Petersburg would in-
dicate that there may be: something im
the  rumors that Russia will back
France against Great Britain in the dis-
pute over the territory in the Upper
Nile.

The order of the British admiralty
practically means the complete -telling
off prospectively of every ship’s com-
pany in detail.
