oppositionist. We can imagine circum­
stances which, in a general election, 
would justify candidates in offering as 
independents—which was, practically the 
position of Northumberland’s four suc­
cessful men in the last Assembly election 
—but when a house is already elected, 
parties in it well defined and the govern­
ment has a good majority which is in­
creasing every session, none but amateur 
politicians would think of such a thing as 
an “independent” representative: All 
representatives who are worthy of the 
name are independent, but every prac­
tical man must choose which side of the 
house he will support, and any man who 
does not know enough to decide the 
question in an election like that pending 
in Kent is unfit to send to Fredericton.

As to Mr. Gogain,every wa'chful elector 
of Kent beVeves that he ia not an inde* 
pendent. That being so they realize that 
he is sailing under false colors. They 
know that although he is pledged to 
Messrs. Hanington, Stockton, Alwatd 
Powell and other leading opposition men, 
he poses as an independent in some quar­
ters, with the deliberate intention of 
securing the votes of government sup­
porters under false pretences. There is 
ntanliness in a candidate avowing his 
convictions, even if they are wrong, but 
honest men ought to be suspicious of the 
politician who hisu’t backbone enough,to 
come out squarely and say what he 
means, carrying his colors in tho broad 
light of day, whatever they may be. The 
Telegraph had a reference, on Monday, 
to the Kent election in wliich it con­
trasted the manly position of Mr. Legere 
with that of Mr. Gogain- It said:—

“The campaign in Kent County for the 
vacant seat appears to be conducted with 
energy and vigor on both sides. The attor­
ney general is addressing large meetings id 
behalf of the government candidate, and has 
had a most cordial reception, as we learn 
from our correspondents wherever he has 
spoken. His meeting at Buctouche seems to 
have been almost an ovation. On the other 
hand, Mr. Gogain’s candidacy is being 
warmly esponsed by the opposition, who 
have all their guns, great and small, in the 
field against the leader of the government.
Messrs. Hanington, Rowell, Melauson,
Stockton, Alwaidand McKeown have been 
laboiingraost industriously to convince the. 
electors that the government is unworthy of 
support, but, with either singular inc >ncis- 
tency or cowardice, perhaps both, they have 
not put any avowed opposition candidate in 
the field. Mr. Legere and his friends are at 
this disadvantage with Mr. Gogain, that 
Mr. Gogain is, he persistently alleges, anf 
independent. While Messrs. Hanington 
Company talk opposition, Mr. Gogain him­
self docs not, and his canvassers insist that 
he will not oppose the government if elected

'‘The fact that the opposition has not 
ventured to bring out a man in opposition is 
significant in view of the late opposition 
boasting we have heard, as to the state of 
feeling in the county. It is Slid there is 
a private understanding between Mr. Gogain 
and the opposition that he will, if elected, 
vote with them. We are nothin a position 
to either affirm or deny this rumor, but we 
know that if it be true the opposition must 
have been convinced they stood no chance 
of electing their man if ho announced him­
self in their interest. We hope to hear that 
at the nomination to m >rrow lie comes out 
squarely, so that theie may Ьз no attempt to 
steal a seat by false pretences.”

The electors ot' Kent arc less intelligent 
than we believe them to be if it shall turn 
out that they are permitting Mr. Gogain 
to hoodwink them with his^pretence of 
independence.

Our Kent County correspondent writes 
as follows:—The Attorney General’s 
meetings at Cocagne, Buctouche and 
Kingston, on Wednesday, Thursday and I 
Friday of last week, were the three larg­
est and most successful meetings of the 
campaign.

The Cocagne meeting held in the centre 
of tho large Parish of Dundas, added,in 
large measure, to Legere’s rolling up a 
big majority. Mr. Hanington and Mr..
Phinney had been there. The apprecia­
tive elector drew a comparison between 
the style and matter of those ranters and 
the argumentative manner which always 
marks Mr. Blair’s utterances, with the 
result that many of the most prominent 
and pronounced of Gogain’s supporters 
publicly signed Legere’s nomination.
Gogain’s boasted majority in Dundas will 
not materialize on tho loth. Watch the 
returns and verify this forecast.

The meeting at Buctouche was more 
like an ovation to Mr. Blair than an as­
semblage to hear politics discussed. À 
hall crowded to the doors and hundreds 
outside unanimous in their cheers and 
applause for the men whom Messrs.
Stevens and Stockton have maligned ancl 
traduced, called forth the best powers of 
the leader of the Government. Well­
ington, with its 800 votes, will give 
Leger an overwhelming majority.

At Kingston, where parties are about 
evenly divided Mr. Blair held a mag­
nificent meeting. James Jardine, Esq., 
of the firm of J. & T. Jardine, occupied 
the Chair and introduced the premier 
In a neat speech. Mr. Blair spoke for 
three hours, answering the various 
charges which the group of opposition 
speakers had made in the back district 
school houses against him. The white­
wash act ! said he, why Powell himself 
drew the fearful clause which offended 
the canting hypocrisy of Messrs. Stev­
ens and Phinney. Sir John Thompson 
has lately introduced an act on similar 
tines, and the Times, “with bated breath 
and whispered humbleness” meekly says, 
amen ! The Pharisees of the opposition, 
who stand to pray, and thank God they 
are not as other men, arc dumb in the 
presence of the federal statute. •

The Crockett dismissal was fully justi­
fied—people declared that Dr. Crockett 
was displaced because he was a Presby­
terian and Dr. Inch appointed because 
he was a Methodist. It served to recall 
the fact that when Mr. Lugrin’s services 
as Secretary for Agriculture were dis­
continued ami Julius Inches named in 
his stead, the statement was made that 
Mr. Lugrin was deposed because ho was 
a Methodist and Mr. Inches ap|>ointed 
because he was a Presbyterian. Such 
mean and petty attempts to arouse de­
nominational prejudices were beneath 
contempt and served but to fittingly 
illustrate the breadth of vision of the 
loyal opposition.

The financial criticism of * the phi­
losophical Stockton and the metaphsyical 
Powell, were briefly and completely dis­
posed of. James Douglas Phinney’s 
record was then minutely analysed.
His many flops and flounders were 
exhibited again for the amusement of the 
audience, who evidently had not before 
fully appreciated the wonderful political 
contortionist they possess in their re­
presentative. His card of 1890 was simp­
ly torn to tatters—the card in which he ap­
pealed for the support of Kent's lumber­
men as an advocate of stumpage 
reduction, and pledged himself always to 
put his county before his party. Was he 
true to his pledge and true to his county 
when he opposed the subsequent reduc­
tion ? Was he true to Kent when Mc­
Leod’s telegram made him play “blind

and held up the It ader of the opposition to 
great ridicule, comparing him to the man 
who had stole Smith’s pig and when chal­
lenged as to why he had done so he said 
“Well I have nothing against Smith, but I 
like his pig.” Hanuington was in the same 
position.

The meeting was a grand success for Blair. 
Premier Blair was afterwards banquetted 

at tho Bay View House, and it was daylight 
in the tnori.ing wheu the greatest political 
gathering ever known in Kent broke up.

Sir Hector Langevin’a resignation 

bas been finally accepted and his career 
as a minister thus ends. That is in 
accord with public sentiment and is a 
good beginning. The people of the 
country expect much more of the same 
kind of thing to be. done. Meantime, 
judgment on the government’s good 
faith and good intentions, as well as 
comment on passing events, are sus­
pended by fair-minded men and fair- 
minded newspapers, in the hope that 
justice will be done and the executive 
axe fall wherever guilt is proved. The 
dominant party at Ottawa is face to 
face with heroic work, and Spartan 
coürage is required for its performance. 
If the courage is wanting and the work 
is not done the guilty ones will dràg 
their innocent but morally helpless as­
sociates under with them.

Tho Fredericton Farmer says:—The 
electors of Kent County on the 15th inst. 
will have an opportunity <>f expressing 
their appreciation of tho Local Govern­
ment’s policy of the fturn page reduction 
for which that constituency, m common 
with others of the North Shoro and so 
long, strenuously sought. Ifc is scarcely 
reasonable to suppose that Kent will 
persuade herself that her best policy no.v 
is to send another opposition representa­
tive to the Assembly. The Government 
are strongly entrenched in power for the 
next three years at least, and Kent al­
ready having one Opposition member in, 
Mr. Phinney, coull m t do better than 
send Mr. Legere to Fredericton on the 
15th inst.

Nobody blames him for 
that, but ceitainly ho ought to hesitate 
before introducing into his county the 
Si. John religious fire brands. What 
presumption, indeed, for Messrs. Mc­
Keown' Stockton and Alward to think of 
stumping the county. Their presence in 
the county is an insult to a large majority 
of the electors. Everybody knows how 
they got in their scats the last election. 
They rode the Protestant horse, and now 
they dismount and leave tho animal to 
browse while they seek to persuade the 
electors oE Kent that Blair ought to be 
kicked out. However, these gentlemen 
won’t do much harm. They came up to 
York in droves last October rfnd the

Long 
before the hour for the meeting tc open had 
arrived the streets were thronged with people 
and eyen the small boys on tho sidewalks 
shouted “hurrah for Blair and Legere.” The 
hotels were crowded with étrangers and the 
sidewalks blocked with teams from the 
country. The temperance hall was packed 
and when Hon. A. G. Blair accompanied by 
Hon. C. If.
