A serious, and it is feured in one instante,
fatal case of asphyxiation, occurred yester-
dey morning in the Richeliea Hotel. Chief
Joseph Julian of the Micmac tribe,
Kinnecoutin, Northumberland County, New
Brunswick, arrived in the city on Sunday
night, accompanied by bis brother, C,
Joseph Julian. They bore letters of intro-
duction from the Premier of New Bruns-
wick to the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, Premier
of the Dominion, and were bonnd with them
for the Capital. They stayed over in Mon-
treal that night and took a room at the
Richelien. The brother, who is the elder
of the two, retired to bed early leaving the
gas barning, but the chief did not join him
antil later. Before retiring to rest the
chief blew out the gas and sought his couch,

At ten minates past ten yesterday moro-
ing one of the chamber maids in making the
rounds of the corridors perceived a horrible
smell of gas coming from the room occupied
by the Micmacs. She notified the office,
and on the door being forced open both men
were found lying insensible, the chief on the
floor partially under the bed and the brother
on the bed. The escape of gas was very
strong, anid the windows of the room had to
be broken to enable the relief party to re-
main ia the place. Dr. Cormier was at once
sent for, and is still in attendsnce on the
two men, The chief is out of danger,
although feeling far from well, but bis
brother is still anconscious, and on acecount
of his advanced age it is not thought likely
that he will recover.

John street, 500 ft. and Church street 350 ft.

Bills in connection with work on streets
were passed as read.

A pumber of bills in connection with the
Fire Department were also passed, iocladiug
Mr. Ruaddock’s bill for repairing the
Amoskeag engine. $250.

Ald. Nicol said the town clock in the
Methodist church tower was now giving
very good satisfaction, and as a great many
of the citizens were benefitted by it he
thought it only fair that the town shonld
pay for the repairing and kesping of it in
running order. There is now a regular
attendant who does the work for $10 a year.

All., Watt was in favor of paying the cost
since the Town became incorporated. The
clock was doing good service now aod would
be much better if made to strike. He
moved : that the town pay 810 a year for
keeping the town clock in Methodist church
in repair from May 1896, providing the
attendant makes it etrike the hours.
Carried.

Ald, Nicol moved, seconded by Ald,
Watt, that any person or firm having a
claim againet the Town for material supplied
or labor performed, which claim was due
and unpaid on or before the 5th day of June,
inst., being the last day on which the dis-
count on taxes is "allowed this year, may
receive the benetit of said discount, pro-
vided the amount of such taxes iz paid on or
before the same day on which the Town
pays said claim. Carried.

A petition was read by Ald. Maher from
the residents oz Cuoard street, requesting
the Town Council to have the road com-
missioner repair the sewer on that street. _

Ald. Watt thought the Pablic Works
Committee shuuld interest themselves and
make it their business to go over the road
and have the holes and gutters filled up on
Water Street and have all the rubbish re-
moved.

The Mayor eaid it was almost impossible
to trov & horse on Water street and he
hoped something would be dong before
C tion Day. Another thing that
could be easily done “and thus save the
streets from being cut up would be to] have
the teamas hauling wood turn the first
corner and use the back streets.

Ald. Murdock approved of this idea.
but
there was inconvenience caused by the
teamsters using the sidewalks while reining
their horses in the gentre of the street.

Ald, MclIn osh thought if the matter was
suggested to 1he employers this inconven-
ience would not continue. :

The upper end of Water Strcet needed
repairing and Ald. Watt said he would
give the commissioner sufficient ballast o
have this section filled ia.

By-laws relating to the ferry, the Town
Marshall and Town Treasarer were passed.

Ald. Nicvl moved that the bye.law relat.
ing to the local Board of Health be rescinded
as they could act acd be guided by the
Provincial Act.

Ald. Maher asked if citizens in the outer
districts could not be given police protec-
tion.

Ald. Coleman said, now that the new
policeman was on duty, they would bave
rules made requiring the police to do duty
in the different sections of the Town.

Ald, Watt said instructions wers given to
the policemen to arrest any pedlar selliog
goods without a license in fature.

Ald. Nicol said there was a difference of
opinion on the subject of selling beer on
Sunday. Beer that did oot intoxicate was
allowed under the Scutt Act, and a section
should be made in the bye-law defining these
beers., and he gave notice of a motion for
next meeting dealing with thie section.
