LUMBER
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WAR IS ENDED

Alan Hammond Tells of Soms of the Difficulties Which
Have Been uve_rcomo

VAN BL’ﬁEN, April 16.—In an inter-
view with A. E, Hammond, of Van
Buren, some littie difficultiés in connec~
tion with the history of the Ilumber
business on the upper St. John river
were discussed, and some misunder-
standings cleared away. g

Prior to the construction of the B. &
A. all the lggs cut.in Northern Maine
in the basin of the St. John river, were
“driven’” to the city of 8t. John for
manufacture. Under the “Pike” law,
all the product of logs cut in Maine on
the St. John and its tributaries, and
manufactured in New Brunswick, was
and still is, admitted to the United
States duty free, This, of course, was
and still is, of great advantage to the
lumber interests of the city of St. John,
and naturally, perhaps, they resented
the infringment of their.long monopoly
due to the building of the B. & A. For
shen the B. & A. reached Van Buren,
giving direct access to the markets ot
the world for manufactured lumber,
mills were built- at Van Buren,

In the early years of the operations
on the Upner St. John each operator
drove his own logs-to the booms at
Fredericton, where they were rafted
and towed to'St. John.. It was soon
seen that it was a vast waste of energy,

.| to have as many driving crews as there
“$vere operators. The operators got to-

gether and formed the St. John River
Log Driving Co., which under one man-
agement drove all logs from Grand
Falls down. Later the Madawaska Log
Driving Co was formed, to take care of
all logs from the mouth of the Allegash
to Grand Falls, Bach operator pays the
driving companijes tolls at a rate per
thousand feet, the same for all, so that
#&n' approximation to exact justice is
done with a great saving to everybody
concerned.

Here is wheére ‘the veteran rivermamn;
Levi W. Pond, appears on the scene.
From the formation of the Madawaska
Log Driving Co., Mr. Pond has had the
eontract and full control. He has had
it so long that when it was auggeatefl to
rim that perhaps some other parties

4 might have rights, he promptly declared

that he owned the St. John river. He
probably knew this to be a slight exag-
geration. '

To Levi W. Pond belongs the honor

of inventing the sheet boom, a device
which uses the river current itself as
the power which holds a boom diago-
nally across the river at any angle de-
sired, thus keeping logs from grounding
at bad places.
floating logs into booms, or to turn
them into the current as may be de-
sired. The driving companies appreci-
ated its great adyantages an‘d‘ Mr.
Pond has reaped his reéward in cash.
He is sorry:tht the patent has expired,
it was such a good thing. But the Pond
sheer boom is all right yet.

When the “charters of the driving
companies were framed, no one dream-
ed of a railroad to reach the St. John
in northern Aroostook, and no one
thought' of .safeguarding the rights of
possible lumber manufacturers in that
region. The building of the mills at
Van Buren, made possible by the B. &
A., caused a seeming conflict of inter-
ests. The St. John interests complain-
ed that their logs were held baek for
a week or a fortnight, by making

them pass through the sorting gap.

This was done by the St. John Lumber
Company at Van Buren. (The St. John
Lumber Co. operates the large mills at
Van Buren—the largest in the state—
and has' nothing to do with the City
of St. John in New Brunswick.) In
;pa.ssing the gap the logs going down
.river are pushed a little to the left
‘where a poom guides them into 'the
down-river current. The logs for Van
Buren-are similarly guided to the right
and held in stoorage booms,

It is true that the St. John Lumber
Co. had something to learn in the
handling of the logs at the ‘sorting
gap. A mighty river like the St. John,
which shows in spring a raging tor-
rént for a steady current 33 feet in
vertical height above its low ater
mark, cannot be harnessed and con
trolled at the first attempt. But in-
telligent effort has overcome the the
difficulties and even the bursting of an
upriver jam would hardly make a
noticeable délay at the sorting gap
now. The delay complained of ‘two
vears ago was due to this cause, but
it was handled with such promptitude
that it was not possible for the com-
plainants to formulate a claim for
any loss sustained.

It may be remarked that the fuss at
Van Buren in which Mr. Pond figured
year before last was largely a news-
paper controversy. The  Van Buren
Lumber . Company gets. some of its
lumber dut' 6f Grand River in New
Brunswick opposite Van Buren. To
get the logs over to the Maine side of
the river, a boom similar to the one
invented by Pond is used.

At the mouth of the Grand River
Van Buren Lumber Company stands
ready, has always stood ready, to sink
or set aside the boom for Mr, Pond's
tow-boat passage. Two years ago this
spring Mr. Pond cut this boom. There
was a good deal of talk, and gross ex-
aggeration and misrepresenttion ap-
peared in the New Brunswick news-
paper reports. There was no trouble
before this. There has been no trouble
since, and Mr. Pond has solemnly pro-
mised that there /will be none in the
future. /

The goegraphy of the upper st.
John seems to be a great puzzle to

| the dwellers in the metropolis of New

Brunswick. To them everything

| above Grand Falls is Van Buren. Logs

from the city of St. John have been
repeatedly held up at Seven Islands.
over 100 miles above Van Buren. This
trouble, as reported in the St. John
papers, is always located at Van Bur-
en. At Claire, oppogite Fort Kent, 45
miles above Van Buren, there is a lit-
tle privately-owned foot-bridge with
one pier midstream. Mr. Pond made
some complaint about his pler, but his
complaint when it got into the papers,
located the troublesome pier at Van
Buren.

There was some foundation
for the complaint, but the funny thing
about it is that the St. John newspa-
pers located this international trouble
at Van Buren as usual.

As an earnest and pleége of amicable

the lumber indusiry, the .following are
noted: A meeting was held at Augusta
some time ago, to which were invited
representatives of the lumber business
at St. John, N B., representatives from

the uppéer St. John and representatives
of the owners of timber lands. At first, |

when the parties met as appointed, it
appeared as, if some viewed the meeting
as the opening of a conflict. But, be-
fore long; it was made plain, even to
those, that there was no chance for con-
flict, Previous difference of opinion was
due to misunderstanding. Arrange-
ments were made for the formation of
a company to conserve the water sup-
ply of the uppper;St. John, so as to in-
sure driving and a regular supply of
lumber for the city of St. John ag well
as—well, Van Buren,

It has been no uncemmon thing for
logs cut in northernm Maine to be two
years in Teaching 8t. John. That means
heavy loss. For the future this will be
avolded. That is what true cooperation
does.

Some four years ago a project was
advanced to dam the St. John river at
the Winding Ledges, 50 miles above
Van Buren, to hold water for sorting
logs and driving.. A 16-foot dam at a
cost of $50,000 would have paid for it-
self in a few yearJ. The immense flow-
age above would have mode clean driv-
ing possible At any time of the year
below the dam. The St. John people,
under the Maine charter would have

i had complete control; representation

being proportional to cut. They would
have had their logs all passed out first,
and fréee of cost. This would have been
largely to their financial benefit. But
they mistrusted; they opposed and the
project fell through. They think' differ-
ently now.

This upper St. Johti region has been
so little known and so much misre-
presented, that it would be a point of
honor to clear away the wrong ideas
concerning it. It has advantages and
possibilities that were formerly little
suspected. From island number one, be-
low 'Van Buren, to"Green River island,

lands present natural holding grounds
for the storage of logs nowhere sur-
passed, without® interferifig ‘with thé
main channel of the river. The lumber
supply of this region is praétically un-
limited,” &nd “with the regulation of
water flowage before mentioned, a lum-
ber manufacturingscentre can be built
up second to none in the eastern stateés.
Already at Van Buren are two large
shingle mills with a capacity of 8,000,-
000 a2 season; three long lumber mills,
of recent constructign, jvith modern
machinery and latest improvements,
: with a capacity of between 60,000,000
: and 70,000,000 feet of lumber a season.
