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HEAD OF STEEL TRUST
DINEG AT SHEFFIELD

Honored-by Chamber of Commerc—Sp
on Infernational Trade
Relations.

~ SHEFFIELD, Eng., Aug. 26—The
Chamber of Commerce tonight gave'a
dinner in honor of Judge Elbert &.
Garry, chajirman of the board of direc-
tors of the United States Steel Corpor-
ation. Judge Garry spoke on the sub-
ject’ of the interdependence of irade
conditions in. England and the United
States. He said that recent movements
had showed a decided advance in‘trade
in the T'nited Stat2s especially in iren
and steel and he therefore thought that
England had good reason to be hope-
ful with regard to the immediate fu-
ture. He had no' objection fo free trade,
he declared, provided all - countries
adopted it, but it is not fair that an
industry should be protected in one
country and.not in another.

Mr. Powell Reviews the History
of the Land

——

Telling of the Legislation Affecting It—A
Squabble Over the Admisslon:
_of a Plan.

——

The hearing before Commissioner
Winslow in refeérence:to the amount
of the bond to be furnished by the
new Grand Falls Power Company, re-
presented by Mr. Powell to the govern-
ment for the lands appropriated by the
company for the land proprietors at
Grand Falls was resumed at 11 o’clock
this morning.

Mr. Powell, in opéning the argument,
said the most expeditious course would
be to go briefly into the history of the
legislation as it effects the Grand Falls
Power Company, Limited. He read
from the Consolidated Statutes to the
effect that the legislature granted to
the Grand Falls Power Co. al lthe lands
within two miles of the Fails, subject
to the rights of existing leases, also
with the rights of storage in the river
above the Falls, franchise for the erec-
tion of a dam.

In the eyes of the government at the
time, and the people who got the lease,
there was this idea that the Ileases
granted only extended to the lands
and not to water rights.

On May 1, 1835, the province leased to
John Caldwell a tract of land at Grand
Falls of about 76 acres on the south:
side of the river. This tract included
the lands afterwards leased to Hayes.

Colwell, after he got the lease, built
a canal for operating a saw mill, which,
canal ocut off a plece of -land which
formed an island: !

Mr. Powell offered a copy of this
plan of the island attached to the
Hayes’ lease in evidence.

Mr. Taylor—"'The copy is not certi-
fied, and you cannot-offer it in evi-
dence.”

The provincial legislator in 1846 au-
thorized a conveyance by letters pa-
tent of its land on the south side of
the Grand Falls to officials of the ord-
nance department, and subsequently
in persuance of this act a grant was
made tq the said department.

Mr. Powell ‘Tread the description of
the deed showing that the government
completed- denuded itself of the own-'
ership of these lands to the ordnance
department. - o

On the 19th of April, 1860, the' otd-
nance department retransferred the
lands on the south bank of the river
to the legislature. No portion of the
lands on the north bank of the river,
was disposed to the ordnance depa.rt—'
ment. In 1894 the government lease®
James Hayes a lot on the south side
of the river including a small island
just in front of the said land and
just above Grand Falls at an annual
rental of $200 per year, which lease
contained no provision for renewal of
the lease. ©On 27 of April, 1904, the
government leased the land@ on the,
north bank to Edward.Jack and F.d-
werd Armstrong, -the present ownacs.
