Yesterday was the hottest day for
July in local history for the past thirty
years, and was the hottest day for any
month in 17 years.

There were only a couple of ther-
mometers on Prince William street,
and as persons passed they anxiously
consuluzd them. At 3.30 o'clock the

point when it registered 86.2. At nine
o'clock in the morning it registered 62,
and then it began to climb higher and
higher. After noon the mercury rose
quickly. At three o’clock in the after-
noon it had reached a point at about
83, and then jumped up slightly over
three points in the hour, reaching the
maximum of 86.2 at four o'clock. There
it hovered for a time, and then gradu-
ally dropped, but none too quickly for
comfort, for as stated by Director
Hutchinson, it registered 66 at nine
o'clock. The hottest July day previous
to yesterday was in 1887, when the
thermometer registered 88.9.

S8eventeen Years Ago.

One day in August, 1900, the mer-
cury rose to 88.6 but these days are
marked as exceptional ones for “‘Good,
old, cool 8t. John.”

Despite the fact that yesterday was

In New York the
temperature went to 95 and stayed
there three hours in the afternoon.
The day was the hottest of the sea-
son, and there was great suffering,
especially among the poorer classes
of the east side, where the firemen
were called out to flush down the
streets.

Philadelphia reported a government
temperature of 97 degrees in the
shade, exceeding all heat records for
two years. Chicago sweltered under
a broiling sun and a mercury up to 98
degrees. The heat wave is general
all over the northern states and Can-
ada. In Toronto the mercury rose to
98, and London, Ontario, and other
places were within one point of the
Queen city's temperature.
