Bummer work In the orohard may be 
divided among tour different headings; 
spraying, cultivation, cover crops, and 
thinning, wtih possibly pruning In 
some Instances.

The first Is a spring operation which 
It Is usually necessary to carry on into 
the summer, an at least one spray 
should be put on after the fruit Is well 
set on the trees, this would be about 
two or three weeks after the bloom 
Is off, and mfty consist of bordeaux 
or lime sulphur mixture with some 
arsenical poison added for biting In­
sects and nicotine sulphate added for 
aphis control. It they are present at 
that time. For fuller particulars re 
spraying write your nearest Experi­
mental Farm Superintendent.

Cultivation In orchards, except those 
In sod mulch, should be practised con­
tinually until about July 1st. By 
maintaining a good duet mulch during 
early summer the trees can be helped 
through that trying time in late June 
when the heavy drops of fruit are so 
discouraging. Especially in districts 
where winter Injury Is a factor, culti­
vation Is discontinued about the first 
week of July and the orchard sowed 
to some cover crop, such as rape, 
vetch, clover, or field peas, the selec­
tion largely depending upon the cheap­
ness of the seed. The following rites 
of seeding per acre are recommended: 
buckwheat 1 bus.; rape 8 pounds; 
crimson clover 16 pounds; red clover 
12 pounds; summer vetch 1 1-2 bus.; 
field peas 1 1-2 bos.; rye 1 1-2 hue. 
Where there is much danger of loss 
of plant food during winter, the win­
ter rye makes an excellent cover crop, 
but Is of little value In stopping tree 
growth during August, as at that time 
it makes but little growth Itself.

London, June 27—The British Prime 
Minister. Mr. Lloyd George, again to­
day addressed the Imperial Confér­
ence lengthily on foreign affaire. The 
session was delayed until 3.30 o’clock 
in the afternoon owing to Mr. Lloyd 
George's other engagements

The representatives of the overseas 
Dominions put many questions to the

Treaty Talk Today

London, June 27.-— "Mr. Lloyd 
George has declared war on Amer- 
ica," is the startling opening sentence 
of a letter which George Bernard 
Shaw has written to the Dally News. 
Shaw finds this declaration to the 
Prime Minister’s epeech to the Im­
perial Conference, where Lloyd 
George said:

“We cannot forget that the very 
life of the whole Empire has been 
built upon sea power, and that sea 
1 tower Is necessarily the basis of the 
whole Empire's existence. We have 
therefore to took to measures which 
our security requires.”

U. 8. Fleet Must Qo.

“This," Bay» Shaw, “is conclusive 
there can be no security for the Bri­
tish Empire until the American fleet 
has followed the German fleet to the 
bottom of the sea. The Japanese 
fleet will no doubt be happy to assist 
in the operation, but as there can be 
no security for Australia, whilst the 
Japanese fleet exists, it, too, must 
perteh'Hufcsêquently. Thus our west­
ern programme, beginning with Ire­
land, includes two first-rate wars 
Within the next twenty years.

"But what about the eastern pro 
gramme ? It is clearly out of Gie 
question that France, now oneu 
more up to her eyes in military glory, 
should be allowed to maintain a for­
midable naval armament and a range 
of fortified harbors within gunshot of 
our shores, actually nearer than Ire­
land. How can we sleep in security 
under cuch circumstances ?

“We must sink the French fleet 
with Germany’s assistance.

It Is perhaps an encouraging sign 

tlia-t the world Is taking little 
interest In the belated Greek-Turkish 
war. It may be that the people of Eu­
rope are tired of oogflict and stories 
of conflict merely because they have 
had a surfeit of war for the time be­
ing and that nothing will arouse their 
Jaded appetites. Or It may mean that 
war Is becoming a less Impressive and 
lose fashionable way of settling dis­
putes. But It Is evident that the 
meeting of the Creeks and Tanks—if 
they ever do meet—will not Inspire 
any such patriotic and sentimental 
feeling as would have been the case 
before the great struggle. The "Cross 
above the Crescent" appeal has lost 
all its old tnne force and there is 
something akin to cynicism apparent 
when any reference to the religious 
aspect of such a conflict le made now­
adays The world has become palpab­
ly tired of the Christianity of the 
Greeks as Opposed to the Manomme- 
dnnism of the Turks. This in itself is 
a step forward When we begin to 
view war and war’s motives lu their 
true perspective we begin to ascer­
tain how little Christianity has lu do 
with It ard how much human greed, 
selfishness and materialism influence 
the causation and waging of conflicts 
between nations This epoch of the 
twentieth century may be said to have 
witnessed the final disillusionment of 
the world of the false glamor of war­
fare first thrown around it at the time 
of the Crusades, and which has per­
sisted in more or less degree ever

Greece did not go into the great 
war when the conflict began. She 
preferred a benevolent neutrality to­
wards Serbia, her ally, and Constan­
tine refused to enter the liets on the 
side of Qermahy. making it clear that 
as long as the war did not touch 
Greece’s BaiKàe interests she would 
take no part in It. When the Turks 
entered the struggle. Greece refused 
to take part although invited by Rus­
sia. The ground for this obviously 
was that Greece preferred to hold her­
self intact until the right time for the 
return of Constantinople. The Venize- 
lists favored prompt action but the 
element represented by the king took 
the standpat view. The king, how­
ever, promised that if Turkey went 
into the war against the Allies. Greece 
would lend her aid to the Entente. 
That looked very eati«factory to the 
sentimentalists who had long urged 
action against Turkey, even before 
Gladstone's time, to rescue Constanti­
nople from the infidel and plaoe the 
cross once more above St. Sophia. But 
there was a string to the offer; Greece 
had her own terms and when it be­
came apparent that the Allies- could 
not meet thorn, owing to Russia’s pres­
ence os a belligerent within their 
ranks. Greece withdrew. After the sec­
ond attempt to force the Dardanelles 
had failed. Greece offered new terms 
for her support, stipulating that her 
share of the spoils be defined. These 
were not accepted, as the Allies were 
hopelessly entangled in eecret trea­
ties and could not show Greece their 
cards It was not until 1917 that 
Greece was Involved In the war, after 
the Venizetos ministry had been re­
turned and after the bombardment of 
Athens and the institution of the 
blockade bv the Allies.

The cause of Greece in the present 
straggle against the Turks lies in the 
Treaty of Sevres and Rs revision. This 
treaty left Greece increased in eize and 
In debt, but the French government 
brought about its revision to favor 
of Turkey and France. March last 
saw the Greeks prepared to fight, and 
an advance was made against the 
Turks. Early sncoeeees were follow­
ed by reverses and the war has see­
sawed without result Now comes the 
news that King Constantine has plac­
ed himself at the head of hta army and 
is going to lead his forces In person. 
But the world refuses to show more 
than a passing interest In the whole 
affair. The revelations of eecret 
treaties, agreements, terms, conditions 
and stlupuatlons In the case of Greece 
and the Allies, and of Turkey with the 
Italian and French governments, has 
given the whole business of war-mak­
ing a black eye as a manifestation of

Summer pruning is now generalïv 
conceded a place in most young or­
chards, as it Is difficult to do much 
pruning when there Is a crop on the 
trees.
