CENTRAL'S REPLY

T. H. Estabrooks Makes In-
teresting Statement About
Telephone Affairs, Contra-
dicting Some of Rival Com-
pany’s Assertions.

T. H. Estabrooks, president of the Cent-
ral Telephone Company, gave out the fol-
lowing statement on teleplone matters
last evening:

“Owing to my absence from the city
I have not had an opportunity to reply
sooner to an interview with Hon. A. G.
Blair, president of the New Brunswick
Telephone Company, which ?,ppeared in
Wednesday's issue.

“An effort has been made to create the
impression that overtures looking toward
a merger of the two companies had come
from the Central Company, which is di-
rectly contrary to the facts, which- are
that I have several times been approach-
ed by men very closely identified with
the New Brunswick Company, but it
would be a breach of confidence to make
known their proposals.

“Suffice it to say that our idea of the
value of the New Brunswick Telephone
Company property is very different from
theirs, and a merger is not desired or
sought for by the Central Company.

“Mr. Blair states that persons thave
been ‘solicited to subscribe for the stock
of another telephone company and have
been positively assured that the New
Brunswick Company would be forced to
agree to a merger.” To this statement
1 wish to enter a most positive denial.
The management of the Qentral Company
have not made or authorized to be made
any such statements—and I have yet to
learn of any one of our four hundred
and over stockholders being dissatisfied
with their investment.

“Mr. Blair attempts to explain this ac-
tion in cutting off from the rest of the
province the people of Chatham, Richi-
bucto, Sackville and other points who
were temporarily at the mercy of his
company. His admission that it was done
to show the authority and power of the
‘New Brunswick Company is in keeping
with the spirit that thas actuated that
company since they were first granted a
monopoly (which has fortunately ex-
pired). They |have for years denied
the people of this province the telephone
service they were entitled to. Imagine
towns like Campbellton, Bathurst and
Chatham never having had any telephone
communication between each other until
connected by the Central Company’s
trunk lines a few-days ago.

“Mr. Blair talks about assutances hav-
ing been made to the New Brunswick
Company at the time an agreement was
entered into. Let me say in reply to this
that their managing director stated to
me in the mést positive terms that they
would not develop and did not want the
rural and small town business, and as ev-
idence of this they sold to the Tentral
Company their exchange of forty-three
’phones in Sussex, jwﬂmre there are now
125 or more. } :

“QOur relations with the New Brunswick
Company continued friendly until they
tried to get permission from the town of
Campbellton to put in an exchange in
opposition to ours, and informed us nof
only that they were going to parallel our
lines on the eastern side of the provinee,
but that they were going to enter into
active competition for the rural or farm-
ers’ line business., We then decided to
meet them aggressively, and Moncton be-
ing a very important point, made ar-
rangements to put an exchange in there.
The I. C. R. using a large number of
'phones was of course a very important
connection and by making an offer much
in favor of the railway department, we
secured the contract.

“The pull referred to by Mr. Blair will
be found in the document covering the
offer, which was one that the railway
department could not have jutified re-
fusing.

“To give the public some idea of the
extent of the work accomplished by the
Central Company in a little over a year,
let me state that we have acquired and
constructed over 1,000 miles of pole line,
operate seventeen exchanges, have over
2,000 ’phones installed and in course of in-
stallation, and these all in towns and
country districts.

“A few words in reference to the re-
cent drastic order of the New. Brunswick
Company in re cutting connections. They
have already published the fact that be-
tween Newecastle and Chatham they were
bound by contract to keep the connection
and try to put on their assistant man-
ager the onus of breaking this contract.
Be this as it may their. desire for re-con-
nection comes too late, as we have already
installed an exchange in Newcastle, and
our subscribers now ‘have connections
over our own lines.”
