Re-
plying, Sir Wilfrid warmly thanked the
mayor and crowd for the address and
the hearty reception. The mayor had
spoken of the honor to Niagara Falls in
having the premier’s Ontario tour com-
= mence here, but Sir Wilfrid declared that

it was he who was being honered in com-
ing to the Falls.

Cheers were given and the “Maple
Leaf” played, and then Sir Wilfrid, Hon.
Mr. Graham, Hon. Mr. Lemieux and W,
i M. Germpn, local M. P., went for an
auto ride, A big procession from the
heart of Niagara Falle to Queen Victoria
Park preceded the speaking of the after-
noon. Bright weather marked the whole
day’s proceedings, and there was just
“enough breeze to keep the flags and ban-
< mers nicely floating. The city was gaily
ltfecorated and nearly everybody wore

“The departtnent has made all arrange-
ments for the carrying out of the scheme,
and will at once proceed to inaugurate
it. This system of rural mail delivery can
be introduced at a cost which the country
can ,afford to pay.

A slimly
attended meeting of the Council convened
at 3 o’clock and it was then decided that
the appeal to the country should be made
on the date mentioned, namely, Monday,
October 26, nomination Oct. 19.

Several appointments were also put
through, all of which have been pretty
well anticipated. D’Arcy Scott, mayor of
Ottawa, was appointed assistant chair-
man of the board of rdilway commission-
ers and Thomas Greenway, member  for
Lisgar, Manitoba, and J. S. McLean,
Professor of Economics in Toronto Uni-
versity, appointed members of the board.
Professor McLean is a son-in-law of J.
Lorne McDougall, former auditor general,
4nd will be remembered for his report
upon the transportation problem in Can-
ada which preceded the act of perlia-
ment establishing the railway commis-
sion.

Another appointment put through was
that of Alderman Wm. Foran as' secre-
tary of the board of civil service com-
missioners. ~ His salary will be $3,000,
with a maximum of $4,000.

The date fixed for the general elections
is somewhat earlier than had been antici-
pated. This .is due to the promptitude
with which the electoral lists have Been
arriving at the office of the secretary of
state. The lists for Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island and

. Ontario are all filled while those for four

of the Manitoba constituencies are al-
ready in. In Baskatchewan, Alberta and
the Yukon districts .the lists will be as
prepared by the enumerators. Returning
officers have not yet been appointed in
all the constituencies, for instance in
Ottawa and Carleton.

However, it is
understood that the date will be Mon-
day, November 9. This as it happens is
the King’s birthday, so for once the day
of Thanksgiving will be signalized by a
salute at all the -saluting points in Can-
ada.

BORDEN SPEAK
AT FREDERCTON

Fair Audience Listens to Ar-
raignment of the Gov-
ernment

Conservative. Leader Has Hope of
Breaking Solid- Nova Scotia, While
Premier Roblin Claims More in
His Forecast--0.

Roblin, of Manitoba; Hon. W. J. Hanna,

Prominent party workers from different
sections occupied” Seats on the platform.
Mr. Hanna was first introduced and made
a good impression. He devoted his time
principally to a criticism of the govern-
ment's immigration policy, and he charged
that there had been mal-administration
in connection with the public lands in the
west. :

Mr. Borden followed in a speech of one
hour and  was “well received. He made
reference at the outset to the Liberal plat-
form of 1803, and claimed that the party
had failed to live up to their pledges. He
went on to speak of the civil service com-.
mission report, which he pointed out was
not the work of scandal mongers or muck-
rakers, but was a sweeping condemnation
of ‘government methods.

The government’s policy with reference’
to western timber lands was criticized at
some length, and the ‘speaker promised
that, if returned to power, the public
domain would be honestly administered
for the benefit of the people. In regard,
to preferential trade, he believed that' but

the markets of the mother country.

The Liberals, ‘he said, by retaining the
national policy, had paid a tribute to the
genius of those great statesmen, Sir John
A. Macdonald, and Sir Charles Tupper.

He claimed that the Intercolonial was
used for partisan purposes, and the era of
deficits on that road had not ceased.

There was only one administrative act
for which he could give the Liberal gov-
ernment credit, and that was the crea-
tion of the railway commission. He had
given it his support and had afterwards
suggested that it should be enlarged, and
although the government had at first
laughed at his suggestion, they had in the
end adopted it. He had compelled the
government to reform the election laws
last session, but they had not gone as far
in this direction as they should.

The government had laughed at the pro-
posal in his Halifax plasform for a free
rural mail delivery, but he noticed that
they were going to adopt-it. Already he
had found the 'govérnment had adopted
more planks of ‘the Halifax platform than
they adopted from ‘the Liberal one of 1883.

In closing, he sajd that there were signs
of political awakening in every province
of Canada and even from Quebec theyi
would hear glad tidings on election night. |

In some of the schools
there are sixty children in a room, and in
one instance as many, ag seventy. Condi-
tions in the High school, also, are un-
satisfactory, and are said to be growing
worse every year. When the building
was first opened there was room not only
for the pupils of the high school, but for
three grades of the lower schools. Now
it will be necessary to find accommodation
for the overflow of high school pupils in
some of the outside buildings.

The need of a new school on the Weld-
on lot arises from the fact that the rooms
now in use in the Leinster street build-
ing are regarded as not best suited for
school purposes. There are also in the
Victoria main building two schools on the
top floor. This it is considered is too
high up for the children to climb, besides
being dangerous. Then in the third place
at least one grade could be removed from
the High school and thus relieve the pres-
sure there to some extent.

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SHOT BROTHER IN

MISTAK

E FOR MOOSE

Terrible Accident Fourteen Miles from Fredericton
Monday Night

Edward Smith Fired at Relative in Dusk of the Evening
and Bullet Passed Through His Body--Wounded Man
Left Alone in Wilds fer Hours While Docters and Help
Were Summoned--His Recovery is Doubtful.

Fredericton, N. B.,, Sept. 15—Shot by
his brother in mistake for a moose while
out hunting together last evening, Benja-
min Smith, of Beaver Dam, New Mary-
land, fourteen miles from this city, is
now lying at his home at the point of
death, with a bullet hole through his
body.

The terrible accident happened in the
woods six miles from their home, and the
unfortunate man was obliged to remain
alone on the ground for hours, while his
brother made his' way out to a settlement
and teléphoned” to the city for .medical
aid. Surgeof Bridges and Dr. McNally
received the message at 10 o’clock last
night and immediately started to drive to
the scene of the accident. They left the
carriage at Beaver Inn and made their
way into the woods over a rough road by
lantern light. It was nearly 3 o’clock this
morning when they reached the side of the
sufferer. They remained with him until
daylight and then made a rough stretcher
on which he was borne to his home.

Dr. McNally did not get back to the
city after his strenuous trip, until 3 o’-
clock this afternoon. He reported the
patient to be in a critical condition, but
thinks he has a fighting chance.

The Smith brothers, Edward and Ben-
jamin, esons of Israel Smith, and hunters
ut considerable experience, left home yes-
terday afternoon, to hunt moose. After
pitching their tent in the early evening

| they started out to visit a small pond a

short distance away, to see if there were
signs of any game.

They went to the pond by different
routes, and Benjamin was the first to ar-
rive. Leaving his rifle against a tree he

set to work to make a birch bark horn
for calling purposes. While he was thus
engaged, Edward approached cautiously,
and hearing a slight noise he thought an
object in the semi-darkness was a moose,
but which was in reality his brother in a
stooping attitude. Without stopping to
investigate closely he raised his rifle, a
forty-four calibre Winchester, and fired.
As usual, in such cases, his aim was ac-
curate, and the bullet struck his brother
in the back just over the kidneys, and
pasing through the body emerged at the
front of the abdomen.

With a yell of terror the unfortunate
man sank to the ground and the brother
horror-stricken at the accident, was at his
side in an instant. Making the sufferer
as comfortable as possible, he wended his
way out of the woods to a settlement, and
after telephoning for doctors, returned
with others to the scene of the accident.
The victim of the shooting was removed
to the tent where he suffered great agony
till the physicians arrived. Morphine was
administered to alleviate the poor fellow’s
sufferings, but not until daylight arrived,.
were the doctors enabled to ascertain the
exact nature of the wound. They found
the bullet had missed the kidneys and the
spinal column, and as far as they could
tell, it had not penetrated the bowels. At
the same time the wound is a very dang-
erous one, and his recovery is considered
doubtful. . :

Fortunately accidents of this nature °
have been very rare in New Brunswick. '

Smith is twenty-sevenryears of age, and
has a wife and one child. Edward, who
did the shooting, is about two years his
senior.

TWO SHALL BOYS
CAUSED A S4g00
BANGOR FIRE

Started a Blaze in Pile of Excelsior,
and Great Destruction Followed.

Bangor, Me., Sept. 16—At 4 o'clock  this
afternoon, a fire which was set by two small
boys in a pile of excelsior in the woodyard
of Bacon & Robinson .at Maple street and
Garland street, destroyed the woodyard, burn-
ed one dwelling flat, gutted five others and
damaged six. A desperate fight by the en-
: tire force of the fire department, confined the
i flames to the area which they occupied withs
iln the first ten minutes.

The blaze spread so rapidly that at the
time of the soundifg of the alarm, the wood-
vard, which covers a lot two hundred yards
square was all afire, and within three min-
utes from that, flames were leaping forty
feet into the air. There were between one¢
and two thousand cords of wood piled ir
the yard, which was enclosed and roofe¢
over. Everytning was dry as timber and the
flames spread like the flash of powder. A
second alarm immediately followed the firs
and telephone calls were sent to Brewer for
more hose and men. The work of the Ban-
gor department was seriously hampered a:
first by lack of serviceable hose and by weal
water pressure.

For ten minutes it looked as though the
flames would make a clean sweep to the
river.. The loss will be between $30,000 anc
$40,000, most of which is sustained by Bacor
& Robinson, who not only owned the wood
yard and its contents, but half the dwell
ing. The dwellings damaged were situatec
in Maple ahd Garlad streets and Parkyiev
avenue near Barland.
