THE MACHINATIONS OF THE EXNGLISH
QATOOLICS AGAINST THEIR IRISH

BRRETHREN.

Rouk, April 30.—The representatives of
the Irish epiecopate are all in Rome, They
represent the twenty-nine Qloceses in Ive-
land and 5.000,000 Catholics. They are
Archbishop Thomss Croke of Cashel, Arch-
bishop Jobn MacEvilly of Tuam, Bishop
Patrick Dorrian of Daown andlc_onnor, Bishop
Thomas Nulty of Meath, Bishep Michael
Logue of Raphoe, Bighop Francis McCormack
of Achonry, Bishop Thomas Carr of Galway,
Bishop Nicholus Donnelly, Coudjutor of Dub-
lin, Bishop ILawrence Gillooly of Elphin,
Bishop James Brown of Ferns, Bishop Jumes
Lynch of Kildare, Bishop William Virzger-
ald of Ross, Bishop Andrew Higgins of Kerry,
vghop O'Cullaghan of Cork, Bishop Buar-
tholomew Woodlock of Longford, and Bishop
Healy of Clonfert.

The sixteen Bishops held their first meeting
on the 21st in the half of the Irish Callege. 1t
was an juformal meeting, in which the il for
pationsl educating in Ireland wus discussed,
They met again on the 23z, and passad re-
golutinns which were 3ent to the lrish mem-
bers of Parlizment, including My, Paruell, to
vote againat the bill,

The Bishops have mod yet metat Propa-
ganda, ucwspaper reports to the contrury
potwithstunding, They heve not yet learned
why they were called to Ilome. The pro-
gramme of (heir future meetings will be given
to them to-morrow, when they will micet at
Propaganda Palace, with Cardinal Simconi
presiding,

This meeting of Bishops attracts more at-
tention in Rome than the presence of the
American Bishops two yearsago. Ireland is
nearer to Rome than America, ani the inter.
ests of the five millions of Irish Catholica,
though not superior to the interests of
the ten millions of Catholic Awmericuns,
are  more apt to arouse public curi-
ogity. Irelaud has been, and is yet
in some sense, an outeast in the great family
of nations ruled by Queen Victoria, The
Irish people love their clergy, their spiritual
hend the Pov , and the religion represented
and administ red by the Pope. The work of
gecret societi 8 has not destroyed their faith,
a3 in Italy. They are law-abiding chil.
dren of their spiritual raler. They do not

dare to act, even for their freedom,
sgainst  the wishes of the Pope.
There ore, if the Pope either encour-

ages or approves of their lawinl exertions for
liberty, us was the case some years agn, when
he said that they ought toagitute utcites juri-
lus vuis sed non per eriming, he fosters the
cause of Ireland. On the contrary, letters like
those written by Cardinal Simeoni agninst the
Parnell fund will always stimulate secretsocis-
tiesin Ireland. Such societies wrest the peo-
Ple from the clergy, and may very soon teach
Irish patriots to act in the rebellious and
eacrilegious way in which Italians have ncted.
Put to the nlternative of rermnining sluves of
Austria or of disobeying the clergy and the
Pope, they transfoumed Italy into a country
of Freemasons and Rorme into a den of infi-
delityy

The mportance of this lrish movement ia
felt both by the Vatican and by the English
Government. A strong party in Rome is
trying to work for the British Government
by influencing the Pope through Cardinals

who are closest to him. The most
prominent men of this party are
Cirdinal Howara and Mr, Errington.

A full system of minor satellites revolves
sround them and forwards the agitation.
This party has many supporters among the
Roman prelates and friends of the prelutes,
who are kept in good order by the efficient
Ieans of the English Government,  As this
party is rich, and can easily command respect
and obedience, it proclaims that it hasalready
got the Pope and the Sacred College, and that
everything will he done according to ite wishes
and dlrgction. Unhappily many Irishmen be-
lieve this, and the triumph of secret societics
and antagonism to Rome are the resnlts.
Their belief is unjustified, and even ridicu-
lous, because, despite all reports, the so-
called English party in Rome do not really
mﬂugnce the Pope at all. It is no easy job
to blind the Pope. He has good eyes und
% good nose, and he sces through things
very quickly, While Mr, Krrington is
Perading and bragging of his influence
In Rome even now, the Holy Futher
dnes not and will not aee him, A gentleman

The Osservatore does not wunt
to lose its Iaglish subscribers, and the
Mouniteur is, perhaps, afruid that open sym-
pathy for the Irish cause might prove futal to

its existence,  Yet, although the press
hold its peace, there wre widespread
comments and much gossip  over the

Bishops. ItTis opecly usserted thut Arch-
bishop Croke and Bishops Dorrian, Logue,
McCormack and Fitzgerald are good patriots
and really love their country, Bishops Don-
nelly, Gillooly, Higgins, Woodleck and Healy
are wcensed of timidity, The Arvenbishop of
Tuam creates wnuch talk on account of the
Maumtrasna case.  Bishop Dorriun scems to
be apprecivted by Propagands, who never
asked hitn why he had subscribel to the
Pernell fund.  Bishop Logue is calied a great
student, and his clforts'to reise money for bis
starving prople are still remembered and
praised in Rome. Bistip MeCormackiis alsoa
fuvorite, witile Bishop O'Calinshan, the old
prior of St, Cientent’s, is gratefuily remember-
cd.

All these things arc not unknown to the
Pope and to the Csrdinuls, The diplomatic
faree of lingland consoliduted in a spreial
mission to Iivme, at the expense of the sscret
tund, coull never succeed in persuading the
Pope and the Sacred College that the Bishops
s the priests ought to have spread flowers
at the fect of Victoria’s son when he visited
Ireland.

Much is said about Dr. Welsh’s possible
election to the Dublin see. The English
Government opposes it, but Lome does not
see why. Dr. Welsh has salways kept aloof
from politics, and never did aunything that
mivht be iniscopstrued as an undutiful oppo-
sition to the Goveroment, He remonstrated
agailust the propos:l to fotter the property
of Maynooth College. It was simply his

duty to do so, e also resigned his
station in  the Upiversity becsnse he
had no hope of fair dealing. The

Superiors approved his resighation. Despite
the official upposition, Dr. Welsh muy be the
suecessful candidate, Me is in every way
quatified for the place. He has the unanim-
ous support of both the Bishops and the
priesis, und the people of Dublin say that if
he succeeds Cullru snd McCabe he will not be
hangivg arcund. the Castie.

The Bishops brought a nice sum to His
Holiness, Archbishop Croke brought about
50,000 irzoes, The others bave proportionate
sums, They will offer to Leo XIII. about
half a million for Peter’s pence, and the whole
of Ireland does not give less thun 1,000,000
franys,

A VILLAGE DESTROYED.

OVER A IUFDRED HOUSES DBURNED
SOMERSET, QUEDEC.
SoMERSET, Que., May 17.—Somerset vil-
lage was all burned down yesterduy evening,
About one huudred houses were luid in
ashes, including Mr. Malhiot’s residenre, the
R. C, church and presktytery, also a foundry
and the cheese factory. Mauny people are
lcft in a destitute condition, Only the two
wells of the church are left staunding. The
firo originated from the foundry, the build-
ings being mostly sll wooden buildings, and
fire being sot in different ports of the village
by sparks. There being no puinps, the fire
could nut be got under control. The convent
was not deetroyed by the fire. Very likely
the convent will be used as a church until
they build one. :

CAPTURE OF BATOCHE,

Gallant Charge and Desperate Fight.

The Rifte Pits Clearved at (ke Point of the
Bayonet—Rell's Prisoncrs Saved and Re-
leased—The Rebels Wil Fight Till Every
Mun Was Perished—List ofthe Killed and
Wounnded.

HuxsoLbr, N. W, T., May 12,— A courier ar-
rived Liere, this morning, from Gen. Middleton’s
camp, bringing the latest news which has
reached here of the progress of tha attack by
the troops upen the rebel stringhold. The at-
tack, when the courier left Batoche, was still
proceeding. Mot fighting had taken place on
Saturday and all day Sunday and was to be re-
sumed by the troops yesterday morning. The
tronps continued the tight onSunday, begqinning
at daybreak, when a hot fire was poured into
the ravine and wonds where thie webels had fled.
The batteries alsp resumed ope-ations and
sh lled the houses in the valley, including the
building where the couneil of twelve held their
meetings, A long line of log shanties wero de-
stroyed, and rebels fledin confusiontothegroves
of sprace and poplar.  The 90th Battalivn, of
Winsipeg, took an active partin the tight, enger
to avenge the death of their eomrades who fell
at Fish Creck, and many distinguished them-
selyes By their daring und bravery,  Two more,
as far as known, were added to the list of the
dead, and  the number of wounded was
largely fereased.  All their names have not
heen learned, but the courier who lLias arrived
here states that Private Johin Kemp, of the
90L0, was shot through the eye. A member of
the Tenth Grenadivrs and twa of the Ninetieth
were among the kiiled, The rebel loss s said
to have been as great. Irom what can be
learned Gen, Middleton is ¢ ntenting himnself
with shelling the rebels’ position and usdng the
tfantry in plices where they would be least ex-
nuzed to the fire of the rebels lying under ¢over.
It wus u regular sicge of the yebel stronghold,
and wonll undoubtedly last only =0 long as the
amminition of the rebels beld out, Whether
the rebels will fight to the last or surrender is
doubtfnl, but the general impeession is thas
they will continue to fight titl every man has
perished.  Private Mack lirickson, of the $0tn,
was shot in the arm, but is not serious!y wound-
ed. Private Wheeler, of the 90th, was wounded
in the shoulder.

Barcenur, Tuesday night, May 12th.—The
correspondent of the Winnipeg Sun, writes :—
Batoche was captured this atternoon, after o
short but desperate tight in which many of our
brave volunteers were killed and wounded.
Farly this sfteranon it was known by our mean
that the perind of inac*ivn within tire of the
enemy’s rifle pits, which was 80 vexatious to
them, was to be put an end to one woy or
another, within & short time, but the General’s
plan was kept secret, so that the affair would
be o surprise as far as possible, under tho cic-
cumstances, to the rebeis, At half-past two
o'clock the orders wers passed round, and all
were in readiness. Shortly after the men were
quickly placed in position, and a rupid advance
was made down inte Batoche, the rebels’ strong-
hold. When within rifis ravge of the rifle pits
and reserve, the order to chirge was given, and
it was msde with the regulur, tremeadous
Cnnadian cheers, The rebels who had reserved
their fire, poured a volley inte our forces,
many of whom at ths time bit the dust.
Without flinching, however, the brave follows

'q‘i,:med in among the rebels pits, enptured themn
and drove the rebels down before them
into the ravine. In the ravine desperate
resistance was made from the cover of the
brushwood, The blood of the volunteers was
up. however, and, after a sharp struggle, they
succeeded in cleaning the rebels out. The rebels
withdeew hastily, but sullenly at last, to their
final positions iz the village. Elat«d by their
success, our forces, with renewed loud cheer ng,
dasbed down into Batoche. The rebels had
hardly time to turn and make resistance be-
fore the troops were upon them, and in a
short time they withdrew. The houses wera
all captured one after another and all the pri-
soners beld by Ricl, seven in number, were
found safe and were released. Their names are :

WUHAT Is KNOWN OF THE VICTIMS,

Captain French, who wus badly shot while
leading his comm. nd in the last charge, was
about 38 years of age and a native of Freland ;
he attended the Royal College of Surgeons,
Ireland, in 1868, and  joined the wmounted
police on its orgunization. He was a mug-
nificent specimen of maunhuod, etanding aver
six feet, and of powerful build, He lerves n
wife and four childven to mourn his untimely
death.

Capt. E. T. Brown, of Boulten’s horse,
killed, was a native of Peterboro, Ont. He
was a 5on of the late Edward Brown. Capt.
Brown went to the North-West in 1879 with
a surveying party, and when Boulton’s scouts
were raised he joined as scrgeant and after
the fight ut Iish Creek was prometed to a
captuiney. He was ubout 28 or 29 years old
and unnarried,

Licut. W. C. Fitch, of the (irenadiers, wans
the enly son of J. C. Fitch, of FFitch & Duv-
idson, wholesule grocers, und was also o part-
per in the firm,  1le was 26 years of nze, and
was born and educated in Toreoto. lle re-
ceived his commission in theGrenadiers about
a year ago, His uged parents ave distracted
with grief. He was pilerced through the
heart and died instantly,

Licut. Laidlaw, of the 10th Royals, is a
son of Mr. George Laidlaw, prominently
connected with Toronto railroad enterprises,
and a grandunade of the Royal Military col-
Ige.
A. W, Kippen, of Dennis' acouts, killed,
was well known and much estecmed 1 To-
ronto. He was for many yesrs a trusted sur-
veyor of the Hudsan’s Bay Company. While
in Ottawa he heard of the rebellion and at
once volunteered for service in Dennia’ seouts.
He renched Middleton's camp on Sunday, le
belongs to Perth, Ontarie. A ball entered
his mouth, and he fell dead.

Corporal Gillies, of the 90th, was a Wim-
bledon man.

Private Thomas Moor, of No. 3 Company,
Grenadiers, killed on Sanday night, was a
son of Mr, Thomas Moor, 42 Oxford street,
Torente, and was just eighteen years old the
day he left.

Frank Jackes, who was wounded in the
battle, is well known in Winnipeg. He
keeps a hardware store on Main street, for-
merly occupied by Horsman & Co.

H. A, Fraser, killed, was the son of Con-
tractor Frager, of Winnipeg, and was about
27 years old and was married some six
months ago to Miss Spiers, a daughter of
Alex, Spiers. His widow is nearly distracted

A, 0, Wheeler, who is numbered among
the wounded, is a brother of Geo. Wheeler,
killed in the I"ish Creek battle, and a son of
Mr, C. B, Wheeler, architect of Winnipeg.

Hardisty, who was killed, is a pative of
Manitobs, and is a son of one of the old Sel-
kirk settlers, and had junst returned from

Egypt.
