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Perhaps the greatest obstacle to
the realization of varsity lacrosse is
the attitude of various university
administrations. Two such schools
are Queen’s and Carleton. Neither

school’s administration has shown
much interest in lacrosse. At Carle-
ton, lacrosse is not funded by the
school, but by the Carleton Univer-
sity Student Association. Carleton,
as well as Queen’s, refuses to allot

practice time on their field for
lacrosse. “*We have to practice at
public parks because the football
team constantly dominates the
field,” said Kevin McGill, a member
of the Carleton team.
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Yet, despite the numerous obsta-
cles, the York lacrosse club remains
hopeful. In December, lacrosse clubs
from Ontario universities will meet
with OUAA representatives to decide
the fate of Canada’s national sport in

Ontario universities. With a little
luck and a change of attitude at the
administrative level of several uni-
versities, field lacrosse may soon be
challenging football for fan support.
