TO REMOVE STAINS.

Chocolate and Cocoa Stains—Wash 
with soap and tepid water.

Scorch Stains—Wet the scorched place 
rub with soap, and bleach in the sun.

Soot Stains—Rub the spots with dry 
cornmeal before sending the clothes to

Grass Stains—Saturate the spot thor 
oughly with kerosene, then put in the 
washtub.

Mildew—Soak in a weak solution of 
chloride of lime for several hours. Rinse 
in cold water.

Blood Stains—Soak in oold salt water; 
then wash in warm water with plenty of 
soap; afterwards boil.

Ink Stains—Soak in sour milk. If a 
dark stain remains, rinse in a weak solu­
tion of chloride of lime. •

Sewing Machine Oil Staine—Rub with 
lard. Let etand /or several hours, then 
wasli with cold water and soap.

Iron Rust—Soak the stain thoroughly 
with lemon juice; eprinklq with salt and 
bleach for several hours in the sun.

Vaseline Staine—Saturate the spots 
with ether, and lay a cup over them to 
prevent evaporation until the etain is 
removed. Use the ether with very great 
care.

Hot Tea and Coffee Stains—Soak the 
stained fabric in cold water; spread out 
and pour a few drops of glycerine on 
each epot. Let it etand eeveral hours} 
then wash with cold water and soap.

Grease Spots—Hot water and soap gen 
erally remove these. If fixed by long 
standing, use either chloroform or napli 
tha. Both of these must be used away 
from either fire or artificial light

Pitch, Wheel Grease, Tar Stains—Soft 
en the etaine with lard, then soak in 
turpentine. Scrape off carefully with a 
knife all the loose surface dirt; sponge 
clean with turpentine, and TOb gently 
till dry.

Fruit Stains—Stretch the /abric con­
taining the stain over the mouth of a 
basin and pour boiling water on the 
stain. In cold weather fruit epots can 
frequently be removed by hanging the 
etained garments out of doors over 
night. If the etain hae been fixed by 
time, soak the article in n weak solution 
of oxalic acid or hold i'. over the filniee « 
of sulphur.

Varnish and Paint—It the stain is on 
a coarse fabric, dissolve by saturating 
with turpentine; use alcoh >1 if on a fine 
fabric.
