Sir Francis Barker, ot Vickers,
Ltd., advises Britishers to begin
trade with Russia as quickly as pos-
sible. He says “Russia -was the
biggest buyer in the world. Her re-
sources were almost virgin and un-
equalled by any other country.

Germany Will Get Trade.

“If wé do mot get into touch with
Russia the bulk of her trade will
pass dinto the hands of Germany.
The Government has been criticized
for not insisting that debts he re-
cognized before trade was resumed.
A nation’s debts are one thing. Pri-|
vate debts are suite different.

‘“Even if the Russian Government
recognized the validity of its debis
how could they be collected unless
trade was first resumed? * GCermany
iz already /doing all she can to re-
sume trade relations with Russia and
setting aside part of the profits’ to |

The big
Russian traders have a sense of fair
play and will not try to evade their
responsibilities. Only by means
of trade can Russia work out her sal-
vation.
