The  chronic
criminal might also be very well sub-
jected to similar procedure. Such a
treatment in prospeet might be a good
deterrent from crime. I know of a case
where a young. man, released from a
lunatic asylum, has since had six or
seven children. The longer these evils
are allowed to prevail the harder be-
comes their extermination. Now is the
time for action, and I hope that this
brief outline may be acceptable in the
way of an urgent suggestion.”
