It is said 
that the Morse attorneys will take ad­
vantage-of the opportunity to file a 
hill of particulars, as their client Is ex­
ceedingly dsirous of obtaining his re­
lease.

He 
turned to see Capt. Halns stealing 
stealthily Into the ceU.

The captain silently closed the door 
behind him and1 in a menacing attitude 
advanced towards his lawyer. Mr, 
Mdlntyre felt a creepy Sensation as the 
captain eyed him. Capt. Halns saw 
the curved handle of the umbrella. In 
the uncertain light it took on the Ap­
pearance of the handle of a revolver.
