.~ The property is situated next to the
Homestake, and is said to have a reg-
ular formation. The ledge is claimed
to be well defined, and three to four
feet on the surface. Near the rail-
road track on the Blue Bird ground
can be seen a gouge in the ledge from
which ore was shipped some years ago.
The returns are said to have run in
the neighborhood of $8 per ton, which
was very much below the payable
margin at tha. juncture, but which
would net a profit at the present time
on ore mined from the surface. It is
believed, however, by those familiar
with conditions at the Blue Bird that
as some depth is obtained on the ledge
the values may be expected to in-
crease substantially. Almost any
specimen picked from the dump will
give excellent values.

The conditions leading to the sus-
pension o foperations at the property
were in some respects similar to these
obtaining in the cases of various other
Rossland mines.

LE ROI TWO CONCENTRATOR AC-

TUALLY EARNED
PROFITS.

JANUARY, FEBRUARY AND

MARCH, SAW CASH GAINS
CRUSHED. OUT.

The Le Roi Two's delayed consign-
ment of oil is expected here today, but
it is not likely that the oil seetion of
the concentrator will be started be-
fore May 1. The interval will be util-
ized to make some improvements to the
works, but in the intethm the crush-
ing machinery and WJifley tables will
be operated steadily.

A broken shaft was encountered yes-
terday at the mill, and the mahinery
is shut down for a day or two pending
repairs. The new shaft will permit of
the Chilian mills being rur independ-
ently, and future suspensions from sim-
flar causes will thereby be guarded
against in large measure.

When the mill was erécted the eati-
mate of the power required to operate
the Chilian mills was inadeguate,-and
this has been a source of trouble since.
When more power .was &itached the
gearing was found to be too light.
When in operation the mills have given
splendid satisfaction, a normal run of
fifty tons, forty-mesh, having bzen se-
cured with a machine having a guar- |
anteed capacity -of thirty tons da-ily‘
only. With a smaller meslh sixty tons
run in one day has been easily achiev-
ed.

During March the mill ran with Wil-
fley tables only, the operations being
thus confined to a straight water con-
centration. Good resnlts have been ob-
tained.

‘While it has been publicly stnted that
the Le Roi Two’s concentration process
has been theoretically successful, no
announcement has yet been mad: as to
the actual results secured in the forms
of profits and losses on the regular run
of the plant. Paul 8. Couldrey, manag-
er, intimates, however, that sincz De-
cember the works have earned an ac-
tual eash profit for the company. In
January a profit was earned, and in
February the results ir the shave of
concrete profits were substantially larg-
er, although the mill was closed down
for part of the month, which is a se-
vere obstacle in the path of profit-
earning. Even in March, when water
concentration only was employed, the
plant earned a profit for the company.

Judge Martin, of the supreme court
bench, has given judgment for the
plaintiff with cos{s-in the action of
Tanghe ve. Morgan et al tried at the
Rossland assizes last fall. The action
was of exceptional interest and attract-
€d widespread attention, inasmmch as
it dealt with the famous “Lucky
Jack” ‘bonanza mineral claimy at Pop-
lar and required a definition of tbe
rights of Morgan and his fellow loca-
tore of the Lucky Jack as against
those of Edward Tanghe, a Rossland
prospector who had located the Sham-
er claim on. part of 'ne ground |
wmiq the

'I'he ‘Great Northern Mines, Limited,
was joined as a defendant in the is-
sue, but the action as against the com-
pany was dismdissed in the course of
the trial here. Fred Fraser, gold coin-
missioner, was also joined as defend-
ant on the ground that he had improp-
eérly ordered an alteration of the plain-
tiff’s stakes and refused him a record
on his original location.

The judgment dismisses the action
against Fraser, but refuses to allow the
gold commissioner costs. The plaintift
sought to recover fromr the defendants
the value of certain quantities of [loat,
but the judgment denies his right to
do so, and orders that any-costs piled
up, in connection with this aspect of
the case shall not be paid by the de-
fendant.

In brief Mr. Justice Martin finds
that the Shamrock placer claim as ori-
ginally located was a valid location,
and that the gold commissioner acted
without authority in denying Tenghe
{ & record or in ordering the removal
of the location stakes, His Lordship
also directs that the defendant owners
of the Lucky Jack must not interfere
with Tanghe in the operation of the
Shamrock as a placer claim, Tangle
being entitled to work the claim as he
pleases within the restrictions imposed
by the Act. Judgment is therefore in
plaintiff’s favor and an injunction, as
asked, restraining the defendants from
