stitution of the American stone 
would be cheaper by $28,000 than 
any other Canadian stone. Upon the 
advice of the chief architect the Am­
erican stone was accepted, being re­
garded as quite as good and cheaper 
than any other.

W. M. German of Welland rebuked 
his colleague from Oxford for the 
imputation that there was any inside 
information handed out by the public 
works department. He could say 
from his own knowledge that no 
such practice was possible in either 
the public works or railways depart­
ments. His only criticism was that 
the stone from the quarries in the 
Niagara district had not been substi­
tuted for the Georgetown Stone. He 
would prefer to see Canadian stoiie 
used even if it did cost more.

W. F. Cockshutt of Brantford, 
said that Mr Nesbitt 'was barking up 
the wrong tree on this question in 
trying to fasten any blame on the 
Minister of Public Works. His speech 
showed a most lamentable know­
ledge of the facts, for the tenders 
specified Georgetown stone or an­
other. of equal quality. It would cost 
$28,000 more to use the Georgetown 
variety, but the chief obstacle was 
that The quarries there could not 
have turned out enough for this con 
tract in less than two years. There 
was no room for such insinuations 
as the Oxford member had been 
guilty of and he challenged him( to 
back up his chargees.

As for the statement with regard 
to the foreman being an American, 
Mr. Cockshutt said that 95 per cent, 
of the stone cutters were British or 
Canadian. The work Vras the -best 
that bad ever been done in Brad­
ford and the whole transaction had 
been - carried out In a businesslike 
manner. The property was to-day 
worth double what it had cost ' the 
Government.

E. N. MacDonald thought that the 
Government was acting as if Cana­
dian stone was no good when Am­
erican could be substituted.

David Henderson, the veter in 
member for Halton, said the George­
town stone was quarried in his rid­
ing and he could vouch for its 
perior quality. It was because of this 
superior quality and because of the 
tremendous demand for iit that a suf­
ficient supply could not be secured 
for the Brantford building, 
quaint sallies of Mr. Hénderson at 
the expensf of the Liberal speakers 
and his repeated commendations of 
the Georgetown stone kept the House 
in roars of laughter, and greatly 
amused the visitors in the galleries.

Fred Pardee spoke a good word for 
the same variety, pointing out that 
the Sarnia post office had been built 
from it. Then Henry R. Emmerson 
got to his feet and the House quickly 
settled into the doldrums. The per­
formance of the evening was over 
and the visitors left.
