Wanderer» Working Hard to Get Toronto to Enter Team- 

Cobalt Will Likely be Repreieoted.

Montreal, Que., Dec. 1.—Two Mont­
real and three outside clubs will prob­
ably compete in the hockey league, 
which Wanderers are now promoting, 
and a definite announcement as to the 
personnel of the league is expected when 
Jimmy Gardner returns from Toronto 
this evening. Wanderers lost no 
time in getting down to work when the 
t\ H. A. excluded them from the new 
combination formed last Thursday, and, 
although the negotiations have been '#ir- 
ried on with the greatest secrecy, it is 
known that they are meeting with suc-

lt looks very much ns if the new 
league will anticipate the successor of 
the E. C. H. A. in getting a footing in 
Toronto, and the league may go even 
farther from headquarters here and in­
clude Cobalt. In view of the heavy trav­
eling expenses, the inclusion of Cobalt 
in a league with Montreal clubs appears 
impracticable, but it is said that the Co­
balt people are willing to spend a big 
sum on hockey this winter and may be 
willing to lighten the burden of the oth­
er clubs. Increased rink percentages to 
the different clubs will also help to 
make the clubs pull out all right on the 
financial end of the proposition.

l^ast week it looked as if the meeting 
of Thursday night would straighten out 
the hockey situation of 1910 once and 
for all. As a matter of fact, it. has left 
the position of affairs more obscure 
than before. Nationals appear to be he*, 
itating between plaving at, the Arena 
and playing at the Jubilee Rink. Ottawa 
insisted that the Montreal clubs must, 
play at the Arena. If the Nationals cV*- 
ridê to go to the Jubilee it will mean 
that, they will resign their new member­
ship and join with wanderers in the new

. Nationals are in the peculiar position 
that, whichever way they go, they will

meet difficulties. there will probably 
l>e another French-Uanadian club to go 
into the rival combination and bid 
against Nationals for the French-Cana- 
dian players.

Ottawa is keen on having a salary 
limit fixed this year. Their delegates 
mentioned the fact at the meeting last 
Thursday.

Although it was pointed out that 
salary limit wisdom worked out well, 
and usually promoted crookedness am­
ong clubs and players, it is likely to be 
broken up at the meeting of the C. H. 
A. on Saturday. Prospects now are that 
the salaries will he higher than ever, 
with clubs in two leagues bidding 
against one another. Senior hockey 
three nights a wreek will be the bill at 
the Arena, if the five clubs of the C. H. 
A. on Saturday decide that they must 
have the double schedule. Ottawa was 
determined on it last Saturday, and Ot­
tawa appears to rule the roost. Five 
clubs with double schedule mean a to­
tal of 24 professional games, and then 
the amateurs need six dates; making 30 
in all. As the Arena figures on ten 
weeks of hockey a year, it must he 
three games a week. The hockey public 
will have to he considerably larger than 
ever before to make the season success­
ful for the clubs here.

The schedule to lx- drawn up on 
Saturday will be the most difficult ever 
attempted by an Kastern league, not 
only on account of larger number of 
games. 40. 24 to lie played in the same 
rink, but because of the fact that with 
five clubs, one club must he idle every 
playing night.

X few days of hard frost, with a 
wind would give ice at the Arena.

Chatham, Dec. 1.—Tom Longboat, the 
Indian runner, last night defeated Bill 
Sherring, the Hamilton distance man, in 
a five-mile race at the armories. The 
Indian was nearly two laps ahead at the 
finish. Longboat, who was the favorite, 
was in much better condition than Sher­
ring, who showed little or no prepara­
tion.

The Indian took the lead at the start 
and at the end of the third mile put a

lap on the Hamilton man and added 
nearly another in the fifth mile.

The track was 14 laps to the mile, and 
the men ran on the boards.

The time was 27 minutes 12 seconds.
The race was preceded by a five-mile 

run, open for amateurs. This race was 
won by McQuaig, of Hamilton. Chittem, 
of Chatham, xvas a close second, ami 
Wallace, of Wallaecburg, finished third. 
Leyden, of Xortliwood, and Higley, of 
Chatham, were the other starters. Both 
dropped out during the race.

The tail-end of the Rugby season 
brings out any amount of absurd stories, 
says the Toronto Star.

The latest is a post-season contest be- 
txveen Varsity and Yale for the “foot­
ball championship of America.”

Of course no such game will take 
place, hut it provides the dopesters with 
something to talk about and ponder

The Yale team broke training ten 
days ago, when they beat Harvard, ami 
there is no possibility of them playing 
Varsity or anyliody else.

Three years ago, xvhen Hamilton Ti­
gers xvere at their best, H. C. Griffith, 
of Ridley, now at Varsity; Dr. A. B. 
Wright, of Varsity, and the xvriter at­
tended the Yale-Harvard game on Yale 
field at New Haven, and were author­
ized by the Hamilton elub to negotiate 
for a game with Yale at New York, 
New Hax-en or Boston, in private or in 
publie, under Canadian or Ameriean 
rules or half and half—anything, in fact, 
to secure a game xvhieh would serx-e as 
a test of the relatixe merits of the two

Walter Camp, the Yale director of 
athletics, spiked the proposition first 
crack out of the box. He said the Yale 
team would break training that night, 
and. furthermore, no game could he 
played that xvn* not arranged the year 
liefore on the regular schedule of the 
team, as all games led bv easy stages 
to the crucial test of the season—the 
Harvard match.

Hamilton offered to pay their oxrn ex­
penses and play in private* on a week­
day. hut the offer was declined. It xvas 
the opinion of the Canadian delegate 
that the Tigers xvould have beaten Yale 
hands doxvn. just as it is a sure thing 
that Varsity this year could lieat the

1909 champion Yale team that had not 
a point scored on it all season.

These American teàms arc very defi­
cient in the open game, and are espe­
cially xveak behind the line, oxving to the 
insistent demand of the coaches for 
line-plunging and the undue emphasis 
put upon the value of possession of the 
hall.

There was a proposition made several 
weeks ago that two Canadian teams 
should go to Philadelphia on November 
27 (last Saturday) and give an exhibi­
tion of our game in place of the. Army- 
Nax-y contest, xvhieh had been cancelled 
oxving to the death of Cadet Byrne.

The stipulation made xvas that Var­
sity should he one of the teams, and it 
was the intention of the xvriter to se­
cure Hamilton as opponents if possible, 
so as to give the best exhibition of the 
Canadian game. Howex-er, oxring to the 
ties that (lex-eloped in the various Cana­
dian unions it was not possible to secure 
hii open date until after December 4, and 
the Philadelphia promoters were not: 
fied to this effect.

Since then there has lxeen another 
agitation to send txvo Canadian te%m* 
to Philadelphia, and Hamilton and Ot- 
taxva clubs have, been asked to go, 
though it îs Varsity that is really want­
ed. Hoxvever. the collegians can’t go un­
til the lltli. and so far those in authori­
ty hax-fi heard of no definite proposition 
from anyone.

Meanwhile the students will centre all 
their time and efforts on the final game 
for the Canadian championship, xvhieh 
will be played xvitli Parkdale. senior O. 
R. F. V. champions, on Saturday 
Rosedale. The teams got together last 
night and agreed on Dr. W. R. Hendry 
as referee, and W. A. Hexvitt. as umpire, 
The Varsity team had a full line-up last 
night on the campus, and the Parkdale 
boys had a work-out by electric light in 
the Mutual street rink.

Varsity and Ottawa are preferred 
because they are champions of their 
respective unions, and because the 
Philadelphia people xvould like to com­
pare the styles of the Inter provincial 
and Intercollegiate teams. Mr. Nelson 
has written Mr. Irwin signifying the 
willingness of the Canadian teams to go 
and word regarding the trip .is expected 
to-day.

All the players are delighted at the 
prospect of a" trip to the Quaker City. 
Ameriean football enthusiasts are be­
ginning to realize the necessity of a j 
change in the United States rules and 
may rex-ise their game and adopt many 
of the Canadian rules. The exhibition 
of Canadian football is almost certain 
to take place, and it is only a matter 
now of deciding which two teams shall 
go. It will cost about $3,000. and Mr.

The ex­
penses were very high, of course, as the 
club carried several trainers and .% 
conch, and alxvays treated its men in 
fine style.. Secretary O'Donohue *will 
present his statement at the annual 
me eting, xvhieh xvill be held shortly. Dr.
