Interviewed by a Bulletin represen­
tative yesterday Mr. Stewart said he 
had very little to say regarding the 
grading operations being carried on 
by his firm. The work of this year 
was only just starting. Men were dye­
ing engaged, supplies freighted to var­
ious points along the line, and the 
sub-contractors were moving their men 
and outfits into position and starting 
work. Owing to the early spring, 
construction work was starting fully 
one month earlier than last year, and' 
with la vo ruble weather contractors 
expected to finish their contracts well 
within the specified time.

In British Columbia Mr. Stewart 
stated that supplies had been taken 
up by I. sit from Vancouver to Prince 
Rupert, His company have the con­
tract for grading a 100-mHe section 
of tin- G. T. P. east from Prince Rup­
ert. This is some of the heaviest work 
on the line as if passes through a 
rocky country and blasting will have 
fo be done along almost the entire sec­
tion. A force of between 5,000 and 
0,000 men will be employed on this 
part of the lino this summer. The 
work is being sub-let to smaller con­
tractors who are engaged on the actual 
work of construction. On the Kita- 
maat branch a large force of men will 
also be employed this year. This sec­
tion is only 60 miles long, but the 
work is heavy.

Ottawa, April 24—The premier this 
afternoon presented to the House of 
Commons the reply of the railway

Many voters came from distant 
points.

New Orleans, Apirl 25.—Two hundred 
and twenty-five are known to be dead,. 
550 injured and one thousand houses de­
stroyed in Louisiana, Mississippi and 
Alabama by the tornado. This is the 
latest and most authentic report of the 
storm swept district.

First Report Gave 160 Dead.
New Orleans, April 24. — Two 

cyclones travelling in opposite direc­
tions spread death and destruction 
over a wide area in Louisiana, Ala­
bama and Mississippi today, the 
known casualties are: 130 dead and 
300 injured, besides unverified reports. 
Tlie first cyclone appeared in the 
vicinity of Shreveport about midnight, 
where several buildings were de­
stroyed and three injured, thence La- 
mourie, where a negro church, a 
dozen cabins and several dwellings 
>vere destroyed. The death roll here 
Was five, injured 26. Vidalia was 
visited next, the plantation houses 
and cabins being demolished. Mrs. 
Devereaux Shields, a society woman 
of Natchez, was among the killed, 
and J. H. Lnmkin, a wealthy planter 
being among the fatally injured.

Tariff Reform Triumphs.
The election returns give Johnson 

Hick 5,417, Winston Churchill 4,983. 
This means more than defeat; it is 
rout. It is only two years since 
Churchill came in with ther largest 
majority in modern times, and the 
result in this and other bye-elections 
proves that the government have com­
pletely lost the confidence of the na­
tion. If general elections were to be 
held now they would be defeated. 
Tariff reform seems- now deeply root­
ed in the minds of the communities, 
and Manchester, always inclined to­
wards Cobdenism, seems at last con­
vinced that foreign countries are be­
coming dangerous rivals in produc­
tive manufactures.

Coming on the heels of this and the 
other elections, it is regarded as signi­
ficant of the unpopularity of the 
Liberal policy not only on the licens­
ing question, but the more important 
one of free trade. The Conservative 
victories in Mid-Devon, South Here­
ford and Peckham fiVe-elections did 
not involve thé rejection of a cabinet 
minister, and are consequently far less 
crucial. However significant may 
have been the enofmous turn of vote, 
the Conservative gain was 1,019 votes 
in Manchester North. It would un­
doubtedly have been greater but for 
Churchill's ministerial position and 
personal popularity.

Socialist Influence Trivial.
A noteworthy feature is'the trivial 

support received by Irving. Socialist 
candidate. Both parties feared the 
drawing Off of a considerable vote, 
and the Socialists boasted they would 
astound both parties, but it proved a 
straight party contest. It is rumored 
Churchill will contest Dundee, where 
there is a vacancy owing to the eleva­
tion of thé Right Hon. Edmund 
Robertson to the peerage. It is re­
garded as impregnable.. Robertson’s 
last majority being 2.443.

On the whole the election was car­
ried on with great good humor, and, 
despite the burning excitement, noth­
ing untoward happened when the 
result was made known. It is said 
the triumphant joy exceeded that of 
the relief of Mafeking and Ladysmith. 
The Conservative press are unani­
mous in predicting a Liberal down­
fall at the next general election. It 
is an absolutely disastrous blow to 
free trade, says the Liberal “Morning 
Leader. “The great cause with which 
the name of Manchester used to be 
associated is endangered; perhaps 
lost.” Mr. Churchill and his mother 
wore among the first to go and con­
gratulate Johnson Hicks and his 
wife.

Continuing westward, the full force of 
the cyclone hit Amite City and de­
stroyed every oliurch in the town, 
fifty buildings were damaged. The 
injured number 150 and several were 
killed.

St, Louis, April 24.—The wind 
storm damaged buildings here includ­
ing the brewers'. A big cyclone scare 
was general.

Galveston, Texas, April 24.—The 
cyclone is responsible for 18 deaths 
and 30 injured in the state.

Texas Town Destroyed.
Paris, Texas, April 24—A tornado 

destroyed the eastern portion of De­
port, a town twenty miles southeast 
of Paris, last night, killing W. B. 
Isbell, a druggist, and injuring sev­
eral others. The Isbell family was 
at supper when the storm came, and 
Mrs. Isbell and the children ran to 
the " storm hous.e and were unhurt. 
Mr. Isbell remained in the house and 
was crushed to death when it fell.

Practically all the residences on 
the east side of the town were destroy­
ed, at least twenty-five or thirty be­
ing scattered over the country in 
fragments. The cotton oil mill, includ­
ing the boiler house, seed_ and flax 
shedS, was blown away, and the en­
tire plant is a wreck.

The path of the storm was several 
hundred yards wide. Oak Grove, a 
town east of Clarksville, on -the Tex­
as & Pacific railroad, is reported al­
most destroyed. Many houses were 
demolished, but there were no fatali­
ties.

Three Said to be Killed.
Memphis, Tenn., April 24—A tor­

nado swept over Walls, Miss., at two 
oclock this morning, and it is report­
ed that the town is destroyed. Three 
people are rejioited killed and several 
injured. Telegrapn and telephone 
wires are down between Memphis 
and Walls. The roof of the Yazoo 
& Mississippi Valley railway station 
was blown off and tlie building other­
wise wrecked. A relief train lias left 
Memphis for the scene.

Thirty Buildings Demolished.
Sioux Falls, S.D., April 24—Informa­

Nationalists Have No Love For Pre­
mier But They Will Give Him a 
Chance to Show His Hand on 
Irish Questions.

RETURN at old scale

London April 24 Asquith,
the new premier, is not trusted by tlie 
Nationalists, and his accession to 
office is giving rise to a restlessness 
similar to that which followed the re­
jection of the Irish councils bill.

Some of the junior members o{ the 
Irish party arp eager for a campaign 
of actual opposition to the Liberals. 
The more experienced members, how­
ever, are in favor of giving Mr. «As­
quith a trial. The position is compli­
cated bv the production of the univer­
sity bill, which is generally approved 
in Ireland, and which the more solid 
elements of politics are anxious not 
to imperil. The tangle of the land 
act finance has also to be unravelled 
before a forward movement on the na­
tional question can be safely under­
taken.

Meantime William O’Brien is about 
to summon a new conference on the 
land question with General Sir Wm. 
Butler as chairman. The report of 
the congested districts commission is 
ready for public action. Sir Anthony 
Donnell’s recommendations have been 
rejected by the majority of the com­
mission. and in consequence he has 
.resigned his position as under sec re-, 
tnry of Ireland.

It is possible that Jie may be reward­
ed by a peerage for his services in 
Ireland, and as he is without an heir, 
and the honor would be merely a life 
peerage.

Guatemala City, Guatemala, April 
24.—President Cabrera himself is 
authority for the statement that eigh­
teen of the ringleaders in a conspir­
acy against his life already have been 
shot to death, and that probably 
more executions will fellow. Presi­
dent Cabrera, against whose life an 
attempt was made by students on 
Monday last, today received the repre­
sentatives of the various powers and 
made a lengthy statement to them 
that he had unearthed an extensive 
conspiracy against him that led up 
'to his attempted assassination. He 
declared that eighteen of the leaders 
have been executed by hits orders, 
and that the death penalty would oe 
meted out to the others in the hands 
of the military.

Among these are the men who were 
imprisoned a year ago, having been 
implicated in a plot to assassinate 
tlie president., They were sentenced 
to death soon after their arrest, but 
the sentence had not been carried 
out. President Cabrera said that he 
had proof that a majority of these pri­
soners were implicated in tlie new' 
plot against his life; that they would 
be executed without delay. The Pre­
sident has issued a proclamation stat­
ing that he is confident that the peo­
ple are with hifn and will preserve 
order with a strong hand. Although 
there is a surface tranquility here, 
conditions arc really serious. The 
military is in control of the city and 
a partial suspension of business lias 
resulted.

The revolutionary feeling is strong 
in many quarters and there are those 
who will not hesitate to go to any 
length . or face any danger in their 
efforts to make away with tin* presi­
dent.

Guatemala is Critical.
