MB. GOODRIDGE’8 WARNING TO 
THE GOVERNMENT.

The reckless financial measures of 
the Morris Government have alarmed 
political friend and foe alike, and 
nothing they have done has under­
mined their political power to a great­
er degree. The extraordinary revers­
al of financial policy as set forth in 
the two last speeches of the Minister 
of Finance, is the biggest “give-away” 
that has ever occurred in the history 
of budget-making in Newfoundland. 
Last year, the Minister of Finance de­
clined to assume responsibility for a 
big and general reduction in taxation 
as. was set before the country in the 
Manifesto of Sir Edward Morris in 
16C8. This year he assumes respon­
sibility. Last year he preferred the 
policy of collecting the taxes on' these 
articles, of having plenty of money for 
the extravagancies of the Govern­
ment and for the distribution of sur­
plus In way» which he believed would 
catch the political support of voters.

Last year he laid down the prin­
ciple that the reduction of taxation 
should be gradual and not in one fell 
swoop which was calculated to dislo­
cate trade. This year he eats his 
words and fills trader» with dismay 
and disgust which even Government 
supporters la the- Legislative Council

like Hon. Mr. Winter, do not hesitate 
eo express freely and frankly.

Now what has brought about this re­
versal of policy? The extravagance 
and largesses of the previous four 
years had undoubtedly filled -the 
country1 with contempt for their rul­
ers. l)ie Government is as unpopu­
lar as a government can be. Some­
thing hid to be "done, and the some­
thing determined was the carrying 
out of the Morris pledge to reduce 
taxation on the tea, sugar, &c., 
which had been discarded in four 
budgets and its obsequies performed 
byrMinister Cashin in his Budget 
Speech of 1912. The pledge was re- 
sfirtected in the hope of redeeming 
somewhat the unpopularity of the 
Government. The reversal of the 
policy is political halt to catch votes, 
and was so regarded at the Sealers’ 
meeting in the T. A. Hall. These vot- 
erp had their eyes open and character­
ized the, bait as stale and useless to 
catch votes.

But though useless for this purpose 
It seriously jeopardises the financial 
standing of the Colony, as may well 
be gathered when ah ex-Premier, and 
an experienced statesman Mke Mr. 
Good ridge advlsek eautiqn and strong­
ly urges the utilization of any sur­
plus, as a Sinking Fund to meat any 
risk and to keep, up the credit of the 
Colony. We append the part of Mr- 
Good ridge’s -speech in the Legislative 
Council which bears on this risk:

Hon. Mr. Qoodridge—Perhaps I may 
be excused here to saying that it be- 

• hovee our Finance Minister to be 
cautious -and remember that seven- 
eights of our revenue is derived frofn 
Customs duties on importa, that about 
two-fifths of our imports are duty free 
and comprise to a great extent, the 
necessaries of Mfe, and about three- 
fifths from dutiable goods comprising 
a great deal of luxuries, and any re­
verse may be serious as in the event 
of low seasons luxuries would not be 
imported to any great extent and the
revenues drop off. Every country is 
liable to such changes and particular­
ly ourselves to a greater extent than 
others, where our fisheries are the 
mainstay and so subject to fluctuation. 
I do not by any means look on the 
gloomy side. I believe the revenue of 
the Colony will be kept up "and If it 
fails,I it will not be for some years. 

I submit that the Minister of 
ice should act with- great care. 1 

would suggest that the Government 
invOpt the surpluses to a sinking fund 
whifh would be as a security to dc- 

re holders and to etabilitate our 
it, if in the future the Colony had 

to fltil for a Loan.

honour. On account of the period of 
mourning in the British Court all ar­
rangements for public entertainments 
have been abandoned.

ST. PETERSBURG, Tp-day.
Another great Slav demonstration 

occurred here to-day, but on tills oc­
casion the police did not interfere. 
The climax was reached when a crowd 
of fifty thousand appeared ; before 
Anitchkoff Palace, the residence \ of 
the Dowager Empress, and sang the 
National Anthem, and displayed ban­
ners inscribed with “DoWn with Aus­
tria, and Scutari for Montegrlns."

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Setting aside precedents more than
century old, President Wilson will 

deliver the first Legislative message 
in person and announces his intention 
to go upon the floor of the House, con­
vened for Tuesday, here to give that 
body hia views on the tariff. This de­
cision of the President evoked much 
comment among Congressional lead­
ers. He will be the first President of 
the United States to appear officially 
before either branch of Congress to 
deliberative session since John Adams 
In the first few years of the last cen­
tury. ___________

' - LONDON, To-day.
Rioting Suffragettes held a meeting 

lh Hyde Park, which becomes regu­
lar Sunday afternoons, on Sunday. A 
crowd which numbered 15,000 became 
hostile, and only a big force of po­
lice prevented the rioters from hand 
ling the women roughly. Two suffra 
gettes talked half an hour, but were 
unable to make themselves heart 
above the uproar of horns and hoot­
ing. Missiles qf various kinds wert 
thrown,, and Miss Bracken bury was 
struck in the face. The mounted po­
lice finally escorted the suffragettes 
from Hÿde Park, while the police on 
foot kept the crowd from following. 
Similar disturbances occurred at 
Wimbledon Common, where - Ann* 
Kenny attempted to speak, but wit 
howled down.

BAY CITY, Oregon, To-day. 
Twentyrtwo men, including th< 

ship’s captai n, President of the Wreck 
tog Company at Portland, and repre 
sentativée of Marine Underwriters 
were trapped to the hold of the Ger 
foan ship ‘Mimi,’ which capsized of 
the Beach here, after having * beer 
hauled off a reef on which she ha< 
been fast for months.

A heavy st< 
is pounding the wreck, and life-sav 
ers refuse to attempt rescue until i 
moderates. Life-savers were campti 
on the Beach last night watching fo 
a chance to reach .the wreck. Th 
Mimi was to ballast for Valparaiso 
from Astoria, and was piled Up on.tto 
reef February' 13th last. She war 
hauled on the rocks at high tide an«
