Western Ontario Cheese and Butter 

Aesoelatlon Arrangements for 
the Season.

KEEP IT HOLY

At a meeting of the directors of the 
Western Ontario Cheese and Butter 
Association held on Friday in Brant­
ford, arrangements were completed for 
the work of the association during the 
coming season. There were present: 
Messrs. R. Al. Ballantyne, Stratford, 
president; A. Wenger, Ay ton; James 
Connolly, Porter Hill; J. H. Paget, 
Candoro; H. Eagle, Attercliffe Station ; 
Robt. Johnston, Bright; Geo. H. Barr, 
Bebringville; Geo. G. Goodhand, Mil­
verton; Murdoch Morrison, Hamilton.

Air. Goodhand placed his Alilverton 
cheese factory, free of charge, at the 
disposal of the directors fur illustra­
tion and experimental purposes dur­
ing the coming season, and Mr. A. 
Smith, superintendent Western Dairy 
School, was appointed officer in charge 
of the station. He will conduct ex­
periments in fermentation and curd 
tests, and .illustrate the latest and 
most improved methods of cheese fac­
tory operation. .Mr. Smith begins his 
duties at the experimental station in 
April, and is to be in attendance there 
every alternate week until the middle 
of October.

The president and Messrs. Goodhand 
and Barr were appointed a committee 
to advise with Mr. Smith as to illus­
trations and experiments.

The following were appointed in­
structors at factories and creameries: 
Jas. Morrison. Brantford, for cheese 
factories in the counties of Oxford, 
Norfolk. Ilaldimand, Welland, Lin- 
colin. Wentworth, Brant, Halton. Peel 
and Waterloo; A. Smith. Dairy School, 
Strathroy. at cheese factories in the 
counties of Perth and Wellington, a,nd 
also at all the summer creameries in 
Western Ontario; C. O. Luton, Lon­
don, at cheese factories in the coun­
ties of Essex. Kent. Elgin, and the 
portions of Middlesex and La mb ton 
lying south of the Grand Trunk Rail­
way, running from Stratford via Lon­
don to Sarnia: George McDonald, 
Rluevale. at all the cheese factories, 
not situated in any of the foregoing. 
The instructors’ duties will include the 
making of fermentation tests at fac­
tories when such tests have been duly 
applied for by the managers.

The Preservation of the Sabbath Earn­
estly Advocated by Rev. J. K.

Shearer—A Mass-Meeting.
Upon the conclusion o| the regular 

services at St. Andrew’s Church last 
night, a mass meeting was held of those 
to whom it is a matter of interest that 
there be preserved to Canada a Sab­
bath such as it was intended that day 
should be—a day set apart for the 
Lord, l ;• spiritual and physical good.
After an introductory service of song 
and prayer, led by Rev. W. J. Clark, 
the president of the local branch of the 
Lord’s Day Alliance, Rev. Thomas 
Wilson’, who presided, introduced Rev.
J. G. Shearer, the newly-appointed 
traveling secretary. The latter’s ap­
pointment has been due, In large mea­
sure, to the recognition of the neces­
sity for more active operations for the 
overthrow of certain existing condi­
tions, and for the prevention of en­
croaching evils.

On account of the invidious inroads 
of worldly pleasures and unnecessary 
worldly toil, Air. Shearer believed that 
there was urgent need of an upheaval 
of public opinion in order that the 
great privilege of the Sabbath might 
remain intact. Illustrating by the 
present war, the forecasting rumbles 
of which had been heard in England 
for many years, and which now is the 
endeavor to preserve the honor of the 
Queen and the integrity of the empire, 
he presented the opinion that as the 
subjects of the King of Kings, whose 
empire was greater than all earthly 
ones, it was our duty and privilege to 
maintain its glory, to guard against 
all that would tend to lessen it. Such 
comparatively minor evils as the deri­
sion of religion and all connected with 
It, and the teaching of Seventh-Day 
Adventism, were to be warded off, but 
the real danger was caused by two 
evils, the greed of gold and the desire 
for pleasure—evils which co-operated, 
because of each seeing in the other 
the satiation of its own lusts. These 
were making serious inroads upon the 
precious heritage of the people. If one 
of the pleas commonly used, that of 
convenience, were allowed in one in­
stance, as in Sunday street cars, might 
not that entail the abolition of re­
strictions upon other conveniences, 
such as mail deliveries, newspapers, 
open shops and saloons? If allowed 
once, why not always? The danger 
was apparent, and if provisions were 
not made so that it might be set aside, 
then there would be the possibility of 
a Canadian Sabbath similar to the Eu­
ropean and the United States. Com­
mercial necessity was another excuse 
advanced to Justify the desecration of 
the Sabbath, and because of a present 
interpretation of existing laws. It 
would be possible for alj pursuits under 
the control of corporations to infringe 
upon the sanctity of the Sabbath. “The 
liberty of each to rest demands the 
law- of rest for all,” and on that ac­
count the alliance was entering into a 
c-ampaign to create a public opinion 
and to arouse the public interest In this 
most important matter. The organi­
zation was growing; It had now Home 
70 branches. Its work had been effec­
tive; it should be mote effective. He 
hoped that there would be a recognition 
of the fact that al! such work was of 
provincial"and national Importance: it 
could not be considered as of only local 
Interest.

Rev. Principal Caven, president of 
the Provincial Alliance, spoke briefly.
He believed that if we were to have a 
Sabbath such as had Europe, the right 
arm of the Christian Church would 
tw* paralyzed. The people should be 
aroused ta Ihs peril. He emphasized 
the fact that it was not wished to force 
anyone to pursue a certain line of ac­
tion. The desire was to educate the
people along this lin». . _ , _

Little damage is noticeable 
from the outside of the building, as 
the main wall of the theater, surround­
ed by galleries, in which are situated 
the offices and dressing-rooms, is still 
standing, and it is hoped to reconstruct 
the interior without rebuilding this 
wall. The government has decided that 
the work of reconstruction shall pro­
ceed immediately, for which a credit of 
3,000,000 francs will be asked.

THE WAR LOAN.
London, March 12.—It is estimated 

that the war loan was over-subscribed 
within two hours on Saturday.

The new war loan, which the Stock 
Exchange has christened “Khaki’s,” 
has been already thrice covered, ex­
clusive of applications from the prov­
inces, the colonies and- the continent.
