Don’t imagine that a plentitude of 

furniture means a well furnished 
house. It does nothing of the sort.

Don’t waste your money on a draw­
ing room sideboard (so-called). And 
if you are unfortunate enough to. pos- 
s'ess one already don’t overload it with 
cheap china ornaments.

Don’t buy cheap saddlebag, velvet or 
plush furniture.

Finally, buy the least amount of fur­
niture you can do with, and let tt be 
of as simple a design as possible, and 
your house to sure to be well furnished.

CARE OF LACES.
Iron lace on the right side first, then 

on tho wrong side, to throw up the 
pattern.

When ironing laces cover them with 
a clean white tissue paper. This pre­
vents tiie shiny look seen on washed 
lace.

When putting lace away fold as lit­
tle as possible. A good plan is to wind 
It round a card, as they do in shops.

Use corn flour instead of ordinary 
starch for stiffening laces. This makes 
them firm, and does not detract from 
the “lacy” appearance.

Laces and other delicate trifles 
should be placed in a muslin bag be­
fore being boiled. This prevents their 
getting lost and torn in the wash.

All laces before being ironed should 
be carefully pulled out, each point re­
ceiving attention. You will be repaid 
for your trouble, as the lace will look 
twice as nice and last clean a much 
longer time.

carlrere. Four years ago the States 
exported to the rest of the world bi­
cycles and parta of bicycles valued at 
$1.59'..012. The demand had increased j 
bo greatly that in the next year the 
manufacturers cent abroad wheels 
valued at $7,006.323. The height of the 
“craze” seems to have been reached 
then, for the exports fell In 1808 to 
$6.846.529, to $o,753,880 In 1899, and 
dropped to $3.561.025 in 1900. But as 
an engine of utility the hike will, pro- 
bahly, always be with. us.
