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qualities is as low as one-fourth of that 
rate. A still more unfair discrimination is 
made in the tax on tweeds and coatings, a 
levy of 10 cents a pound being excessively 
heavy on coarser and cheaper grades, 
which are heavier than finer goods. There 
are, also, many special absurdities, such 
as a tax on albums of 6 cents a pound. 
It is sometimes argued that consumers 
may evade the duty by buying goods 
from Canadian manufacturers. But a 
duty cannot be evaded. Canadian manu- 
facturers of goods similar to those upon 
which an import duty is levied are enabled, 
by the duty, to levy an equal tax upon 
their customers. And consumers have only 
the option of paying the duty to the 
Government or to the Canadian manufac­
turers.

“The following list does not contain all 
the articles in which there is a discrimina­
tion against cheap goods, nor does it 
exhibit the wildest discriminations nor 
highest duties. It shows how the rate of 
taxation varies on the articles named in 
proportion to the price, and makes very 
decidedly against the contention that the 
N. P. is a poor man’s tariff:
