CHURCHILL ON TARIFFS CHANGED IN DUTIES
Mr. Fielding Gives Notice of More 

Amendments to Act.
Ottawa, July 8. — The Minister of 

Finance yesterday gave notice of reso­
lutions for the imposition of an excise 
duty of $1 90 a gallon or less on alcohol 
manufactured from sugar, syrup, mo­
lasses or other saccharine matter, and 
a duty of 2% cents a pound on malt 
flour or malt imported into Canada 
and ground. The duty on alcohol dis­
tilled from molassas will be the same 
‘as that on alcohol distilled from grain. 
The malt flour is used by the brewers 
in substitution for malt. The resolu­
tions take effect July 8.
