Joe, Kenney, the engineer, with his
fellow-workmen employed in the lighting
department were out of doors in a second,
and immediately located the blaze.. -/ ‘.
It was a little fire then—a few pails o
water would have put it out, if they could
only have reached it on the instant.
But the doors were locked and there was’
no axe at hand to break them in. ;
The fire was in the furthest front corner of
thetepairroom—formerlyused as a car house
and lately utilized for winding dynamos and
doingsuch work. One of the men remained

THE TRAIN ROBBERY.

.| Encounter Between Officers and the

Supposed Perpetrators of
the Outrage.

The Speriﬂ’ Still in Hot Pursuit,
With Hopes of Capturing the
Miscreants,

Visania, Cal, Aug. 5.—Last night,
Chris. Evans, an old resident of this com.
munity, aged forty years, went to the
office of Dr. Combs, and paid his bill. W hen
asked where he had been recently, he sajq
he had just returned from the mountains,
where he hadbeen workingona miningclaim,
During the evening John Sontag was mes
on the street by an acquaintance, who asked
him where he had been lately. He
said he was just back from a trip
East. Evans, who came here from Minne-
sota in<1887, is known as a sort of a partner
of Sontags, and despite the fact that both
have borne good reputations they were sus-
pected of having been Thursday morning’s
train robbers near Fresno Detective
Hickey arrived in Visalia last night, and
this morning Detective Smith and Sheriffs
Cunningham and Purvis camein. It wusev.
dent that all the clues led to Visalia. Thig
afternoon Deteetive Smith and Deputy
Sheriff Witty went to Christopher Evang
house and asked George Connant alias Son-
tag to step up to the sheriff’s office, where
he was arrested. The officers returned to
Evans’ honse and secured George Connant’s
trunk, and were fired npon by Evans and
John Sontag; Witty being seriously woun-
ded and Smith reeciving s charge of small
shot in the hands. All the officers started
back to where ‘the shoeting occurred, fol-

‘| lowed by a posse armed with shot guns.

At 4 o'clock thisafternoem therobbers were
seen north-east of Visalia, driving rapidly
with the officers omly half a mile behind
them, Detective Smith being interviewed
by a United States reporter to-might, gave
the following version of the shooting: Mr.
Witty and T went down te Chris. Evang’
house and asked George Conpant alias
Sontag to step up to the sheriff’s
office-as we heard he was on the train when
it was robbed, and wanted to ask him rela-
tive to what be saw. We brought him to
the Sheriff's office where he made a state-
ment, and they arrested him on a charge of
having robbed the train. Mr. Witty and I
then returned to Evans’ heuse. \While
hitching the horses we saw Jobn Sontag
entering the house. A. little girl in the
house said Mr., *Sontag was not
in the house. . Just then Chris
Eyans- entered the house from the rear
behind ‘a portiere separatimg the sitling
room from the bedroom. Sontag was
found with a ‘double-barrelled shot gun
ready for sction, Lstcpped: aside and at-
tempted to unbutton. my coat to reach my
six.ghooter, when I saw that Evans had
another shot gundown,. Witty aud I ran
out, he through the gateway and I over the
fence,- leaving the team as we had
not  time to:unhitch it. Evans pur-
sued Witty and - Sont.g : followed me,

Loeking over my shoulder just as
Evans fired at Witty, I stopped and
fired two shots at Evans, when Sentag fired
at me. As he pulled the trigger I crouchod
and the charge went over Me, but rising he
fired sgﬂ.'n, the shot striking my back and
bands. The shots were doubled. Ihad an
express .wagon close by with. whieh I in-
tended taking George Connant’s trank to

the depot. I jum%d ,into _the  wagon
and  drove -to -town. They  took
the team that we had' left and

drove off; but as one of the horses was
stiffened up they will undoubtedly be aver-
hauled. DIfound in Chris Evane’ house the
material of which masks were made. The
team and buggyithey used at the robbery
was hired here by Juhn Sontag. Wity is
shot through the body from the back on the
right side, about &ix inches. below the
shounlder blade. , There are also:forty small
shot wounds in-the shoulder and dide of his
neck. When the officers returned to Evane’
house, and'by some stratagem hoped to in-
duce Joha Sont;'g away, they secured the
services of H. N. Denny; an expressman,
stating that they| wished him to bring back
a trunk. Denny followed the officcrs and
arrived’ at the house about same time.
Denny says that the officers entered house
and a few moments later he heard shots.
Four men rushed out of the house. The
men wer ting promi ty, and Evans
ran towards-the gate between Smith and
myself. Smith fired twice, and one ball
whizzed by in uncomfortabie preximity to
my head. Ewuins got out safe, and Smith
staggered as  though badly hurt. He con-
tinued following Evans until he reached
the gate, when he motioned wme to
come. I'drowe up, when heordered me to
drive him to she sheriff’s office as fast as
possible. TLtold him I could head the men
‘off who were rlmning across the vacant lot.
He suid:. ‘“Take me to town, E am shot.”
1 asked him to give me his revolver and I
would stop them. He refused and aeted as
though seriously wounded.. F thea drove
to the sheriffs office as fast as I could.”

Denny is an old man, aged abeat sixty
years. Viealia is'in a fever of excitement
over the encounter with Sontag and Evans,
who are undoubtedly the traim rebbers.
Every available man immediately started
in pursuit, all armed' to the teeth.
SherififCasningham, of Stoekton, and Sheriff
Purvis, of Modesto, were in.tewm, and are
foremost among the pursuers. Deputy
SherifiiPred Hall returned from the chase
to-night, and stated that he was only ten
minutes behind the outlaws onece, but lost
the trait at Elbow Schoolhowse. Hall and
others again started out to-might, heading
for, Sequoia Mills.
