The celebrated Strathcona
Horse will be revived, and it is expect-
ed that many men who served in that
splendid regiment, which was raised b,
the generosity of the venerable hi;i
commissioner, will join the corps again.
It is possible in larger towns that the
establishment of independent infantry
companies will be authorized, but a
mounted regiment is preferred.

THE MOROCCAN SITUATION.

French. and German Governments
Together and :‘mno:o me

Berlin,, April 15.—Foreign Minister
Delcasse talked over the Morocco ques-
tion with Prince Von Rodolin, the Ger-
map ambassador, yesterday, thus begin-
ning a direct exchange of views hetween
the German and French governments.
Nothing is said at the foreign office here
régarding the sul of the interview
only that Von Rodolin reviewed Del-
-casse’s ot ations in suitable spirit.
The foreign office prefers to make no
statement on the subject insomuch as
the French newspapers, even the so-call-
ed inspired papers, today contain noth-
ing from the French foreign office re-
garding the conference.

Paris, April 15.—Although details are
carefully guarded, there is the best of
reason to believe conversations have act-
ually begun between representatives of
France and Germany with a view te re-
moving misanderstandings relative to
Morocco. It is certain diplomatic means
have been found to bring about a mutunal
exchange of views in place of the mu-
tual recriminations +which heretofore
have been going on. This favorabie
turn of affairs appears to be the direet
result of the miore moderate attitude
Germany has shown in communicating
with Washington and London, Rome,
Madrid, St. Petergsburg and Vienna.

Information reaching high quarters
here is quite definite that all the capi-
tals except Vienna took substantially the
same grounds as did Washington in as-
suming a neutral or mnegative attitude
towards Germany’s propositions relative
to Morocco. Concerning Vienna, the in-
formation is less exact, but it is believed
to be in accordance with the action of
other capitals. .

The Matin says the community of
ideas between the United States and
France is moc&lcomplete, and the paper
congratulates the government upon the
cordiality existing in London and the
strong support given there to the French
position. This leads diplomats to say
Great Britain owes Krance much more
moral support in Morocco.

The Anglo-French Understanding
resulted in France relinquishing to Great
Britain the Freuch shore of Newfound-
land and important rights in Egypt, and
Great Britain’s consideration for rtais
was the recognition of France’s para-
mount influence in Morocce.

There is held that since Great Britain
has obtaired pessessim of the Newfound-
land shore and of the French rights in
‘Egypt there is a definite obliga~>n on
the part of Great Brifain to del’re> her
part of the contract, namely, Fr<’ & pre-
dominaunce in Moroeco.
