SUBSIDIARY HIGH COURT POWERS.
Sec. 1.—The subsidiary high court is the 

source of all legitimate authority of the 
ancient order of foresters in the Dominion 
of Canada. It possesses exclusive jurisdic­
tion and power, subject, however, to such 
laws as reserve certain rights to the high 
court of the order.

To establish, regulate and control the 
forms, ceremonies, written and unwritten 
work, and to provide for the safe keeping 
and uniform teaching and dissemination of 
the same.

To provide and furnish all lecture books, 
dispensations, emblems, certificates, clear­
ances, and such other goods or parapherna­
lia as may be necessary for the uniform 
working of the order.

To provide for the distribution of all pass­
words, and regulate the mode and 
of using the same, and to prescribe such 
regulations as may be necessary to 
the safe and easy intercourse and identifi­
cation of the brethren.

To establish the order in the Dominion 
of Canada where the same has not been in­
stituted.

To provide a revenue, by means of a per 
capita tax on each subordinate court, and 
charges for supplies furnished.

To provide for annual and other returns 
eaeh district and suhnrdiwte court 

under its jurisdiction.
To hear and determine throngh its final 

arbitrators all appeals from district or sub­
ordinate courts not in district,in accordance 
with the regulations of the order.

To enact law» aid regulations of general 
application to cany into effect -the forego­
ing, and all other powers reserved by these 
laws, to the subsidiary high court or its ex 
ecufave council, and such as may be neces­
sary to enforce its legitimate authority over 
district and subordinate courts under its 
jurisdiction.

To grant dispensations to district courts; 
to define the territorial extent of their 
jurisdiction ; to grant dispensations to sub­
ordinate courts not within the territorial 
jurisdiction of any district or court, and to 
provide a constitution for each subordinate 
court under its jurisdiction.

Sec. 2.—All laws and alterations in laws, 
made at the high court meeting of each 
year, shall come into effect1 on the 1st of 
October following, and other resolutions of 
the subsidiary high court not intended to 
be embodied as laws shall be binding at 
the conclusion of the sittings of the subsi­
diary high court, unless otherwise ordered 
by the meeting.

The meeting was addressed by the 
mayor, Rev. Dr. Wild, Mr. J. B. King, 
I.O.O.F., Mr. W. Boon, C.O.O.F., Mr. J. 
Hague, Mr. J. J. Hallworth, president St.

J. Tye, “ That we es­
tablish a subaidary high court for Canada.”

H. Webster, “ That the executive 
council of the order shall be selected from 
the district in which the executive council 
is held, and that the council shall be rési­
nent within a radius of ten miles of the 
centre of the city or town in which the 
high coart is held.” Lost.
