New York, July 25.—“A Member- of
Parliament ” cabling from London to the
Hersld says : The only well-known follow-
ers of Parnell who came back are Messrs.
Harrington and ,Redmond. The anti-Par-
pellites fought them everywhere with the
aid of the priests. Behold the result—we
shall have 26 new Irish members among the
McCarthyites, all appearing for the first
time in Parliament.

Of course the Liberal-Unionist seceders
from Mr. Gladstone have saffered, but not
to the extent the Gladstonians anticipated
and  hoped. They bave come back, 46
strong, objects of the most fatherly in-
terest of Mr. Gladstone. 1 think I see a
couple of doubtful persons in this party,
but the rest will stand firm to their colors.
With 268 staunch Conservatives they will
wake up & most formidable army.

The Gladstonians proper only number
274, so that the Uniohists ‘have no cause to
be ashamed of their muster roll.

There will be many new faces in the House,
and the doorkeepers and officials have all
their work eut out to“learn” them. Among
the (3ladstonigns there are 104 who never
sat in Parliament before, and gmong the
Conservatives 75. Altogether there will be
214 new members out of a total of 670,

Some excellent men have gone, many of
them specimens of the ‘“fine old English
gentleman,”like Sir Rainald Knightly. The
drift of the times is against them and they
caunot stand against the raging tide of de-
mocracy. With every Hotise of Commons
henceforth the type which stood its ground
for so many centuries in Parliament will
became more and more rare.

Mr. Gladstone has lost some of his sturdy
supporters and their places' have been
taken by, men whom he must profoundly
distrust and who look upon him as a played-
out relic of the past—as a curiosity of a re-
mote era, fit only to be labelled and put
into a museum. They would not like to get
up in a public meeting and say so, but that
is the feeling of many of them.

The old order is changing. Men who led
the Liberal party are no longer in touch
ith it. Kven Mr. Morley is being rapidl
left behind. It is the old story—the M(;
vanced radical is very soon distanced by
some one more advanced. The guillotine
which he has so bravely used falls upon his
own neck. The new school of radicals will
sweep away the old and before many years
are over the glory of Burns and company

will have been dimmed.

Who of all the men well known to the
public came back to the new Parliament
much stronger than before? There is but
one answer, and that is Chamberlain.
Owing to his superior powers of organiza-
tion or personal influence he has carried
every position. He has even enlarged his
borders so as to include some of the mid-
land counties. He is in a - position to die-
tate his own terms to either Lord Salisbury
or Mr. Gladstone, and in proportion as he
has grown Lord Randolph Churchill has
shrivelled and declined. He decided to
effuce himself from this contest and succeed-
ed only too well. No one thinks of him, no
one mentions his name. He has allowed his
old rival to do all the work and fill the
public eye.

What The Washington Post Has to Say
About the Matter, i

week, The Washington Post to-dsy, in 3
leaaing editorial, says:

“The Canadian Retaliation Bill has now.
passed both Honses of Congress, and will
:gndilyhbecomnlsw. While abret:llnh-

ry policy is in some respects objection-
able, and, as a rule, to be avoided if
possible, especially between such near
neighbors as Canada and the United States,
for the reason that innocent ecitizens
are the victims of its oppressive results,
there seemed to be no other way in this in-
stance in which to bring the Dominion
Govertiment to terms, and that such will
be its effect is highly desirable to the inter-
ests of all parties concerned.

They will doubtless
realize in time, should their present stub-
born position be maintained, that two can
play at the same game and . that Canadian
commerce is not exempt from burdens in
American waters so long as the vessels of

CANADA'S NICKEL INDUSTRY.

U.8. AND ENGLISH CAPITALISTS
APPROPRIAZTING 178 RICHLS,

Oanadian Moneyed Men Not Wide Enough
Awake to the Inducements for Pro-
fitable Investment Held Out to Them —

Efforts Being Made to Float a Joint.

Stock Company to Erect a Smelter.

One of the richest goms in the crown of
Canada’s unlimited natural resources is the
nickle field in Algoma. But if Canadians
do not keep awake they will not get as much
of the profits accruing from the de-
velopment of the nickel mines  as
they might, ﬁlready the mines now
being worked are practically in the hands of
American and Euglish capitalists, and the
greater proportiou of every doflar turned
into the pockets of these oufside capitalists
means so much contributed towards enrich-
ing them instead of ourselyes. | Of course wo
are only wo glad to welcome foreign capital
to our shores, but at the same
time tile more home- capital we have
invested in developing our own industries the
botter, ; :

Canadians are not yet sufficiently imbuod
with that spirit of enterprise in the develop-
ment of our nickel industries as would be
expected under the circumstances.
no doubs about it. The _ value of
the Sudbury . mickel flelds is “past
man’s understanding.” Foreigners seem
to have = a  better conception ® of
it than even we have ourselves. Only the
other day an essayist from a nickel-mining
district in Norway was sent to! this country
to spy out our fields, Over thére they have
como to the conclusion that their product
wili soon be sbhut out of the market by
the Canadian article. And why shouldn’t
they § .In . Norway - the  percentage
of nickel extracted from the ore is from % to
114 per cent., while the very lowest obtaived
in Sudbury not only equals Norway’s maxi-
mum but runs up as high as 10 per cents
Then again while in Canada ore that will
yield 4 pex cent, can bo obtained 82 feet below
the surface and in some places nearly that
percentage from 2 to 3 feet down, in Norway
they in some iustances have to delve some
1500 feet into the bowels of the. earth to ob-
tain even 50 per cent. less nickel In a word,
the chance of making money in vhe Sudbury
district is nine-tenths greater than in any
other mining distriet in the world.

Mow Nickel Coins Money. :
Practical illustratigns of the possibilities
of the nickel-mining mdustry are not want-
ing. In one shipment ulone, made some time
ago, of 240 cars there was one and a half

million dollars’ worth of npickel, and
the Americon Government was the
purchaser. Then it will not be
torgotten Ly some that the Dominion Min-
eral Company paid 100 per cent. in dividends
in four years and then sold out for §2,000,000,
payment being made in cash and shares.
I'he production last year showed an increase
in value over the previous year of some
£2,000,000. And all was the result of the
operations of four comphnies.

I'he Canadian companies in the field have
behind them live, energetic men; but they are
crippled in their operations by an ' iisuffl-
cioncy of cepital. They have no ditliculty
of procuring the necessary moans of bring-
ing the ore to the surface, but the great ob-
stacle in the way is the want of smelting
facilities, the product not being marketable
in the raw or rusted state. The
cost of establishing a smelter is from
£45,000° to $60,000, no small sum for a comn-
pany with limited capital to produce, In
order to overcome this difficulty Mr. Her-
bert A. Hilyard, the well-known assayiss, is
now eongaged in floating a  joint
stock company, The object is to get
three or four of the young companies
to amalgamate, and build a customs
smelteron a site that will ensure good rail-
way ‘communication ‘and other necessary
fucilities. The advantages to be derived
from: such amalgamation are many.
Smelfing could be made cheaper; there
would be a saving in capital, and
furthermore, @ large smelter could
be operated at a cost exceeding but very
listle that required o run a small one,
There is plenty ot capital in the country
aund it could scarcely be turned into a more
profitable fleld—at any rate, a more promis-.
ln;{ one. The Ontario Government will be
asked to assist the project; but not until the
projectors have proved the success of
their - undertaking -to be beyond. the
snadow of a doubt will the desideratum
be -asked, As far as they are con-
cerned. they are not at all sceptical
of results, provided the necessary cap tal is
forthcominz. There ought to be nodifficulty
in this latter respect, and the young men ot
this country would be acting putrioticaily
as well as making a profitable investment by
turning their savings to the development of
the natural resources of thé country, instead
of throwing them away on lotteries and
similar useless schemes,

As already stated, there are only four com-
panies in operation in the Sudbury district.
The Canadian Copper Cliff Company has two
100-ton smeiters in operation and the Hussey-
Vivian Company of Swansea, Wales, ‘have
also two smelters at work of the same capa-
city. The Dominion Mineral Company is
operating one smelter at the Blizzard mine,
and the Drury Nickel Company, another
American concern, have just putin full blast
their new 100-ton smelter, -

In one of tho store windows of Mr, John
'W. Cheeseworth of 106 King-street west are
a number of specimens of nickel from the
mines of the Cqmmercial Mlulnf Company
of Algoma, a roference to which will be
apropos. - These specimens represent the
nickel in its different stages of develop-
ment. “Hore,” said Mr. Hilyard as he
proceeded to give one of The World’s Young
Men ocular lessons in” mineralogy, **is the
surfaco rock, which has been destroyed by
sulphuric  and atmospheric  influevces.
After we pass through that we find
the solid™ metal,” he continued, picking
up aunother specimen, ‘“‘and this we
have got in lnrge quantities. Arter that the
ore is treated by the roasting process, which
destroys about 25 per cent, of the sulphbur.
The ore thus carries about 80 per cent.
Then we take it to the smelter and reduce it
to matte, which carries 15 to 25 per
cent. of nickel. The balance is irom.
Next it is put through the bessemer
process, which gets rid of the iron. The
matte - then consists of 65 per cent. nickel,
the balance is copper. That is the *highest
grade matto that bas been produced in the
country. The matte is then shiipped either
to Camden. N.J., or to Swansen, Wales,
‘where the nickel and copper are separatod. n
