It Is Undorstood They Will Shortly
Approximate the Annual Grant to.
Hospitals and Charities—Mr. Olancy
Criticizes the Budget and Goes at
Length into the Agricultural College
Expenditures,

In the Legislatare yesterday Provincial
Treasurer Harcourt delivered his Budget
Speech, speakiog for nearly three hours. Mr.
Claney replied at about the same length.

Hoo. ‘Mr. Harcourt stated that the
total receipts for 1893 were $4,201,914,
which included the usual $200,000 repre-
senting Dominion bopds. These bonds ma-
tured early in 1893 and were promptly paid
by the Dominion = Governmert; and taking
out $52,257, representing loans made to
municipslities on account of drainage de-
bentures, the total receipts for 1893
amounted to $4,039,656. The drainage de-
benture loans made in 1893 reached the
figure of $62,495 and the receipts from
these municipalities from this source were
$52,257.

The estimate of revenue which_he made
last session was $4,030,572, and this had
actually been exceeded to the extent of
$95,466.

The first item of receigts, subsidy and
specific grant, was of course the
same every year. With regard to the
second item, interest from the Dominion, he
would explain that from 1868 to 1883 1n-
clusive these receipts were $136,696 yearly,
payable half-yearly, representing 5 per
cent. on the various sums held in trust for
this province. It was, however, not until
July, 1873, that a specific remittance was
made for the half year’s interest, and from
July 1, 1873, to July 1, 1888, the Dominicn
remitted for each half year $68,348, made
up of interest on Upper Capada building
fund, $36,809; do. on Grammar school
fund, 87819, and do. on Common school
fond, of $23,719. The intereston C.8. fund
varied, depending on the ratio of the popu-
lavion of this province-to that of Quebec.
This amount increased each decade, and
the amount mentioned was based on the
census of 1871, Prior .to 1873 these
payments were added to the subsidy,
and appeared in a lump sum, and they wers
increased in 1884, when by virtue of 47
Vie., ch, 4, the sum of $2,848,289 was plac-
ed to the credit of this province.

How the Figures Were Reached,

Those ;ﬁguren were reached in this man-
ner: At Confederation the Domgnion as-
sumed the debts of the late Provinces of
Canada to the amount of $62,500,000, and
it was further provided that the excess of
debt over this sum should be divided be:
tween Ontario and Quebec, which should
pay interest on the excess, and that this
item should be deducted half yearly from
their subsidy and specific grant. The debt
was found to be $73,006,088, and conse-
quently the deductions for interest on our
share of the excess, $9,739,691, on July 1st,
1867, were made each half year from 1868
to 1873 from the subsidy; and the semis
annual deduction was estimated at $291,-
666, which proved to be, however, too
much. In 1873 the provinces were relieved
by act of §10,506,088, ascertained to be the
excess of debt, and on July 1, 1873, they
received their subsidy and specific grant
tor the first time m full, and free from auy4
deduction for interest on such excess. Thig
act re-adjusted and increased the subsidies,
but the increase dated only from July 1,
1873. The capitalized sum of §2,848,289
was made up of 12 of the half-yearly pay-
ments, running trom July 1, 1867, to.Jan.
1,.1873, with interest at 5 per cent. to July
1, 1884, when they received for the first
time interest on this $2,848,280 to the
extent of 871,217 half-yearly, and this was
paid along with the other specific payments
of interest on the trust fund up to July 1,
1888. On Jan. 1, 1889, the Dominion
Government sent tbem $598,436 as subsidy,
carrying out an agreement entered into 1n
1888, besides §130,000 in regard to the
pending settlement of accounts,

Increased Interest on Investments,

1n 1893 they received as interest on in-
vestments $79,897, the largest receipts for
geveral years past from this source; .'?‘18,27'.’
from drainage debentures, and $55,444
from banks, equal to $217 per day, and to 4
per cent. on & capital ‘of $1,400,000. Last
‘wts irom Crown Lands reached
81,823,550, g $23,555 in excess of his
estimates. Woods and forests alone yield-
ed $1,757,005; public institutions, exclusive
of the Central Prison, §79,846, slightly in
excess of the estimate; the Educational
Department $47,640, made up principally
of students” and examination fees; law
stamps, $84,246, compared with §91,617 in
1892 and $90,349 1o 1892, and ' liquor
liconses, $294,517, less by $240 than those
of 1892 In 1889 3560 licen-
ses = were issued; in 1890, 3523;
in 1891, 3414; in 1892, 3369, and ir) 1893,
3195, showing a falling off of 365 in four
years. In 1875 one license was granted to
each 275 of our population and in 1803 one
to each 633, while in New York the issue
was ope license for every 150; in. ILilinois,
one to 246; in Obio, one to 248; in Indiana,
one to 204, and Michigan, one to 300, He
thought that there had been, K a marked
abatement of the evils of the liquor traflic.

The reccipts from licenses were as fol-
lows: 1889, $302,734; 1890, $312,007; 1891,
€298,184; 1892, $294,758, and 1893, §294,. |
516. And of these sums the municipalities
received in 1889 $207,353: 1890, $254,968:
1891, £289,487; 1892, 8280,977, and . 1893,
§287.649. In the province _existed 808
municipalities, in 528 of which not one
shop license was issued, while in 185 no
hecenses whatever were granted. Since 1890
local option bylaws had been carried in 28
and defeated in 12 municipalities ; but
where -carried they were set aside by the
courts:. At present local option [)r.t,‘\'ulled in
12 municipalities, where previously 28
licenses were issued. In the _Province of
Quebec the receipts from these licenses were
more than twice as large as they were in
this province, and nothing was there return-
ed to the municipalities. Casual revenue,
which he expected would nm:ulll)( increase,
Jast year amounted to $117,463, nearly
twice as much as during any previous year,
save 1892

The sSuccession Dulies,

The succession duties yielded 84.';,507,
exceeding expectations, and these reeeipts
were expressly devoted - by law to the sup-
port of hospitals ' and asylums. The
act had worked; fairly and had
not been vexatious. The grants to
hospitals and charities in 1893 amounted to
€164,806, and he thought. that ina few
years the succession duties \wnh{ equal
this vote.  All estates exceo(hng s‘l_U.“UU
were exempted, and near relatives paid no
duties save when the estate was worth over
$100,000; and all bequests for religious,
charitable or educational purposes were
exempl. Similar laws had been passed in
all the other provinces,a.nd existed In many
of the American states, where property was
taxed which here was let go free. In this
province 981 estates out of every 1000
escaped the tax, judging from the figures o_f

% Expenditure for Education,

The educational system was expanding,
and the anticipated incressed yearly ex-
penditures were unavoidable. The position
of the province in this connection was
enviable, No country offered its children
greater or better fagilities for obtaining a
sound education. #Vhile primary work
was their first coneern that which was
afforded in the High schools was not
neglected. Ile mentioned the high tribute
paid to Ontario’s exhibit in this department
at the World’s Fair by Sir Richard Web-
ster, and a sbort time since by several of
the. Normal school principals of New York
state,

The largest single appropriation was
devoted to the maintenance of public insti-
tutions, . and this was now three
times what, it was 20 years ago, and 25 per
cent. more than it was 10 years ago. In
1893 this service cost $128,095 more than it
did five years ago and $170,452 more than
it did 10 years ago. The total for 1803
reached the enormous sum of $778,839;, more
than one-fifth of the entire yesr's expendi-
ture.

The Insane of the Province,

With regard to the insane, the new
Cottage Asylum at Mimico furnished ac-
commodation for 560 patients, and last
year 593 were under treatment in this in-
stitution. The new Orillia Asylum had
accommodation for 550 patients, and the
number under treatment lust year was 553.
In the insane agylums, -during 1887, there
were 3553 inmates; in ’88, 3808; in ’89,
3953; in ‘90, 4187;in’01, 4972; in 92,
4785 and in 93, 4893, ' showing
an increase of 1340 patients within six
years, This state of affairs compelled a
constantly-increasing expenditure.  Rigid
economy and the highest efficiency were
aimed at in this department. The average
yearly cost per patient in 78 American asy-
Jums was $227.88,while here it was $135.71
last year, or $119.67 when the amount con-
tributed by paying patients was deducted.
The average weekly cost for maintenance
for each patient was $2.66, while this item
in 76 American asylums was §4.13, In the
Montreal asylum it was $3.42, and in Eng-
land, over a long period of years, it was
$3.73. Where practicable, supplies were
purchased by tender.

New Buildings,

During 1892 they spent om new build-
ings, including the Parliament Buildiogs,
$778.35. Dauring the last five years the ox-
penditure under this head was $3,167,656;
during the' previous five years it was
$1,479,634. The Mimico cottages cost
$535,760, and the Orillia Asylam cost $484,-
722, while the expenditure on the Brock-
ville Asylum up to the end of last year was
$112,823, and the New Parliament Build-
ings and the new asylums had cost up to
Jan. 1 last $2,400,596. The site of the old
Parliament Buildings, valued at $500,000,
and 21 3-5 acres, part'of the Asylun farm,
valued at $150,000, were set apart -to be

form a construction fund, but owing
resent markced depression in real
esales had not been made. Neverthe-
‘the new buildings hud been put up
wi dfrowing a siggle dollar.

Yarmer-General Dryden’s Department,

The expenditure under the head of Agri-
culture and Arts was constantly increasing.
In 1890 this amounted to $127,906, in ’01 to
8149,535, in 92 to $167,282 and in ’93 to
$169,573. Many 1mportant agricultural
problems awaited solution, and no expense
should be spared to advance the interests of
the farming population. This Department
of Agriculture was created in 1888 and
everything possible would be done by the
(Government to increase its usefulness. He
was surprised to learn that the ' leader of
the Opposition was disposed to favor the
merging of this department in some other
branch, A number of grants were made in
aid of breeders’ associations, etec., and im-
portant additions had been made to the staff
ofthe Agricultural College. In experimental
work $500 was spent in 1888, while last
year $5611 was so expended. This was
one of the most impoftant features of the
institution. «yThe traveling dairy,during the
last three years, its term of existence, had
cost $13,505. The college was never 8o
popular as it nos; was, and with its adjuncts
it had been in a high degree instrumental
in diffusing and popularizing advanced sci-
entific methods., In this relation, at the
Wortld’s Fair, this province had taken a
very high position apd compared most
favorably with the whole Dominion and the
States of the American Union.

The increases in expenditure in connec-
tion with the Adminstration of Justice
were very roticeable. In 1803 this cost
$105,407 more than in 1883. The expenditure
for the former year was $275,245 and  for
the latter $380,652, an increase of 38 per
cent, in 10 vears. In 1880 this department
cost $368,186, in 1890 $393,828, 10’ 1891
2401,690, in 1892 $394,134¢ and in'1893
€385,837. And of $hes: amounts they paid
to the counties: In 1889 $276,472, in 1890
$289,508, in 1891 §286,739, in 1892 $201,-
656 and in 1893 $263,455. Changes and
improvements had been made in the ser-
vice, but these were necessary and had not
been found fault with. An over-expendi-
ruve classed as “incidental,” under the head
of Agriculture, was largely due to the in-
creasing cost of printing and distributing
the various agricaltural' reports and
bulleting, for which there was a very
great demand.

In 1879 the public institutions
numbered 59, including asy!ums, hospitals,
gaols, etc.,, and in 1892, 150. Dur-
ing the former year their inmates num-
bered 14,456; during the latter year 37,950.
In 1871 lunatics’ estates were not managed
by the senior inzpactor of the asylums; in
1892 that official had charge of 661 such
estates, while the revenue from paying
patients had increased from $18,804 in 1871
to $136,406 in 1892,

Cost of Civil Service,

Public business had increased and with it
the cost of civil government. During the
period from 1878 to 1892 this item had in-
creased in Ontario 17 per cent., while at
Ottawa, for the same period, it bhad
increased 60 per cent. During the four
years from 1888 to 1892 the increases were
vespectively 8 and 27 per cent. Legislation
had increased in cost in Ontario less than 5
per cent. from 1879 to 1892, and at Ottawa
1t had increased 85 per cent.

1he World’s Fair.

Special expenditures in connection with
the World’s Fair, etc., had been incurred
during last year, and railway certificates
and annuities to the extent of $216,616 had
been retired. But the payments to retire
these certificates would materially decrease
annually during the next several years.
During~ the next nine years this reduc-
tion would amount to $101,000. The
grants to railways since Confeder-
ation. had reached $5,059,084. The
payments in cash were $1,704,105, and for

If Mr. Huddart suc-
ceeds in his negotiations he pro-
poses to establish a fast line from
Great Britain to Australia and Now
Zoaland, using the Canadian Pacific
Railway for making the connection
between the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans.
While everyone will wish Mr, HAddart suc-
cess, It wust not be forgotten that other
parties have for some time past been tryiog
o found a company in Eagland to under-
take a fast Atlantic service and have not
succeeded.

Tbe Minister promised
thatthe matter should' receive careful con-
sideration, and also that the poultry branch
of the Central Experimental Farm should
receive more attention in the future than it
kad in the past.

India— Labouchere Promises Not o
Move a Want of Oonfidence Motion—
Premier Rosebery to Announce His
Policy Next Monday—Press Comments,

Lo~xpox,March 6,—It is officially announ-
ced that the Karl of Kimberley will succeed
Lord Rosebery as Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs, and Right Hon. Henry
Hartley Fowler, President of the Local
Government. Board, will take the place of
the Earl of Kimberley as Secretary of State
forthe Indian Department.

Mr, Thomas Edward Ellis, M. P., one of
the Lords of the Treasury, has been desig-
nated to succeed— the Right Hon. Hdward
Marjoribanks as Patronage Secretary to the
Treasury and chief Liberal whip.

Mr. John Morley has cousented to re-
tain his porttolio as Chief Secretary for
Ireland at the urgent roquest of Lord Rose-
bery and others ot his colleagues,

Shaw Lefevre Succeeds Fowler,

The offices occupied by Mr. Gladstone as
Premier were formally taken possession of
by Lord Rosebery this afternoon. The
aunouncement is made officially that Mr.
G. J. Shaw-Lefevre, First Commissioner of
Works, will succeed Mr. Henry Hartley
Fowler as president of the Local Govern-
ment Board, the latter having been trans-
ferred to the India office.

“HONEST” COUNTERFEITS.

An Immense Amount Now Deing Issued
¥rom Private Mints—Impossible
to Detect I,

The World a few weeks sgo announced
that dexterous coiners were manufacturing
genuine silver as good &F the Government
at half cost. Of late the counterfeiting of
the silver coins of all denominations from
dollars to dimes has increased to an alarm-
ing extent, and the Government Secret
Service seems powerless to prevent it. The
low price of silver bullion is given as an ex-
planation. The counterfeiters can put in’
exactly the same amount of silver in their
coins a8 is used in those turned out at the
mints and still realize a profit of 75 to 100
per cent. The counterfeit coins have the
game fineness and weight as the gepuine
article, and riog as true. The most skiiful
expert would have difficulty in detecting
the hogus from the genuine éoin.

Silver is worth 58 centsan ounce. Coined
into money it has a value of $1.29. There
is now about 40 cents worth of silver bul-
lion in a dollar, Counterfeiters can afford to
be “honest” and still reap a handsome
profit, even when allowing a liberal *‘com-
mission” for handling the stuff, Undoubt-
edly the hard times have caused maoy
people who ordinarily would prefer to be
honest to turn to this mode of making a
living, The silver money which they coin
is counterfeit only in.its origin, Their
“dollar’s worth of silver” is as honest as
the Government’s, The counterfeits can-
not be exposed -if well executed. They
are, therefore, all the more dangerous,
They are not hard to make. (iive a man-a
die and he can with a little practice pro-
duce a coin that will practically defy de-
tection. The makers have hit upon a
scheme to ‘‘age” the coins they turn out.
The new coins are placed in a box partially
filled with sand. After the box has been
shaken for an hour or so the coins have the
appearance of having been in use for soveral
years. Of course, the dates can be made
to correspond to the ‘age’ of the coin.
Nuturally the “ageing” of the coins facili-
tates their circulation and renders the de-
toction of the coins all the more difficult.

That there has been counterfeiting of
silver money on an elaborate scale is*shown
by the increase in the subsidiary coin in
circulation,

The “‘operators” are not confining them-
selves to counterteiting the coins of Canada
but are making counterfeits of United
States, English, French and German silver
coins in nearly every country axcept Aus-
tria, whose monoy only passes for its
ballion value.

PISTOLLED AT THE POLLS.
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ELECIION EXCITEMENT: IN ZTROY
LEADS 10 MURDEL,

- Ppalars, on Being Kefused Ballots, Pre-
uipitute & Fight—One Man Mardered
by Being Felled With a Club, Then

Shot—Another Has 5 Bullet in His
Head,

Troy, March 6.—Never has Troy wit-
nessed  more exciting municipal “election
than that which took place to-day. There
had been scenes of disorder at many of the
polling places, but the outrageous disregard
for law reached its height at noon, when
one young Republican was murdered and
another was seriously wounded with a
bullet in his head. Robert and William
Ross were the victims, They were among
the citizens who gathered at the polls in
the third distriot of the 13th Ward to see
that the election law was not violated.
The voting had been spirited at this dis-
trict, but not until the appearance of a gang
of repeaters was there a ripple of excite-
ment.

A man who had no right” to cast s vote
then presented himself at the polls and de-
manded baliots. The Republicans who
challenged him were ejected and the appli-
cant was ufterward pushed into the sireet
by other Republicans, Then bullets\ flew
through the air and four men were sttuck.
Prominent among the fighters were “Bat”
Shea, John McGough and “Jerry€ Cleary,
who drew pistols as did others in the
crowd.

Clubbed, Then Shot,

Bystanders say that Robert Ross "was
knocked down with a club and while he was
lying with his face down the assassin sent &
bullet into his brain, causing almost instand
death.

Another who fell was William Ross, the
murdered man’s brother. He was shot in
