He did not want to commit him­
self to the view that under free trade 
there would be good prices always, or 
that under protection there would be 
bad prices always; but he was taking 
the proposition as it was laid down by 
the N.P. party. In the first place did 
they now get better prices for their 
farms? Had the N.P. kept up the price 
of their land? Ten years ago the farm 
lands of Ontario were worth $632,000,-t 
000; in 1892 they were wortth only 
$615,000,000, a shrinkage of $17,000,- 
000. Between 1891 and 1892, there was 
a shrinkage of $20,000,000 in the value 
of crops grown in Ontario. Yet in the 
last ten years about two millions of 
acres of land were cleared in Ontario.

The speaker went on to show 
farmers obtained much poorer prices for 
farm produce than in 1878, aud asserted 
that there was nothing about the place 
which had improved which owed its im­
provement to the N.P.

Then the N.P. promised a home mar­
ket for all farm produce. The farmer 
was told that everything he grew he 
would be able to sell at his own door. 
Mr. Roes proved by figures that this 
promise had not been fulfilled, and that 
wheat 76.83 and acregae 91.63, an ad­
just as they always did.

The Liberals’ Remedy.
Having thus roused up the farmers by 

showing that they were the most un­
fortunate of men, the speaker produced 
his remedy: ‘“What is the logic of all 
this?" said he. ‘“If you cannot give the 
farmer better prices for, his goods, if you 
cannot give him a home market, the next 
jbest thing is to let the farmer alone, aud 
let him take care of himself. Take off 
his shoulders that tremendous burden 
of taxation which has been imposed up­
on him by the National Policy.”

Mr. Roes’ next argument was the same

Local Legislature, and which was an­
swered with great sophistry. “Why was 
there such an enormous increase in the 
cost of Government?” he asked. When 
Mr. Mackenzie left power in 1878, said 
he, it only took $23,000,000 to run this 
country, and yet now, although there 
had only been an increase in population 
of about 700,000, it cost between 36 
and 37 million dollars to govern the 
country.
