I know some young people who. be-
cause they have a comfortable income
between them, can save goodly amounts
vacb year; but I do mnot call them
thrifty for, though they save money,
they waste wealth in appalling ways—
buy clothes hastily and have to dis-
card them because they are not suit-
able; leave good tools out in the rain
to rust; let expensive food spoil in
the refrigerator.

Here are some of the concrete things
that thrift means, according to a very
high authority on the subject:

“Planning meals that provide
full necessary nourishment
cost.

“Producing food at home, wherever
possible, by gardens, poultry, and so
forth.

‘“Purchasing clothes in terms of a
planned wardrobe instead of a bargain
impulse.

““Choosing a house and furniture
suitable for family needs rather than
for display.

“Intelligent management of the fires
for heating and cooking, to reduce fuel
consumption.

‘“Saving time by a daily and weekly
plan for housework, by simple living
by convenient workrooms, by efficien!
utensils.

“Teaching children thrift. Tralning
them to take at the table only wha!

the deprivation caused when a lost ¢
carelessly used garment has to be re-
placed; training them to save time h:

Miss Florence Hilder, 6f London, Eng-
land, who with her mother has been
the guest of Mr. and Mrs. Chandos
Lee, Ridout street, for the past month.

Miss Hilder, who is engaged in de-
partmental work in the ministry of
labor, has some unusual experiences to
record of her duties during the war.
With three or four others, she formed
the origjnal staff of the ministry jof
munitions at the outbreak of the war,
this staff being later increased to over
360 workers in the registry department
alone, where Miss Hilder did supervis-
ing duty.

A chat with the English girl reveals
one or two intimate bits in the lives of
that vast army of routine workers be-
hind the fighting army of England.
THE GROWING STAFF.

‘“When the work grew by leaps and
bounds and it®was necessary to add
d;uly to the staff, there were applica-
tions from every type of person imags
inable,*” Miss Hilder explains. ‘“We had
scores of women formerly domestics,
or. connected with some work far re-
moved from clerical matter of any
kind. They were willing, and help was
so scarce that they were kept on in

Then we had some of the

ilies offering their services for any sort
of war work. They liked something in-

i teresting, and the daily routine work

was dreadfully dull, so very often, as
they were equipped by education and
training for higher duties, they went
into the superior offices as secretaries.
We began our work, our first little staff,
in a4 house in Whitehall Gardens; we
spread into other houses, and finally
into temporary offices erected in’' the
gardens. These were light, clean and
most comfortable, except in an air
raid; then we had our drill, and every
clerk knew which basement to go to—
one felt fairly safe in a bhasement you
know, though as a matter of fact we
were all too Lusy to think much about
safety.”

INDIFFERENT TO AIR RAIDS.

With characteristic British indiffer-
ence Miss Hilder discusses the air raids,
in which on many occasions she took
an unpleasantly prominent part. ‘“They
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never® gucceeded in touching the Gov-
ernment .ofﬂces." she remarked serene-
ly, ‘“though that seemed to be their
main, objective, and bombs fell on all
sides ofi us. The worst raid I experi-
enced was in Charing Cross stgtion,
when they bombed the Strand. It was
interesting to me to see how the vivia
imagination of the people came into
play. They rushed into the station with
dreadful stories of mangled bodies lying
out in the streets, which, of course, they
had never seen at all, but 1 suppose
they were excited and perhaps a bit
nervous.”
