Two or three times daring the filling shake 
the barrel gently to settle the apples firmly. 
Face the upper bead in the same manner 
as the lower one. It is desirable not. to 
head up the barrel at ooce. Cover wfth 
boards to keep out the rain, and let the 
barrels stand open four or five days. It is 
not, however, always possible to cover the 
barrels, In which case they may be beaded 
up at once and turned down on their 
sides.—American Agricultural for October.

Diseased Egos.—Dr. D. Wright, in the 

Bulletin in the Tennessee State Board qf 
Health, says that soon after it became the 
practice to transport eggs in large quanti» 
ties and to long distances by railway trains, 
it was found on^their arrival that adhesion 
had taken place between the membranes 
of the yolk and those of the shell, so that 
the yolk could not l»e turned out of the 
shell unbroken. On examination by ex­
perienced pathologists, this was found to 
be the result of true inflammation ;« the 
material of the adhesion was found to be 
precisely the same as that of the pla»tic 
exudation in inflammation of the lungs or 
bowels. It will at first seem absurd to 
speak of inflammation in such an unform­
ed mass as an egg ; hot this arises from 
onr forgetting that, structureless and un­
organised as it seems, the egg, even when 
fresh laid, is a living being, and capable 
of disease from external causes. The cause 
of this inflammation undoubtedly is the 
shaking and friction from the motion of 
the oars, and it cannot but render the egg 
more or less unhealthy, as the products of 
inflammation can never be as salutary in 
food as those of healthy growth.

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Probable Oauee or Earthquakes.

We must remark that we are dwelling 
upon the surface of a little ‘extinguished 
sun, which ages upon ages ago became 
covered with a rocky crust through the 
gradual lose of temperature, but which re* 
tains in its interior a remnant of the pris* 
tine heat that is slowly leaking out. 
Every schoolboy understands that when • 
heati'd body tools it shrinks in else. The 
earth do*'»* the same add a* the interior 
mass ibun hlowly contracts the crust hard* 
eued upon it. But the cruet cannot set­
tle without thus breaking. Far back in 
geological time, when the cooling process 
was much more rapid than it is now, the 
settling of the crust broke and contorted It 
with the tremendous power, and the edges 
of the cracked strata of rock were thrust 
up into the mountain chains. Now, when 
the cooling is very slow and the conse* 
quent contraction comparatively slight, 
mountains are ho longer created by the 
stress upon the settling crust, but slow, 
almost imperceptible, changes of level in 
different parts of the earth's surface result 
from It. So slowly, in fact, does «be In­
terior of the earth contractai present,that 
the settWhg of the crust is accomplished for 
tbe'most part without the knowledge of the 
inhabitants. Yet It does contract, and the 
careful observations of earth tremors which 
bave been conducted ol late years show 
that if a complete record of the motions of 
the earth’s crust could be obtained, it 
would be shown to be slightly trembling 
in some part of its extent most of the 
time.

There are certain regions 
earth’s crust yields to this- internal strain 

readily than elsewhere. These re­
gions are usually in the neighborhood of 
ancient cracks or faults in ihe rocky shell 
of the planet. The Atlantic edge of this 
continent has never, in historic times at 
least, been the scene of great and disas­
trous earthquakes ; and yet the geologi­
cal structure is such that disturbances of 
this kind could hardly fail to visit it. 
The fact is that many earthquakes do oo 

in this country, bat they ere usually 
so slight that little or no notice Is taken of
