The average salary for male teachers of
the first clase throughout the province was
$437.74, and for fomale teachers $298.11.
It gives us pleasure to note that Anpapolis
Co. is above the provincial average in
remunerating its first-class teachers. For
female teachers it stands third ou the list
of the highest averages in the provioce,
The superintendent eéays in connection
with salaries :

+¢In most of the grades there have been
slight reductions in the average rate of
salary, As the excess of supply over
demand hes continuned to increase, this
fact ought not to excite swrprise. Tt is
becoming clear to every one who chooses
to think on the subject that the most
effective way to improve the remubdera.
tion of teachers lies in the surrounding
their work with the preemptions and
safeguards that are the prerogatives of
skilled labor. An elevation of the stan.
dards of admission in the dirzgiion of &
specific professional training would benefit
po one luterest 0 much as the teaching
body itself. Until a closer equaiion of
supply and demand is brought about, re-
commendations on the subjcct of salaries
whetber given to employers or employed,
can produce but little effect.”

Total number of candidates examined
in '88 was 1291; of this number 468
received class apptied for, 715 received
licenses of some grade, 576 failed to obtain
a license of any grade,

The superintendont again urges the fact
of specisl protessional training. He rays
tbat ¢ scholarship, though of prifhe im-
portance, is not in itselt a sufficient pre-
paration for the highly complex work of
training youth, Our existing tests should
be taken to prove, not that s successful
candidate is qualified to assume charge of
& school, but simply that he has intellec-
tual scquirements and culture qualifying
bim for entrance on a special course of pro-

paration for.that duty.” He then submits
for consideration the following :—

“The awards of the Annual Provincial
Examiocation sha!l be simply certificates,
according to cless, of sufficient general
scholarship, byt shall in themselves confer
no authority to teach,

The authority must be acquired by
adding to & general rcholarship certificate,
graduation at our own or other approved
normal school, or a diploma certifyng due
professional competency, obtained at &
properly searching and comprehensive
examination in the theory and practice of
teaching."

We agree with the Superintendent upon
this point, Itis juet as ressonable to ex
pect that a school teacher should have
some tralned knowledge of the profession
be is about to enter, as it is to expect the
same knowledge in any other profession,
When such a course is adopted the stand-
ard of education will be raised in cvery
way. Emoluments will be greater, as
sections will bave to pay more for trained
teachers than those who will go for what
they can get, and there will then be some
inducement for clever men and women to
take up teaching as a life profession,

The total sectional assessments for the
past year shows an increase of nearly
$10,000. !

‘The above will of course on'!y give an
imperfect idea of the BSuperintendent's
interesting report, but it will suffice to
show the general standing of educational
institutions throughout the Province,
