Sahara, the thirst must have become inteletubly
intense : So, a8 the hurt panteth after the waler
lirooks,” the soul of the 'pious David panted after
God. His spirit thirsted after the living God. .
« My tears have,been my meat day and night.
~—How rich the expression | and how fraught with
tender emotions ! Tears have a voice that speaks
louder than words. Who has not been melled at
the sight of the fast falling tear? Look at the
fond mothet, es she bids adieu 1o her only child,
the daughter of her bosomn, and read her thoughts
and anxieties in her tears,  Sce that manly lace
of the father sullused in the liquid element, as it
flows from the deeprst recesses of the heait ; and
say that tears do notspeak, How delighiful, and
how truly instructing to read the Psalins of Da-
vid! That decp and rich thought may be traced
thiough them, tiat cannot be equal_lgd by modern
authors. The meckness and humility, the con-
fidence and delight, in which he always expressed
himself, are bright memorials of the sincerity ot
his heart, and well might we copy after the Psabn-
ist, even at this late day of modetn intelligence.

He hides a smiling (ace.”

Here he cantrace the hand of Him whe hath pro-
inised that ¢ all things shall work together for good
to them that love Goil,”>—~and thus, undet cvery
citcumstance of life, however adverse and pain-
ful, he is encouraged devoutly to Jook up to that
* Friend (bat sticketh closer than a btother,”
with holy confilence and pinus resignntion, and
say, ¢ It is the Lord, let him do what seemeth
“him good.”

We must confess we bave no sympathy with
that man who would atterpt lo strip Gob of this
maet endearing relation, which he is pleased to
sustain towards his crealuros.  Abundance of
scripture proof might be furnished, were it neces-
‘sary, in support of the doctrine of a patticular
Providence ; as well as the experience of the pi-
ous iw oll ages of the world. % Trustin the Lord,
aud do goud, and verily (hou shalt be fed, s (he
Janguage of inspiration, and contains a consoling
pecurance that the Great Shepherd of Israel, who
i neither slumbercth nor sleepeth,” is never un-
uindful of his humble and dependent ereature,
wan, While he is guiding the sun and moon in
their course through the heavens—while, in this
Jnwer world, he is raling among empircs, putling
#rwn one and sellipg up another—stilling the ra-
dings of the walets, apd saging ¢ Hitberto shalt
thou cume, apd uo furiher®—holiling ¢ the
Winds in hip fist,” and w-ighipg ¢ the mountains
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in scales, and the hillsin ahnlancc:,”—‘-y*'l, !malz'
ing conduscension | he is, at the sae lm:e, walch-
1ng over the humble, goud man, who,in ll'xe ?b—
scurity of his cottage, is serving and v'lorsluppl“‘:
him. A celebrated writer, in slluding to this
doctrine, beautifully remaiks:—* In how many
instances bave we found, that we 2re held in sub-
jection to a higher Power, on whom dq»em?s the
accomplishment of our wishes  and 'deslgus’l
Foudly we had projected some farouulf plan:
we thought that we had forecast and provided for
all that might happen : we had taken our measures
with such vigilant prudence, that on every side
we seemned t ousselves perfectly guarded and se-
cwel—but, lo! some litde event hath come
ahout, unforeseen by us, and in its consequences,
at the first, seemingly inconsiderable, which yet
hath turned the whole course of thingsinto a new
direction, and blasted all our hopes, At olher
times, our counsels and plans bave been permitted
to succeed: we then applanded our owo wisdom,
and sat down 1o feast on the happiness we had
attuined.  To our surprise, we found that happi-
ness was not therey and that Gud's decree had ap-
pointed it 1o be only vanity ! We Jabour for pros-
perity, and obtain it not.  Unexpected, it is some-
times made 1o diop upon us as of its own accord,
The happiness of man depends on secret springs
tvo nice and delicate to be adjusted by hwnan art
it requires a favourable ¢ombination of external
circumstances with the state of his own mind.

| To accomplisis, on every occusion, such a comnbi-

nation, is far heyond his power; but it is what
Gou can at all times effect : as the whole series
of exlernal causes are arranged according to bis
pleasure, and the hearts of all men are in his
hands, to turn them wheresoever he will, as 1i-
vers of water.”

A cordial reception of this doctrine is also emi-
nently calculated to check that complainiug and
repining spirit in which too many indulge, when
brought into circumstas.ces of adversily or disap-
pointment, aud naturally leads the devout mind
to acknowledge that He in whose bauds are all
our atfairs, and who “doeth as pleaseth him in
the armies of heaven, and among the inhahitants
of the carth,” knoweth what is best for us, and
what will be most conducive to onr etermal jie
terests,—thus producing patience and resignation
amid all the vicistitudes of Laman life, and
strengthcning out contidence in Him who js < too
wise to err, and too good 1o be unkind,”

In conclusion, wa must be allowed to remaik
that to the pious and devoted Christian alone i;
the doctrine of a pasticular Providence a son’rce
of delight: for ke alone can ook forward, with
blessed anticipation, to that heavenly abode
whete all the mysteries of Providenee shall be’
fully explained, to his everlasting satisfaction and
felicity. « The Lord sitteth on the flood. The
Lord miaketh the wrath of man to praise him, as
he maketh the rain and the bail obey his w:ml
He hath prepared his throne jn the beavens; an(i
his kingdom ruleth overall. A man’s hem,t de-
viseth bis way, bul the Lord dizectell his steps,”
